State seminary orf Learning.

The following' gentlemen have been appointed by
Gov. Wickliffe, says the Baton Rouge Advocate of
the 27th Inst., in accordance with Act No. 228 of the
last Legislature, Board of Supervisors of the Semi-
nary of Learning at Alexandria: Dr. S. A. Smith.
Thomas O. Moore, G. Mason Graham, Walter O.
Winn, Dr. K. M. Clark, J. A. Bynum, M. Ryan,
Henry Grey, Jodge J. G. Campbell, R. W. Jemison,
Dr. Joseph Hawkins, Judge Ed. Barry.

The Governor of the State is ex officio President,
and the Superintendent of Public Education ex officio
a member of the Board.

The Board is to organize on the first of next Octo-
ber, and will assume charge of the Seminary build-
ings as soon as theyare completed. The chief duties
assigned the Board of Supervisors are expressed in
the 5th and 7th sections of Act 228, as follows:

Sac. 5. Be itfu faher enacted, etc., That the Board
of Supervisors shall have power to engage a Presi.
dent and other professoro, and all other officers nees-
sary for conducting the literary, and financial, and
civil concerns and interests of the seminary, and to
remove and displace the same at pleasure; to ix and
regulate the salaries of the professors and all other
officers, tuition fees, and all other charges ; to estab-
lish rules for the good government and discipline of
the studentes to prescribe the duties of all officers,
servants, and others ; to confer diplomas upon the
recommendation of the President and faculty on
students, for profelency in any branch of ecience or
department of learning; and in general to make all
rulesand regulations which may bedeemed necessary
for the proper government of the seminary, and for
promoting the objects for which it was founded, but
nothing in this uct shall be construed as obligating
the State to pay any debts contracted by the Board
of Supervisors in case they should at.any time exceed
the appropriations made for the support of the
seminar,.

Seoo. Be it further enacted, etc., That it shall be
the duty of the Board of Supervisors, immediately
after their organization, to prescribe the course of
studies to be pursued at the seminary, the number of
professors, and to draw up a project of the system of
instructione so adopted.

New ORLEANS AND NEw YOKn.--We published
yesterday the value of domestic produce exported
from this port for foreign countries for the last year.
By the following figures it will be seen that the value
so exported from this port exceeds the exports from
New York by twenty.two millions and thirty-seven
dollars.

DssePrstatLY JiALOUS.- A young man named
Colling, of Jnidle, attempted to commit suicide a
few days ence by dliuking nearly an ounce of the
nitric acid of commereo, one of the most powerful
corroave gnids known. He expected that it would
kill him instantly; instead of which he experienced
a terrible burning and excoriating sensation from his
lipe all the way down to his stomach. In his agony
he screaxed for help, when thirty raw eggs were
given to him, and hb soon vomited the acid, the
fames of which were very powerful. His lips, tongue,
mouthand•tomach are completely excoriated. Jeal-
ousy of his wife was the cause.

KEY WEST CORRESPONDENCE.

KaY WEST, July 25, 1858.
In my last dispatches to your paper of the 10th

and 12th instants, I informed you of the seizure of the
h•bk Lyra, Capt. Dickey, of New York, for being enu
gaged in the slave; trade since then her crew have
left her, and Capt. Dickey followed suit, taking with
him between $7,000 and $11,000, part of which was
on freight.,A warrant for his arrest was issued to
the U. 8S. Marshal, buht not in time to enable that offi-
.er to serve it, the Captain having absconded the
night previons,ad has not been seen since. The
bark has been hauled into the slip and is being die.
charged of her cargo.

The brig funtresed and cargo were sold by the U.

S. Marshall on the 26th instant. The brig brought
the sum of $610. She will be refitted immediately
and placed in the brick trade between Pensacola and
this place. The sales of the cargo amount to
$4,933 49.

The clipper ship Competitor, Capt. White, touched
in here a few days since for provisions and a clean
bill of health. She is from Havana, having landed
there a cargo of 284 coolies from Canton. The C.
has been out from Boston 27 months, and had 84 days
passage home. She reports having seen off Havana
an American frigate and sloop.of-war.

The U. S. brig Dolphin, Lieut. Com'd'g J. N.
Maifltt, sailed hence on the 20th Inst., in search of the
Jamestown, with dispatches from Com. McIntosh.

During a heavy thunder squall a few days ago, the
ships Sultan and Otseonthe were struck by lightning.
The Sultan's foretop-gallant mast was badly shattered.
The Otoeonthe's injuries are very trifling.

The U. S. steam frigate Wabash, filg-ship of the
Mediterranean squadron, and frigate Macedonian,
went to sea on the morning of the 22d, bound to the
Mediterranean to join the squadron. The Constella-
tion, Capt. Bell, sailed for New York on the morning
of the 23d. The ordnance ship Plymouth, Capt.
Dahlgreen, and Saratoga, Capt. Turner, sailed same
day for Aspinwall, N. G. Shortly after the departure
df these vessels the U.S. corvette Jamestown, and
brigDolph in came in. By these arrivals we learn
that the yellow fever was raging very badly at
Havana.

The U. S. steam frigate Colorado, bearing the
broad pennant of flag officer James McIntosh, sailed
this morning for Boston, where she goes to have her
machinery repaired. The Jamestown sailed also to-
day; her destination is Portsmouth, N. H.

The brig Dolphin will cruise in the Gulf, between
Cuba and this place.

I learn from a very reliable source, that the Cali-
fornia steamers will hereafter connect at this place
instead of Havana.

The Empire City, Capt. Griffin, arrived here on the
evening of the 22d inst., landed her California mails
and passengers, and sailed the same evening at 8
o'clock.

The Granada, Com'r Berryman, arrived on the
evening of the 24th inst. from Aspinwall. She has
coaled, and waits to connect with the steamship
Philadelphia, from New York for New Orleans.

The Crops.

The following extracts from letters to one of the
first cotton commission houses of the city, are full of
interesting intelligence. Our readers may rely upon
the accuracy of all Information regarding the crops
and submerged regions which appears under this
head :

YAzoo CITY, July 25, 158.-Our river is nearly on
a stand; lacks about It inches of being up to the
overflow of 1850.

Another letter dated-
YAzoo CITY, July 27, 185.--The river still con-

tinues to rise a little here; but as it is reported fall.
ing above at the mouth of Tehula, and below at Sun-
flower, we look for a receding of the waters in a tew
days. The Yazoo valley planters are all mnore or less
injured, and many very seriously.

Another letter dated-
JaCKSON, Miss., July 27,105S.--In answer to yours

I will give you the opinion of a friend of mine-a
planter who has just returned from his place in Boli-
var county, on the Mississippi river. lie estimates
the loss from high water this season na follows, in
the following river counties of Missiscippi: Tunica
county, 10,000 bales; Coahoma, 15,000; Bolivar,
20,000;1 Washington, '35,000, and Issaqonia, 2s,000,
making an aggregate loss of 100,000 1bales in these
five counties, whliah is more than two-thirds of their
product the previous year. The crops on the Talla-
hatehie, Sunflower, Silver creek, and the lower part
of Deer creek, are much injured from inundation. A
letter from my overseer today says the river (Yazoo)
was at a stand at my place, and about forty acres of
cotton under water. I learn the places on Iloney
Island have escaped with but little injury.

LATER FROM TaHE PL.IN•.--The St. Louis Repuh-
lican, of the 24th, publishes the following dispatch,
per U. S. Express to Boonvilie, July 23 :
Leavenworth, July 20.-The express which left

PFort Leavenworth on the 2d inst., with orders for
Gen. iarney to halt and await instructions from
Washington, has returned to this post.

Gen. Harney was overtaken 15 miles east of the
crossing of the South fork of the Platte, on the sth
inst. The General intended going on as far as Ash
Hollow to meet the principal chief, and a considera-
ble body of Cheyennes, who, being aware of the
presence of the General in their commuaity, were de-
sirous of holding a council with hint tir the purpose
of renewing their assurance of lriendship towards
the whites.

Capt. Simpson, who was dispatched with the or-
ders countermanding the advance of a portion of the
reinforcements, was met at Fort Kearny on the 11th,
and probably came up with Gen. Harney's head-
quarters by the 16th.

The troops and trains are all getting along well,
although the latter are somewhat delayed by the
high water.

Col. May's column was met on the 9th, near O'Fal.
Ion's lulf ; Col. Morrison's above P'luo Creek, on
the 10th. Col. Sumner was in camp near Fort Kear-
tny, o the 11th, and Majs. Emery and Whitingt s col-
unto was passed near the Little Blue, on the l:3th.

Several parties who were buroed out by the late
fire have commenced re-building. Vigorous meas-
ures are being taken to organize a fire department,
and some of the apparatus reached here this morn-
lag.

This has been the warmest day of the season, the
mercury raising to 90 degrees at , A. M.; 100 degrees
at noon in the shade.

A MaODEL POSTMASTaa.--We recorded some time
ago the death of a man named John Ghent, a post
master of Western Florida, who was fatally injured
by jumping from the third-story of a house in Pensa-
cola, where he was confined to await trial on a
charge of robbing the mail-bags. From a more par-
ticular account of the career of this model postmnaster,
as published in the Washington Union, we extract
the following edifying paragraph :

He was once elected to the State Senate from
Walton county, but has generally been a terror to
tost of his neighbors. lte called himself the
" hyena' of West Florida, and boasted that ihe could
whip any man inthe State, The most astonishing fact
is that hie should have been continoled as postmaster.
when it was a notorious circumstance that he, on
more than one occasion, haa been seen by dinlereot
ersons, on opening the mail, when he came to what
e supposed a money letter, to break it open, take its

contents, and throat it in Ihis pocket, and exclaim,
"that's mine,' with an oath, and has carried on thisbusiness for years.

ELoeMnBEn.-Thomas Peterson, a married man,
and Miss Huldah Atwood, both residents of Truro,
Mass., eloped from that place to Boston a few days
ago, bound for California. Peterson leaves a wife and
four children.
