The coolie trade is but another name for the slave

trade. The coolies are bought like slaves, treated as
alaves, and the only difference between the coolie and
the African slave trade is rather in the name than in
fact. Every visitor to Cuba sees and knows this, and
that any mitigating circumstances are exceptions to
the general rule, just as there may be some mitigat-
ing circumstances in the taking of slaves from Africa
to Cuba.

We all ought to be profoundly grateful to Mr. Peed
for this expose. True, the matter did not concern
him, and he had no business to meddle with it.
True, our Government has no encuse for interfering
either through its agents or otherwise. True, the
parties mainly interested are Spaniards, Englishmen
and Chinese, who, it is fair to presume, know what
they are about, and are as little likely to engage in a
traffic obnoxious to " the instincts of humanity " as
the pharisaical crew of pseudo philanthropists repre-
Sented by the aforesaid Mr.Reed. True, if he should
be snubbed by his fellow diplomats, we would have
no good reason to complain. But what of that?
Has he not given us the statistics of the coolie trade
from a singlp port of China, showing, by comparison,
that the trade is remarkably brisk and lively, and
ought we not to be deeply grateful? Certainly we
ought. And,if he now can only point his nose with
a s•fficient degree of skill, and ascertain to a nicety
the domestic arrangements of the Court of Pekin,he
will lay the whole civilized world under a debt of
gthtitude it will be difficult to repay ! Go on, Mr.
Reed, you have made a most promising beginning.
If you make an utter and ridiculous failure in your
mission, you may succeed, perhaps, in convincing
the male and female grannies of the North that you
know better how to attend to other people's affairs
than you do to your own.
But, seriously, this impertinent intermeddling may

be productive of grave consequences. What would
re say, if England, Spain, etc., through their Minis-
ters at Washington, should deliberately assert that
the slave traffic between the Southern States was con-
trary to all "the instincts of humanity." We would
raise a precious row about it, and would condemn
the audacious meddlers unsparingly. Yet we would
have no more right to, complain than the countries
named have to complain of the conduct of Mr. Com-
missioner Reed. What if the commerce in coolies be
essentially the slave trade, if it be sanctioned by
China, and conducted in parsuance of contract by
England, Spain and France, how can it be represent-
ed as a violation of law ? This difficult question must
be satisfactorily answered before argument is under-
taken in the premises.
It may be that the "coolie trade is but another

name for the slave trade." We shall not dispute it.
But, tihe world is a slave mart, except in name. There
are more slaves, except in name, in the city of New
York, than there are negro slaves in the State of Louis-
lana. There are more slaves, except in name, in Eng-
land, than there are negro slaves in the whole South.
ern States. The man who questions this questions
the truth-a truth that is exemplified and illustrated
in every civilized country under the canopy of heaven.
The name is the thing-not the reality. And the
worst of the matter is that the slaves in the free coun.
tries which clamor loudest against slavery, are not
one fourth as well cared for as Southern slaves, and
are much harder worked, besides being ground into
the dust under the pressure of the free labor sys-
tem.

Well, so wags the world. The plain truth and lite-
ral matters of fact, have little to do with the ordering
of events in this fast age.

"6 Tub to the Southern Whale."

The New York Herald, anticipating the rejection
of the Land Ordinance by the people of Kansas, and
with it goes the Lecompton Constitution, discourses
significantly in this strain :

The Union says that Mr. Douglas has denounced
the English bill, and has unooited with the Black Re-
publicaus in attempting to galvanize the Abolitiou
apirit into life, by getting up another constitution in
Kanuas, in violation of this wise and saiotary law.
Now let us look this matter fairly and squarely in the
face. It is the skeleton in the closet; but why be
afraid of it? The English bill was a compromise.
it provides that if the people of Kansas accept tire
Lecompton Constitotion they shal at once be admit-
ted into the Union as a State; but that if they reject
that constitution they shall not be entitled to admis-
sion until they shall number the full federal ratio of
aome 93;000 people. That is the law ; but it was
adopted rother as a temporary compromise among
the otherwise intractable sectionallsts and factiouists
of Congress, than as a permanent act. All parlties
concerned were perlectly aware of the fact that Con-
grees, in regard to this act, was not, and could not ke
bound, from one srasion to another ; but that, at any
time, tle restriction irvolved in the act would ie sub-
ject to repeal. Tire restrilirn was a ltub to Ithe
Soualerna toale; nothing more. The reference to
the peoplle r, Koanas, at ioll events, does not inhibit
thems Iom adopting and suhmittinsg a new constitu-
tion to Congress, if they choose, even in default of
93,000 people.

Of course the "i•stoictiou was a tub to the South-
rn whale ; nothing more." Anybody with a moder-

ate modicum of discernment could see that. And
everbody did'see it, except tile willally blinrd at the
South. The trading politicians saw It, but as it is
their express business to keep their places, no matter
what the cost to their constituents, or what the oac-
rifce of principle, they sought to delude the people
with an indefinite amount of twaddle about " final
settlement" and the like. The Fresnoilere saw it,
and although, from motives of policy, they kept their
mouthis shut and pens quiet for the time being, they
are now beginning to write openly and speak jubi-
lantly. They have no ulterior purposes to serve fur-
ther by concealment.

It is generally admitted on all hands that the peo-
ple of Kansas will reject the Latd Ordinance pre-
fixed to the Lesompton Constitution at thle approach-
ing election. If they do, that constitution is at once
killed stone dead i and the labors of the Constitu-
tina Convention which rauedti it, and five months
furious agitation in Coangss, geo for nothing. Worse
than this : the rejection will at once open the Kansas
quetion with resnewed fury and aggravated bitter.
snes, in which we predict, with a conidence that is
melancholy to us In its certainty, that the South will
again come out the loser, no matter what the solu-
tion which may be arrived at.

After the people of Kansas reject the Land Ordi-
nance they will go to work and frame a new consti-
tution, prohibiting slavery, and apply to Congress
with it for admission into the confederacy. Their
application, In all human probability, will be received
mad acted on favorably. It will make no sort of dif-
ference,then, whether they have the 93,000 popula-
Uoo required by the English bill. Tie cry will be at
once started and the argument used that one Con.
greess cannot bind anothoer Congress ; nand as their or.
ganic law will undoubtedly be breesoil in its charac-
ter, the Northern Senators and Representatives will
find reasons thicker than Mississippi mud, or black-
berries in season, for supporting it. Neither should
we e asurprised if Southern dough-faces were found
sopporting the proposition on what they may be
pleased to terns, facetiously, principle. Recent
events, however, have prepared us for almost ansy
thing,

Editors Cresrent: Thus sang as merry a crew as
ever trod a deck, as the beautiful clipper Mischief
bounded over the waters to seaboard with a ten-knot
breeze; and, although the white caps were dancing
around in.nad glee, and a heavy sea running, aston-
ishing to relate, the female portion of our party were
as lively as crickets throughout the whole cruise,
which was one of the most pleasant, aided by song,
wit, hilarity and some liquid accompaniments, too
numerous to mention.

I am delighted with this sea-coast resort, kept by
F. W. Chamberlain &'Co., of the Battle House, Moe
bile. It is well situated, on a point of land jutting
out into the Bay, a few miles from the Gull. The
buildings are on the most extensive scale, with accom-
modations for over three hundred persons, and all the
rooms fronting to the south, thereby giving the best

ventilation and the advantage of the sea-breeze, which
rolls in here in the most voluminous manner. The
first day of my arrival the weather was sultry, and I
was fearful I should be disappointed, but on the next
and succeeding days the sea-breeze amply redeemed
its reputation, and returned its compliments with
almost a surfeit.

There are many advantages in this Southern water-
ing place-its proximity to New Orleans and Mobile,
its eligible situation, the superior style in which every
department is managed, the sweet c~eanliness of your
bed linen and rooms, and the attention of servants,
most particularly Southern, all of them being first-
class colored individuals, the culinary department
unexceptionable, dishes served as you wish them, and
meals at almost any time-the whole presided over
by the model Wardon and his competent supporters.
The most favorable comparison I can make of all its
appointments is to say, that it is kept in the same
style of the renowned and well-known Battle House
of Mobile-and, saying this much in verity, should
satisfy the most fastidious.

A large party have sailed this morning on a fishing
excursion to Dauphin Island, to be absent several
days. To their kind invitation 1 could not consent
for want of time, although it would have given me
much pleasure to have kept their log-book. I have
conversed with several gentlemen and their families
who have been in the habit of spending their seasons
at Newport, Long Ifranch and other Northern water-
ing places, who assert Point Clear to be the best of
all of them, and far above comparison with them ;
therefore it should be, as it is, well patronized by
those of our population seeking salt-air and recrea-
tion.

over twenty minutes, before they take their seats. I
do not like to see indecorous haste-rushing to table;
but still, the other extreme is just as bad.

A billiard saloon, ten-pin alley, pistol and "red-eye"
gallery are attached to the premises. There are many
beautiful residences in the vicinity of the hotel, pleas-
ant rides in the country back, and, for a moonlight
walk, an excellent plank-road for a long distance on
the bench. It is so pleasant to be rocked to sleep by
the ever-ceaseless rolling-surf! Music and dancing
enliven the evening, but I am sorry to see no polkas
or other lively dances indulged in; they may be,
however, too fatiguing to the dear creatures.

I had a pleasant ride from my friend's house in
Perry county, Ala, to Marion, from thence took cars
to Selma, but found on my arrival the boat did not
wait for the coming of the train, therefore I was com-
pelled to lay over. Pleasant, indeed, as Igot into the
wrong omnibus, and was caurried to Stone's Hotel in-
stead of Gee's. I can only say it was a good thing
for me that I had made up my mind before I arrived
to diet that day, for, even with my strong alimentary
powers, I could not have stood the dirt and grease
attached to table cloth, plates, knives and forks and
glasses. Heaven protect me from such a place again !

Selma is fast improving; the Commercial Bank is
erecting a very superior fire-proof building for its
business, and several stores and dwellings are now
going up.

The next day I took passage on the Eclipse, but
being rather slow, did not reach Mobile until late next
evening, and then flew for refuge to the Battle House.
I had, however, hardly tasted gentle sleep, before I
was aroused by the alarm of fire ; and, looking out,
found a blaze opposite to the hotel, proceeding from
Kelly's stables, next to the new Custom-House ; the
granite on the side next to the fire was somewhat
damaged. At one time the walls of the Battle House
were quite warm, but the proprietors, with their
force, were "on hand," ready, as they always are, for
any emergency.

In a few days I leave for home, (sweet, sweet word!)
when I hope to have the pleasure of a hearty shake
of your generous hands. Until then, good by.
