The death of the lamented Qrirrnx n having caused
a vacancy in the Fifth Congressional D)istrict of Mis-
siosippi, the people thereof are looking around for a
suitable successor. They will find it impossible to
fill his place adequately, as they have not another
Qri•tnA ; but they may, from among tile excellent

material tllhat abonds in that District, make a very
good selection. We are glad to see that a spirit is
manif.ested to select none but a sound, orthodox,
Southern Rights a man a mol who will perform his
duty unflinchingly, and who will not sacrilice the
rights or honor of the South on the altar of mere
party expediency to subserve a temporary purpose.
To choose a candidate of opposite characteristics or
opposite opinions, would he to cast reproach, by itn-
plication at least, upon the memory of the warrior-
statesman who has been translated to the better land.

The names of several gentlemen are mentioned irr
connection with tile succession ; and prominent
among these are ex-Governor John J. Mclire and
ex-Attoerny-General ),David C. Glenn. Either would
make an excellent Repreoentative. Both are able,
experienced and reliable men, and hlave largely par-
ticipated in public affairs; and both are loyal to the
South, and have no sympathy with submis-ionisls of
any kind or description. Mr. Glenn is one of the
ablest men in the Surth, and if nominated--a norli-
nation is equivalent to an election in that district-
would make his mark in Congress right speedily.
Mr. MoRae served a portion of one session in tlhe
United States Senate, and acqtritted himscelf quite
creditably. Although we reside out of the district
and State, we may be pardoned the hope that one or
the other will hbe chosen.

If the liaison be a degradation,
to what a delpth of infamy lid lie not sink hiormelf in
the amours of the long session ? If it were tear that
the National D) locraeicy of Illinois are in alliance
with the " gloriou ' Republicans, Old-l.ine Whigs,
and iKnow-Notthings of that State, the Senator should
be, for very shame'snake, the last man in the world
to complain of it, If it were true, it would only
show tiat an avenging Neoiesis was already at his
heels for the crimes of lstl winter.

No one can say that there is not much truth inter-
spmlsed with the bitterness of the foregoing. We
are not particularly friendly to the " national" lie-
mocracy, as our reader are aware; but inll jstice to
that party we are bound to say that a majority of the
Senators and lRepresentatives speaking for it on the
floor of Congress, voted for and supplorted the Le-
compton bill, which was a fair and just and constitu-
tional bill-a bill that did justice to the South,
justice to the people of KanI.as - and no iijns- I
tice to the North or any other section of the
confederacy.

4. That tile South should review minutely and an-
alytically the ground of the prevalent opinion that
we want expansion of slave territory, and should
also ascertain whethr tile thing ie po)sible lbr tite
South with our limited supply of slave', whic:h the
Senator iltimattes he is averse to incrteasing by re-
opening tlie slave trade, and which he regaids as
wholly impracticablle.
