Edr. -eeeeant To the. agriculturist there is prob-

ably no feature of the climatology of a country more
inteeting than that of rain. Next to quality of soil
it fa the most important consideration with all intel-
ligent and reflecting farmers. A deficiency in this
particular is certainly very injurious to a new coun-
try. It greatly retards its progress, by preventing
the inflowing of intelligent agriculturists. One or
two seasons of failure in crops from this cause is sofi-
cient to destroy its reputation as an agricultural coun-
try. Those who suffer in consequence of such failure
are too often inclined to exaggerate their losses, and
to speak disparagingly of the country. Overlooking
entirely the many losses which they have seen expe-
rienced in other sections in consequence of too little
or too much rain, or of frost, rust, weavel, etc., they
continue their tirade against the land in which they
reside until the ensuing crop, by its magnitude and
value, obliterates the losses of the past. In this way
an army of croalers arise, whose object seems to be
to exaggerate every existing evil, and by the time
that their croakings reach the ears of the citizens of
adjoining States, they presenta falsified picture which
is truly appalling. Such has been the unfortunate
experience of Texas during the past two years. In
1846 there was a partial failure of the crops for want
of rain; in 1847 the failure in this section, from the
same cause, was nearly total. The losses thus occa-
aioned gave rise to the state of things above described,
and, in consequence, the general impression now
abroad is that Western Texas is a dry, sterile region,
and totally unfit for agricultural pursuits. To dis-
prove this it is only necessary to look over the agri-
cultural statistics of Western Texas since its occu-
pancy by Americans and Germans. The yields of
cotton, corn, wheat, oats, potatoes, etc., up to the
year 1836, equal, if not surpass, in quantity and qual-
ity those of any other State or States of the confed-
eracy. The drouth of 1856-'57 was an exception,
and was no more than other portions of the Union
have been repeatedly afflicted with. I do not intend
by this to convey the idea that Western Texas is as
well supplied with rain as other sections east of it.
But I do wish to impress the reader with the fact,
that, notwithstanding a comparative deficiency of
rain the industrious agriculturist can produce on a
given extent of laud as large crops as can be pro-
duced on the same extent in States which are suppli-
ed with nearly double the quantity of rain.

This more imagined than real want of rain is, in
my opinion, a bugbear. To it is attributed the dry-
ness of the atmosphere and the stinted growth of the
trees. That it may have an influence in producing
these effects, I believe; but that it is the prime and
great cause, I have reason to di-believe. According
to the " hyetal, or rain chart,' made up from the ob-
servations of the United States army surgeons during
twelve years ending 1854, the average annual fall of
rain in this county was thirty-five inches. In Iowa,
and at Pittsburgh and Carlisle, Pennsylvania, it was
the same. In the States of Wisconsin and Michigan
the fall was only thirty inches. Now, it is well
known that in those sections the atmosphere is very
humid, and that the growth of timber is tall and
dense. Can we satisanctorily explain this difference
if we hold to the theory that the want of rain is the
cause of our dry atmosphere and stunted growth of
timber? Certainly not: We mast look for other
theories. The best which are presented to my mind
are :
1st. That the humidity ofatmospher, s is in propor-

tion to the quantity of surface water alforded by
lakes, ponds, swamps, and deep porous and si oogy
sonil. This condition of things may exist in a country
where there is but little rain. It is the result of Ir-
culiar geological formations.
2d. The ta'l and dense growth of trees depends on

the strength and depth of the soil. By the word
strength Ido not mean richness, but the capacity for
holding tall bodies erect. The soils in the forests of
the North are of that description. They are usually
clayey in their dgaeter, but are so mixed with
mold, sand, grdvel, etc., that they are seldom com-
pact. Through such soils water percolates to great
depths, and no matter whether there be drough or
not, they are continually moist, in consequence of the
water rising from below to supply the loss occasioned
by evaporation at the surface. In such soils forest
trees grow luxuriantly. There is nothing to prevent
their roots from running down far below the drying
influence of the sunt, where in dry weather they can
suck up a plentiful supply of water.

In this section there are no lakes,pnnds or swamps.
the mouctive surface soil, which is composed

_• nd mold, is only from one to three
feet in lickness, and does not average over two feet.
This soil rests on a clay foundation, which is partly
consolidated by carbonate of lime. In some places
limestone is the basis, and in others a chalky foluma-
tion. This basis extends over a large portion of Weet-
ern Texas. It is impervious to the water which falls
from the clouds, and it keeps the.water which flows
under it from rising to the surface and forming lakes,
ponds and swamps. Wherever there are faults in it
the water gushes forth, but the faults are few; consa -
quently tile only supply of wate affolrdied lir evapo-
ration is in the running streuams and surface soil of
loam and mold. The former are so small said swilt
running that tile evaporation never extends beyond
their banks, and the latter is so thin that i few days
of hot,i dry weather is sunticient to evaporate all the
moisture which may be received fromn the most copi-
ous fall of rain. This moielture being di'ssipated, th.ere
is nothing left on tine surface to aliblrd evaooration,
hence the dryness of the atn.,isphere is occnsioned Iby
the peculiar geological formation, and not by tile
scarcity of rain.

Much what I have said above in relation to the
cause of our dry atmosphere iappiies to the stunted
growth of timber. A soil which averages two feet in
thickness cannot be expected to rostain forests of tall
trees. This, as I have said before, is the average
thickness of the productive soil of this section. The
basis on which this rests allbrds no rmoisture, and is
too compact and hard for the roots to penetrate.
Under such circumstances it is itnpo,-sible to produce
any other than a ostrnted growth ; no lmatter how
much rain might be altffded, the cause would orill
exist, and the elcrt would be the some. Thlus it is
evident that the stunted growth of timber, as wcil as
the rarifed atmosphere, is the result of the geological
formation, and not of the want of rain.
That there are often periods when rain is rtch

needed here, and when a supply would be proda:tive
of much good, I will admit. Such, too, is the case
with other sections; and it is well known toat the
want of rain duringcrop-growing seasons, is the genr
eral complaint fronm Maine to Louisiar!a. Yet, not.
withstanding this, the crops which are so ofterll e-
lieved to be ruined, turn out well, thercrb Iproving.
as a general thing, tile falsity of ninety- ie prledic-
tious of fhilure out of the hunldred. liy refercnce to
the Army Meteortolgical IRegister it will ie seen that
tihe annual fall of rain throughout a l.rge pal'tioln ol
Western Texas is greater than that of Wicsonsin rInid
Michigan, which rank among tire best agricultural
States in the Union. The dirtribution during the
growing seasons is, hlowcver, mlole ilmportant to tile
farmer than the quantity. Let us see, then, how this
part of Texas clrompares ill this respect with those
States :

If the above. taken from the Registe er, before al-
luded to, i t to he relied on, a large portion of Western
Texas is certainly better watered by rain during the
seasons of germination, growth and mlaturity of tile
crops than two of the most productive States of tile
Northwest. But it may be said that we require more
here to produce the same effects than they do in those
States where the atmosphere is humid, and where tile
soil yields moisture in the driest season. This is cer-
tanily true. The atmosphere here is highly rmriiied,
and the thin surface soil needs frequent rains to keep
it moist. During the present season I have seen
fields parched and dried up in less than one week
after a copious fall of rain, and continued so for a
month, yet the crops have turned out well. That the
yield would have been greater if rain had fallen when
reqauired, must be admitted. I will also further admit
that the annual fall of rain in Western Texas is not
Suafnleat to frlly develop her agricutural capacity.
Bat0 Whlet I admit these theta, I do not lose sight
