LoIsno. England, Aug. n.-The Government hbe
received detpatches from their Commissioners in
China by the last steamer at Suez, and by telegraph'
via Malta, that a treaty of peace has been concluded
between France and England and China.

The terms of the treaty have not yet transpired.
beyond the general statement that France and Eng-
land are to receive ample indemnity for the expenses
inculred in prosecuting the war.

By the same arrival we have advices from Bombay
to the flth of July, with more cheering accounts of
the operations of the army, which represent that the
mutiny is being rapidly quelled.

the country at that time, a circumstance which it ci
explains thus :

On Tuesday morning we were put in poersmioe of
anotice from the Governor of the district, aecompa-
tied by an order to the Governor from the Minister
of Gobetueion , to collect from us a fine of one thou.
sand dollars, for the publication of news (not speci-
fied), and to caution us against the publication of
any political news of this country, except it be taken,
sccording to the text, ( hextualmemte), from the Di-

aria Official, on pain of more severe consequences.
We have. therefore to inform our readers that, as

or ten.se of dety renders it imperative upon as to
strictly obey the laws and mandates of the aathoei-
ties of the country in which we are permitted to live,
we bshall, hereafter, be unable to give a large amount
of the current news of the country, the orders of
the Government placinggit beyond our power to makhe
use of tte contribotioas of our many worthy cotres-
pondents.

Fpome NoRTEIIuS Mexto.-From the Brownsville
Flag of the 11th we extract the following intelligence:

The papers from Monterey announce the departnre
of General Vidaurri with the second division of the
army of the North. He has a park of fourteen car-
non, among which are the six composing the beaati-
ful lieht battery which recently parsed through here.
The Boletin predicts brilliant things from the arrival
of Vidaurri at the head of his well equipped army of
frontiersmen. Certain it is, he has the love almost
amounting to worship, of the people of his Sa. te,and
as they have not as yet met with a single reverse,the
additional stimulant of their favorite leader at their
head will animate them to any degree of daring. We
learn it is the attention of the General never to fold
his victorious banners until he has placed them over
the strongholds in the capitol of the Republic.

The forces of our immediate neighbor, Tamanuliper,
are not idle, though their plan of operations are
known, perhaps, al-me to their commanders, Their
headquarters, for the present, are at a small place
named Tanquisnequis, near toand commanding Tam-
lico, ioto which place a detachment under Aregullin
had driven Gen. Moreno. The intentit of the Ta-
maolipeos seems to be the capture of Tampico, as
their forces appear to be concentrating around that
place. They have had twio slight engagements, and
taken the important seaport town of Tupan. In one
of these encounters two of the reactiunist officers
were shot after they were taken prisoners-one of
whom is said to have been the man who ordered the
e•ecution of the wounded Quintero at Tampico. A
Colorel Barrman, wei khnown in Matamoros, is said
to hrae made a narrow escane on a fleet horse in a
skirmish in the county of the Aguasteca.
