AN lNHAPPY PUBLIC TEItPusRAMIENT.

We know of no reason why the Northern people
should be more excitable over the occurrence of any

unestal or extraordinary event than the Southern

people, but such really seems to be the case. The

news of the success of the Sub-Atlantic Telegraph
enterprise was received in the cities and villages
throughout the North in a manner which would have

justlfied a stranger in entertaining serious doubts

of the sanity of nine-tenths of the people. The
Northern papers filled whole pages with accounts of
the beginning, progress and close of the work, re-
lating the most trifling circumstances and incidents
with a minuteness of detail due to matters of the
gravest importance; they published almost nothing
else, and they were right, for the people would read
nothing else nor talk of anything else; bells were
rung, cannons fired, crowds of men and boys shouted
and bawled themselves hoarse, and one spontaneous,
universal and successful attempt was made to trans-
form tile public into a collection of asses.

Nothing of this sort occurred anywhere in the
South. The people read the announcement that the
great cable had been successfully laid, and felt reason-

ably gratified at so splendid a triumph of science and

energy, but otherwise manifested an indifference
which argued a conviction that no public interest of

this country was identified with the enterprise.

Much the same philosophic indifference was mani-

fested by the English people, who pride themselves

upon never being surprised at anything, and we trust

that their example may hereafter have some influ-

ence in preventing men, otherwise sensible enough,
from flying ofi the handle so readily and cutting
antics worthy of a wild aboriginal at a scalp dance.

Instances of the excitability of the Northern mind
are infinite in number. When the mines of Califor-
nia were discovered, the gold-hunting mania assumed
in Southern cities a far milder and more reasonable
type than in Northern, where people went mad over
the extravagant stories told of inexhaustible wealth
among the distant wilds of the Pacific coast, of un-
told treasures bidden away in the dark canons and
valleys of the unexplored interior, of rivers rolling
over sands of gold, and of solid rocks and mountains
of the shining ore. The rush of the Northern multi-
tudes to realize the golden vision that rose up before
them like the mirage in the desert before the eyes of

the thirsting traveler, was such as the world has sel-

dom seen. Thousands sacrificed their property and

comfortable homes to swell the tide of half-crazed
humanity which year after year set steadily toward
the new El Dorado ; asd squalid poverty, misery,
degradation and crime, often ending in violent or
shameful death, which for a long time everywhere
abounded in California, were the sad consequences of

the frenzy which had turned the heads of half the
nation.

A most noteworthy and satisfactory evidence of the
popular disposition in the North to work up an ex-
citement to the exploding point, and make a nine
days' wonder of everything susceptible of such dis-

tinction, is to be found in the extraordinary publi-
city given in New York to every nasty and scanda-
lous affair that may arise to outrage propriety and
decency. In that city it seems necessary to sustain
the public taste for newspaper reading by furnishing
the particulars-the most circumstantial details-of
all shocking murders, rapes, cases of crim. con., and
other crimes, and therefore we find very frequently
the columns of the Herald, Tribune, Express, Times,
etc., almost entirely taken up with the nauseous de-
tails of the worst crimes named in the decalogue.
We trust that the time may be far in the future when
the moral tastes of the Southern public shall become
thus vitiated, and, indeed, we know that Southern
society, as now constituted, admits of no such possi-
bility.

Anniversary Events.

Just by way of variety, we propose until further
notice to jot down such old items as may shed in
terest upon days which may not be remarkable for
any new event, asthe year rolls round. If not in-
structive, it will at least be in teresting, and will
serve to remind people, amid the multifarious excite-
ments of the present, that there were some very
considerable people who lived and many thundering
things which took place a long time ago. We are
all apt to become too tmuch wrapped up in the
events of the present, and to fancy, with the existing
wonders of steam, and electricity, and telegraph, and
so on, that it is not worth while to look back be-
yond the birth of our generation for anything wan-
derful to think of or talk about. And so, to shl.w
what the 1st of September is noted for and what it
has seen on different occasions.

The let of September is the beginning of the com-
mercial year in New Orleans ; a fct somewhat
shadowed forth in publications in another part of to-
day's paper. In other large cities, the commercial year
begins with the almanac, that is, on the 1st of dJanury.
The lapse in the receipts of cotton has fixed the 1st of
September as toe commercial New Year's day in New
Orleans. Fifteen or eighteen years ago, the Ist of
October was tihe day; but the ambition of the
planters, in the matter of sending tile first bales to
market, crowded the 1st of October so much, that
the beginning of thle year was put back to the lot of
September. Cincinnati, we believe, is the only other
city whose commercial year begins to-day, and that
is owing to her intimate and extensive relations with
New Orleans. To go back, it was the day which in
1851, seven years ago, saw the sad spectacle of (Gen.
Lopea's execution by the garrote in Havana. The
same day saw ths-inauguration of the St. Petersburg
and Moscow Railroad ; one of the greatest railroads,
if not the greatest, in the world. In 1838, twenty
years ago, it saw the death of William Clarke, the
companion pioneer of Lewis in the Rocky Mountairl
exploratioas-a man who was adored by all the
Indians, and who at his death was the " oldest itn-
habitant" of St. Louis. But as we go back we must
he brief. On the 1st of September these things tools
ulace :

The Necesuart 1Prepaurations foe Breeding-The
Course to be PursueId during Breeding Season-
Separating the ornrg froom the Old--loe to ob-
tain a Variely of Breeds--dPrices Obtained--
Average yearly Yield-The only Disease-The

CIBOLo VALLEY, Bexar Co., Texas,
July 30, 1858.0

Eds. Crescent: In my last I promised to impart
some valuable information which I had obtained from
Col. MeLelland, relative to horse raising. In compli-
ance with that promise I give it as follows :

The mares used in breeding can be purchased in
Mexico at prices ranging from $10 to $15 each, and
canl be driven to this section at an expense of $10
per head, which will cover the ordinary losses that
may occur while on the way, from death, stampede,
etc., making the entire cost here from $20 to $23.
These mares should be divided into gangs of thirty,
and in each gang one stallion should be placed at the
proper time ; or, if it is the desire to raise mules, one
jack should be put in each gang. The stallions used
should be of large size, good breed, lively action and
high spirits. The cost usually of such stallions is
about $300. The prices, however, vary and may be
'said to range from $230 to 810l00. The latter price is
probably the most comnmon with good stock-raisers.
Nothing is lost by investing liberally in this kind of
stock. Common oer inferior breeds should be avoided,
no matter if they can be obtained at low prices--a a
gift, they would be ruinously dear.

The prices of Kentuckyj irks, which are said to be
the best that can he had, are about the same price as
those enumerated above for stallions. One thousand
dollars is the standard price for a numherone animal.

Those who go into the business on a large scale
should at the commencement msake the necessary pre-
parations to raise their own breedingstuds and jacks.
All that would be required for this pulrpose would be
a few blood mares, which would coit from 0100 to
$200 each, and a few jennies, which would cost, if
brought from Mexico, h10 to $13 each. With thist
addition to his regular stock lhe could supply the de-
mand on his own farm, and if le pleased, could raise
a sufficiesnt number for tile lhome market to pay
the original cost of his blood suares and jennies,
together with all other expenses which would ordina-
rily attend the breeding of his stallions anrd jacks.

Thejacks intended for breeders shlold be allowed
ts run with tile mares as soon as they can safely be
taken from their mothers. The object of this is to
make the mares and jacks familiar with and accus-
tomed to each other. It often happens that one or
two mares in a gang,or Nlenard as it is usually called,
will not breed to the jack. When such is tile cise,
the mares should be taken out and placed with a
stallion.

For several months previous to tile breeding season
the stallions and jacks should be kept in the stable
and well fed, so that they may be in good condition
when require].

During the breeding season, which commences
about the first of March and continues till June, each
menard of mires with their stallion or jack, as the
case may be, should be put in pens every alternate
day, and lift there from two to three hours each
time. For this purpose small pens are much better
than large ones. While tile mares are with foal they
should be treated gently, and never be driven (as is
the common practice of Mexican herders) at full
speed into a carral (large cattle yard] and there
chased around till a particular animal which is need-
ed can be lassoed. To obviate this, no aiimal tlht
may be required before the ensuing spring slould be
allowed to run with the mares. The mares, teo,
should be often driven up to the carral and salted.
This not only improves their physical condition, but
it makes them gentle. It should be done twice eacll
week.

When the stallions are put up in the fall to be sta-
ble-fed, their places in the menard should be filled
wilh herding horses which are called here garryomnes.
The gais'yonmes are stallions that have been made in-
capable of getting mares with foal. They keep the
m ares together and prevent other houeso from mixing
with them.

Just before the third breeding season sets in all the
two year old fillies, two year old solts and garryonrles
should be taken frotl the moueords which have been
bred to the stallion, and all the te two year old llies
from the imenarld bred to the jacks, leaving the
garryouies to run with them continually. Tle fillies
thus taken orlt should be divided into menards of
thirty each anid act old mcire with a tili on pIlac d
amonug them. The two year old colts and munles can
he divided into menards of one hundred each. lBy
adopting this practice and continuing it from year to
year the raising of horses, may be made easy, pleas.
ant and plrotitable.

When the illies havce passed the age of three years
the stallion or jack and garryonne should be placed
with t d m anr the old mare renmoved. The -talliou
should never be of the same breed of tlhe lillies, if
improvement of stock is desired. A slflicielt variety
of breeds can easily be obtained by aisiglilng to tile
blood mares ca dillirent stallion every succeeding year
and so continuing with their female oll-pring. Ily
plursing this coure, tilhe iuferior aMexic-n breetd will
soon run out, and tile whole stock will be e1laal to the
best raised on the continent. No person will doubt
this who lhas ever seen a half ibreed Texas emied Ih roe.
I propierly sired, it is but little inferior to its sire in
spirit, and far slurrioorin stregcili and toughtness.
Tney increase inl size and intelligence in iproportinc
to their removal from the Mexican breed. It is said
that the otlicers of the '2d C(avalry, who have been
stationed here about three years, plreer them for ser-
vice to tile best Ancerican horses.

The irices at whirch these half breeds are now sad
are, lifty dollars for those which are three years old,
and seventy-tive dollars for those which are fiur years
old. The mules are usually saiold at tile age of one
year for 30s1 and i$3). Much better prices could be
obtained by driving them to the Eastern markets.

The average yearly yield which may be depended
on is 97 colts to every 100 mares. The lowest yield
which Col. McLelland has ever known, was in 1051,
when the average was 90 colts to each 100 msares.

The only disease which has ever aplpeared among
those raised here is distemper, and that is of rare oc-ourrence. It generally attacks young colts, and f
neglected, it proves very deitructive ; but if taken
hold of in time and treated properly, can be crati-
cated before it does much injury.

One man call take proper care of three menaids
numbering in all about one hundred. lie should
keep each menard separate ; should be with them
from daylight till dark, and should report to the pro-
prietor or overseer of the "rancho" every night. For
this service good men call be obtained at $13 per
month, which is the highelt price given.i ONACLuW.
