A Slaver Ill ('harleslon.

In the Charleston Mercury of Saturday last we find
the following :

A slave brig, called the Echo, arrived at this port
yesterday afternoon, in charge of Lieut. J. M. Brad-
ford, U N.S.N. Lieut. Bradford is a citizen of Ala-
bama, and 1st Lieutenant on board the U. S. brig
)Dolphin, Lieut. J. N. Maffit commandiug. Lieut.
Mailit very kindly writes us that the Dolphin cap-
tured this vessel, which lie terms an American slaver,
after a long chase, on the evening of the 21st inst., off'
the North coast of Cubria, latitude 23 deg. 30 min.,
longitude 90 deg. 20 min. When first discovered tile
slaver was saililng under English colors, iut Iperceiv-
ing tle Drlpilin, vhom Ihe took to he an English ves-
el of war, lie hoisted American colors. When he
discovered his egregious and fital error, he made the
most strenuous etforts to escape ; but a few well di-
rected shots roinm the Dolphin brought hint to reason,
and he surlendired at discretion. Tile sliver, still
deeming the Dolphin an Englilhman, did not antici
pate a search or visitation while he displayed Ameri-
can colors.

Lieut. Maffit writes that their cruise has been any-
thing but pleasant, as they hfid the yellow fever pre-
vailing wherever duty calls.

Carpenter, six marines
and ten earnien, constitute the prize clew in chairge
of the Echo, hid are now at quarantine in our hlarbor.
SThe cargo, generally speaking, furnishes good speci-

The Bayou Sara Ledger of Saturday last says :
The health of our town continues good, with the

exception of a few cases of bilious fever. We are
fintunate enough yet to be clear of the yellow fever,
and thiere is a strong probability that we will escape
altosgether, fromn the tact that the fever is not on the
increroce in New Orleans, and does not seem to be
spreading to the country. The weather during the
past week has been extremely warm, continuing so
till late in the nights, making it quite disagreeable to
sleep. This, however, r'ansot continue long, as next
month the mornings and evenings will be cooler,
though it may be very warm at noon. The river is
receding rapidly, giving our town quite a different
appearance to that which it bore some two months
ago.

We hear distressing accounts of the ravages of the
boll worm in the interisor of the parish. They have
appeared on severn plantations in the vicinity of
Monticnllo, and are committing fearful denredations.
The army worm has also commenced swarming on
some places, and there is no telling the extent of
rin to which the cotton is liable, from these mis-
cl icvous insects.

HYDaorononIA Syvutross.-The Scientific Ameri-
can furnishes the following :

As we have recently heard of several persons who
itave died of this terrible malady by hvitng been bit-
tea by dogs not supltosed to Ibe affected with sabies,
It few words of caution on the subject may be of
great benefit to the public. It is commonly sunppose
that this disease inl dogs is caused exclusively by hot
weather and the want of water. This is a mistaken
notion, according to the famous Dr. John Hunter,
who states that, for a period of forty years, in Jamais
ca, a dog was never known to go mad, although
great numubers were kept on the ilandt. tIn Ateppo,
in Turkey. in Asia, dogs often die by the heat of the
climate and for want of food and water, yet this dias-
temper is unknown among them. Hydrophobia, or
tear of water, is a wrong term when applied to dogs.
but is correct as applied to human beinga. Rabid
dogs, according to the experiments of Maend~ie, do
not dread water, nor are they always furious, as is
generally believed. The common opinion that they
all dread water. and are furious, has led to the many
total mistakes trt whicht we have alluded in the cases
of those persons bitten by dogs and believed to be
mad. A peculiar tneasiness, with a slouching gait
and wildness of eye, are the truest signs of rabies in
a doe. When thete are observed, the dog should ha
contlned by bhis master, or avoided when met.
