marine stories, is nothing to the men whose hard
hands and,weather'beaten faces are. characteristic of
thleairienhad calling; who see in the sea oniyso

,mch iamle water; in the sky only portents of
storms or favoring winds. Beneath the outward
ro•ghness of these water-kings there'beat such noble
and generous hearts as can be found no where else.
gad by them are performed such heroic deeds as
onwuld confer fresh nobility on c rowned head. The
whole history of their call~og is strewed with wrecks
and with the record of their heroic actions. Indeed,
the occasions of great peril seem only to have been
given i order for heroism to have some opportunity
in which !to exhibit itself, and even by dying show
the world how great and brilliant a light once burned
in it, unseen and unacknowledged. A name worthy
of eternal embalment has risen from the records of
almost every great sea disaster of the present century.
'Without specifying particular occasions, does not
some instance of the bravery, courage and devotion
to Which we allude, occur to every one? And out of
the long records that illustrate the pages of maritime
history more gloriously and richly than any other is
recorded how few memories.have received the man-
solenms they deserved. We give a proud column,
adorned with reliefs-and it is right that we shbuld
do so-to him who fell in the midst of war's blood
and carnage ; but to him whose courage accomplished
as much, yetwith no such accompaniments to meet
death bravely and fearlessly, we scarcely give even a
notice.

The difference between breathing life quietly forth
and giving it grandly away, with a conquering shout,'
amid war's wild din, is worthy of notice, and in it,
closely scanned, will be found the best comments of
ocean heroism.

Geological 555itd5

C- n t VALL]rEY Began Co., Texas,
July 31, 1858.

The contemplation of the many indications of con-
tinual change which the different geological forma'
tions of the earth's surface presents, fromthe primary
up to the alluvium, angothbe otherwilthan highly
interesting to all intelligent minds. Even the obser-
vation of a primary roeokto the alluvilun surface is
shfitcient to awaken'a rich train of thought, which,
as we reflect on its origin and history, expands into a
sea of delightful wonder. To those who understand
and appreciate these indications, We ern Texas is
an inviting field. During my residence on the prairie
I discovered something new almost every day. My
attention was first attracted by the flint stones, which
were scattered around in great profusion. "'Where
did they come from?" was the query. The examina-
tions made by digging wells proved that there was
no formation in that locality to the depth of 180 feet,
in which they could have originated. They must
then hare been borne to their present place of rest
during the diluvial period, which was before the cre-
ation of man, or by the waters, which It all proba-
bility receded from the prairies of Western Texas
long after the co0clusion of the diluvialperiod. How
tfar they have been drifted from their place of origin
is impossible to tell. Any diatance from fifty to one
thousand miles would ba in the rangd'Q probability.
Thhs we see in the preseht position of these little flint
stones, an indication of the operation sre, ,at a re-
mote period, of some powerful drift agency.

This, however, is but a small portion of the field
of thought which they suggest. The tisciog back.
ward the history of their composition reveals other
powerful agencies and wonderful changes. By the
first step backward we arrive at the dhail formation,
of which these flint stones were a part. The change
from chalk to flint was produced by volcanic heat,
and by volcanic eruptionethey were probably thrown
up to the surlsce. The second step brings as to car-
bonate of lime, of which challi is the pilveruleut.
Of this carbonate of lime, one-seventh of the earth's
crust is composed. We trace it through 'an almost
endless variety of rocks. The common limestones,
the lithographic stone from which hydraulic cement
is made, all the varieties of marble, calcareous spars,
etc., are nothing more than carbonate of lime. If we
go on, the field widens. We find this carbonate of
lime composed of lime, carbon and oxygen. The
first of these component parts by a combination with
aulphur and oxygen, frams sulphate of lime, or
gypsum. To continue on through the phosphate,
fluate, boerate, etc., of lime, and to particularize the
various results of the combination of this simple min-
ermlwith oxides, gases and material substances, would
be tedious; therefore, leaving the reader to follow it
in imagination through its various changes, I will
pass on to the second and third component parts of
the carbonate of lime, viz : carbon and oxygen.

Taken together, as carbonic acid, these agents, in
combination with the bases of earths, alkalies, and
metals, occupy a very prominent position in the sci-
ence of geology. They lead us, Also, into chemistry,
philosopby,and other intellectual fields; but, when ta-
ken separately, theviews which each present hre more
expansive and magnificent. The first enters largely
into the animal, vegetable, and mineral kingdoms.
It is contained in everything capable of yielding ar-
tificial light or heat. It cooks our food, warms our
dwellings, propels steam vessels- over rivers, lakes
and oceans, drives the railroad locomotive, and fur-
nishes a world of motive power to the various indus.
trial pursuits of the age. It is felt in the "food which
nourishes, and in the burning woods and coals which
warm our bodies. It is the same in tht tallow can-
dle which glimmersat midnight by the'side of the
poor seamstress, in the gas which illumines the
streets of our cities,and in thediamond'which flashes
on the neck of the high born dame, or in the crown
of the monarch.

Of the third component part of the carbonate of
lime, viz: oxygen, it isbardly necessary to speak at
much length; for it is well known to every person
of ordinary intelligence that it encompasses and en-
ters into everything animate, and almost everything
inanimate, on the surface of the earth. It comprises
one-fifth of the atmosphere which we breathe, and
one-third by measure, and eight-ninths by weight, of
the water which we drink. It enters extensively in-
to the primary and secondary rocks, and constitutes
fifty per cent, of the ponderable matter of the globe.
I will not attempt to dilate on this vitalizing and life
sustaining agency, inasmuch as the intelligent reader
will be able, without such assistance, to comprehend
the vastness and magniflicened of the field of thought
which it presents.

Upon my word, I've strayed widely from the object
had in view when this letter was commenced. It was
my intention to give some idea of the geological for-
mations of this section. That I have succeeded in
doing it so far as flint stones are concerned is proba-
ble; but,in regard to the existence of anything else
in this region, the reader is as wise as he was before
I wrote. There is, however, a small space left, and,
hoping that it may be sufficient to afford tile reader a
limited view of the geological formations hereabouts,
I fill it up as follows:

The loose surface rocks which I have observed
comprise many of the varieties of quartz and lime-
stone. Occasionally small pieces hf talcose slate,
green stone, and granite, worn smooth as if by water,
are met with, In the banks and on the bottoms of
the water courses, ledges and boulders of new red
sandstone and argillacions limestone are very com-
mon. The following are the formations which have
been penetrated in digging wells in different localli
ties within an area of ten miles:

.First well, ten miles south-east of Sun Antonio:
Sandy loam two feet; black mould one foot; b ard
yellow clay, mixed with boulders of red, tandatone,
and coarse white sand, fourteen leet; bhie limestone,
with crystalized veins, one foot; white shnd, one
inch ; yellow clay, containing boulders of sandstone
same as above, five feet; blue marl, with boulders
and small flales of red sandstone and occasional ver-
tical seams of sand, lifty-eight feet. Total, eighty-
one feet. This well was abandoned in consequent
of the danger of its cavitng in. It was duog about six
months ago, and as yet no water has appeared in it.
Tile one froot of blue limestone and the one inch of
iwhite sand, mentioned above, are not stratilied.
SThey undoubtedly occupy the urme position as the
swudstone boulders and should he included in the

yellow clay formation.
Second well,6 miles south east of San.Antonio: I

did not see material taken from this well : but from
information obtained, I should say that It was much
like the ilrst. The depth reached was 130 feet, of
which 100 leet was through the blue marl. In this
latter formation, the worki was suspended, without
water being obtained.

Third well, 11i mtles east of San Antonio: Yellow
clay with sratd stone, slate stone and sand intermixed
401 feet: blue nmarl with sand stone 80 feet ; total, 120
feet. Tile digging was stopped at this depth, and
thLe Ilue marl tewas penetrated byloring to thle further
depth of 60 feet, making altogether 180 feet without
paoling throughl the mrl or obtaining water.

Fossrttl well, 20 miles north east of San Antlsnin
Yellow clay mixed with nmrine shells, 20 feet; black
marl, yielding iT salphlrous odort and containrmg
boulders of rotten limestonts, 100 feet.

By the above tile readerwill see that thle geological
formnltion; of this locality, which are below the allu-
vium, belong to the secrondary and tertiary reries,
and were nnxed together and deposited during the
diluvial period.
