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TIe WEATHrrL-Yesterday was a ferociously hot
day. There were some shadows of clood, a few rum-
bles of thunder, a few whiffs of breeze, and one little
mist of rain of a few minutes' duration ; but the beat
continued unabated. As we scribble this, we are in a
drip of perspiration, and the silent summer night
lightning is playing and quivering in a constant glare
upon the overhanging clouds.

HEALTH Or THE CITY.-We are not able to report
any decline in the yellow fever yet, nor is any de-
cided increase apparent. The daily returns fluctuate
so much, that it is impossible to mark an increase or
decrease in a less period than a week. The returns
show a change in the division of the sickness; for
whilst the Hospital reports show a decrease, the re-
ports of the city at large show a considerable increase
in private practice, or among the better-ciream-
stanced part of the population. The following is the
Charity Hospital report for the week ending last
evening :

Showing a decrease from the mortality of the pre-
vious week. The Board of Health, on the contrary,
which reports for the entire city, Charity Hospital
and all, reports the number of deaths by yellow fever
for the twenty-four hours ending Thursday noon, at

5 ;'an increase of 30 upon the previous day, and
the largest day's mortality yet reported. She present
indications are that the fever is on the increase, but
we lack the data wherewith to announce it as a posi-
tive fact.

YELLOW FErER ITEMs.--The fever this year is
characterized by a new development-that of attack-
ing creoles and old acclimated people whose birth
and continued residence in New Orleans has always
exempted them from its attacks. In this respect, the
fever is far worse than it was in 1853. A number of
creole citizens having died, there is much alarm ex-
isting in that part of the population, many of whom
hold to the opinion that the fever is not the ordinary
yellow fever.

The fever this year is conspicuous for its fatality
among young men and children. Within the last
fortnight there have been more deaths of young men,
aged from 15 to 25, than we can recollect in any pre-
vious visitation of the fever.

The different benevolent and charitable societies
continue nobly at work. The Howards, who are do-
ing the most,are operating with a balance of $37,000,
left over from the last epidemic, and are consequently
not necessitated to appeal to the public at present for
asnsistance.

The Young Men's Christian Association are not
behind the Howards in their noble endeavors. In
the Fourth District, where the fever is now very iad,
they have a hospital, over which our friend Dr. Ber-
thelot presides. Though their hospital is up town,
they are on the alert for suffering in all parts of the
city, and ready to open a new hoslital wherever the
concentration of sickness may require it. The dif-
ferent associated brotherhoods are acting up to and
above their mottoes in their respective spheres of
action.

The Societies, or some of them, in burying their
deceased members, pay them full funeral honors.
The practice of taking a hand of music along is kept
up: and thoulgh this be a good thing in ordinary
seasons, it is much complained of and denounced as
bad, just now. The city is full of yellow fever, and
there is no flneral band of music which in its march
does not disturb agreater or lesser number of sick
people, and injure those in the critical tulr of their
sickness. In all kindness and good feeling, we would
suggest that the brass hands he let alone during the
present state of oalfirs. The music, whilst of no
benefit to the dead, is in many canes a serious injury
o the living.

THE FRANKuLN MONLUcENT MIOVEMENT.--WVe trust
there will be a large attendance of printers and news-
paper men, generally, at the National Telegraph of-
tlce to morrow, to co-operate with the gentlemen of
the telegraph in setting on foot a national subscrip-
tion for the erection of it monument over Benjamin
Franklin's grave in Philadeli,bhia. The bulsiness of
this meeting will be to see how many will favor the
project in New Orleans, and subscribe, in the event
of the movement being favorably received in other
parts of the country.

Paternity.

[Paris Coorrerpondene ofithe tIundon .udvrtiaer.sThe lofty and prominent station attained by that
distineguished lady who hares the throne of Francewith Naipoleon Ili, has attracted public attention of
late to some law proceedings which took place sometime past at Valladolid and Asevallo-proceedigse
which throw some doubts upon the paternity of that
illustriousa lady. There has been a great demand for
the Spanish law journals of 1l27, and the foiowming
year. On searching through the films of that period,awe find the subjoined account of the nullity of a
divorce pronounced in 1813 between a Spanish wife
aud husband:
iDon Jo.iqtim de 3,ottijo, captain of the regiment

of Iegovia, married, in 18 10, Donna Maria de Penanr
rsande, helonging to a respectable family of Fontepe-
layo, tear Segovia. Shortly alter his marreage, he
was talkscu prisoner of wrar, and was carried off to
Francer, whither he was followed by his wife as soon
as she ascertained that he had obtained an appoint-
ment as commandant of prisoners of war, whi-ch
made some addition to his pay. Although'Donra
Maria went to Fraoce in complianoce with her hus-
lband's reqruest. she does not appear to hare lived
happily with him. Dissensions soiled the domestic

earth--mutuls rrecriminations, each cllarsing the
other iti adulterye, brought about a separation.
Don Jooim having lost his lppointmeut in con-

seqruene of the removal of the prisoners of war from
tBourgi-u to 1)inn, tiok service in tile French army,
beinog driven there by waut. His wife, finding again
that he had the means of supporting her, went to his
regimiental qimrters., hlt was repelled hy him with
disdii, sand rfiosed admission. Their divorce was
finully lproounced by the Freuch law courts in No-
venerl, l1813. (in the return ofI Ferdinand VII. to
Spsin, Doua larias returned to Fuontepelayo with
heu- sin, aged two yeiers and a half, and lived therefr six years with her famil. Her hlusiband remain-
ell iii Prance till 1020, when Ferdinand tolok oath Ito
renew the constitution of 1812. He then returnoed
tol Splain, sanid resided at his native town ofl Arevallo,
whlre he had usome property ; from thence he wrote
to his wile to clain his son. She refused to seod the
child. Don Jonarpim went to exercise his paternal
right, but Donna Maria refused to give him up. Don
Joaqlimr returned hiomle without his child, but after a
few weeks he went hack to Foutepelayo, fell ih love
again rwith his wife and prolp)sed that they should
live togertlrer again and say nothing about the divorce,
which wos known onlyto her 'amity and hisbrothem,
She relturned with him to Arevallo, and there resided
with hitn until Octolber 3i0. s182:, when lie died from
the effecrts of a fall irum hii horse. Ilerson inherited
his father's property, under the guardianship of his
mother, who continued to reside at Arevarllo. We
say her son, because altihough a0 the death of Don
Jrosurim slte had a daughltee, aged nine months, the
child died bshortly after the deaith of his father.

These smnggler are a deperat look-
ing set of fellows, Under the laws of 1819 and 1820
they will he tried for their lires as pirates sailing o
an American bottom under the American flag. They
were committed tojiil on Saturdayafteroon. Their
trials will take place at Colombia, S. C., before his
Honor Judge Wayne, Circuit Judge, James Conner,
U. S. District Attorney, prosecttng ofilee. The
Court begins to sit the 4th IMonday in November.

Being curious to see the cargo and arrangement of
the Echo, we obtained a permit from Dr. W. C. Rave-
nel, the Port Physician, and with one or two others
accompanied Lierut. Bradford in a small hebat from
the wharf. Upon clambering up the side of the bri•g
a strange and startling eight presented itsef: a dock
covered with native Africans in a stateof complete
nudity, with rare instances of a narrow strip of rag
an inch wide round the waist.

These people were Feated for the most part with
their legs stretched out ftat or drawn up In front or
doubled up; some sqoatted on their feet and hands.
A few were standing about and a few lying down.
None were tied or fastened in any way. The major-
ity were very young,apparently from eight to sixteen
years of age, some younger and some older; scaraer
che, however, over twenty-live. Some of them were

able-bodied, good sized and in good ease; but the
greater part were half-grown children only, weak and
worn. Manuy were much emaciated, and showed
plaiuly the effects of their long and crowded passagein a confined shio. A few wereevidently ill andsoon
to die. All were pore black in colorexcept the drop
sical. whose shins wepe tawny from dLaeaue. Their
hair is very lshort anderisp. Those who were well
appeared curious and pleased, some of them ogling
and giggling and chattering, and others smoking to-
baco out of short clay pipes with cane stemsa, jstaan
our own negroes do. Those that were thin and sick
looked dull and brutish, but there was nothing wild
or ferocious in their aspect. They looked amiable
and docile. and readily obeyed the commands of the
perron who had charge of them. They are great
thieves, however, and appropriate whatever they can
on every occasion.

There were 246 males and 60 females, who were
kept celsrate on deck and is the holds. The men
and boys were kept on the forward deck and in the
forward hold, which latter is 55 feet long, 19 feet
wide i tihe broadest part, and narrow at the head,
and 44 inches high, the floor being formed of loote
boards, moveableat Ildeasure. The hold for the women
and girl Is behind this. It is of the same height, 12
let lung and 19 wide. Under this temporary alonring
-is stored the provisions, consisting of rice, peas andthe water to drink, Their food is boiled like "hop-
pinjohn," pot in buckets twice a day, at 10 and 4
o'clock, oand placed in the midst of circles of eight or
ten each, and well guarded to prevent the strong
negroes from taking more than their share, although
all are liberally allowed. A pint of water is given to
each, morningand evening. Most of them sleep on
deck, being placed in close order, spoon-fashion, on
their sides, and not permitted to turn or move during
the night. At daylight they are dashed with bocketo
of waiter tdwash them off. They sing sonus, clap.
ping their hands and rocking their bodies in time,
atd these sigs have a great resemblance to some of
•ar uerog spvritnals.

several of tihe negro fellows exercise authority very
muol, after the mauner of our drivers, with airs of an-
thority and ridicuilous gesticulation and grimaces.
Others were cooking the" big pot" like good fellows,
and withl old breeches on too, obtained from thesall-
ors. The captain of thehold understands theirlingo,
and says they are very averse to going back to Afri-
ca, as the United States law requires. Our coast re-
sembles that they come from, and the group of pines
opposite the city on the South, looks to them like
cocoanut trees oi their native Africa.

Yesterday, runder the direction of the United States
civil officers, the negesroes, 306 in number, were taken
by the steamer Geun. Clinch and conveyed to Castle
Pilchkney,in our harbor, where they will be guarded
by a detachment from the garrison at PFort Mloultrie.
As they passed the plank to gain the steamer's deck
they ire-ented a strnsge and affecting eight, many of
them: being reduced to mere skeletons by thesuffertng
und deprivstions of the voyage. Several were in a
dying vondition--a few dropusical, anda goodly num-
liber apparently in health.

A Cat tt, HeIr•iee.

One of the most exquisite of musicians, in her
tin:e, was Mademoiselle Dupuy, of the French opera.
Hler playing upon the harp was the wonder of Paris.
She was convinced, however, that she owed her ar-
tistic merit to her favorite ca ! And of this strange
intimacy between a charming woman and her quad-
ruped favorite, Moncrif, her biographer, gives the fol-
ingioteresting particulars:
Of course the lovely musician's practicings, at

houel, were assilduoos and constant. But as soon as
she sat down and br-gao to prelude upon the instru-
ment, shie noticed that her cat assumed an attitude
of intense attention. At the point of the instrm-
arrret's ariving at any passage of peculiar beauty,

the exerted grimalkin went into a feline ecstacy ; ned
no well reasurerd was this sensibility, according to
the excellence of the playing and the pathos of the
composition, that 'lle Dupoy was able to judge of
the quality ui the musoe by the manifest emotions
of her cat ! Sle becme a devout Pusseyite ; in
tact, believing that the nervous creature was an ex-
act tprophet, foretelling precisely how music would
atlect an audience. And she wasgratefll accordingly
to the friend to whom she thought she owed mainly
her artistic success.
In her last illness, at the approach of death, Mile
rDupuy sent for the retary to make her will. She

had accumulated ie fortune by her prodfesion ; and
the first che t c of her testament was the giving of
rher towcn house and Sher country house to her cat!Sire added to this aunoity sufficient for the comfort-
able support vf thie four-legged mtew-aicia during its
nratural lire ; and to makl e Cur that this, her last will
and testamentl, would be respected, she gave several
legacies to friends on the express condition that they
would see to tie Inlfilment of her wiehes. It was
