There is one matter about which we have thonght
our citizens were strangely remiss. It is the proper
celebrating of the national holidays, and paying a
juinst attention to such other days upon which it would
be reasonable to make a public; display. In the United
States we have not enough of such occasions to make
them a bore, or for them to lose interest by too fre-
quent occurrence, he they howsoever celebrated.
ly many writers upon political economy the subl

jeet of public rejoicings is treated with that interest
which its importance really demands. "Too much
woork and too little play made Jack a doll boy," is an
old saw, bit it contains a de d of wisdom. Recreation
is conducive to happiness as well as health, and we
hold it impo sible for a man or a set of mn, to main-
taln orne or the other without having some time, and
at regular periods, too, in which labor and care should
be entirely forgotten.
But, aside from the happy results of gaiety upon

the people, has it never occurred to our readers that
there was something else which could be gained by
grand and hrilliant displays in a city like this? Is
it not well known that in the cities of Paris, London
and New York, a regular system of pubtlic rejoicings
is practiced ?- not altogether at the expense of gov-
ernment either. If such a fact is not known, we
have only to point to the very freTUent fetes in Paris
of late-the grand exhibitio .s of the industry of the
world, at London, Paris and New York. With what
I object were those exhibitio,nsgotten up? We will
state thie object in one word-l-i siness.
Tfhese immense shows attracted, to the cities men-

tioned, people from all quarters of the world. They
all comne to see, and, alter seeing, buy more or less.
The prince to spend his thousands, and the peasant
his few peace ; but all spend something with the
rmerchants of thoee cities, besides paying for their
board and lodging while there; all are indirectly
taxed to defray thie expenses of the great exhibitions,
and to pay the sensible and enterpri-ing designets of
the ,slsemes a handstome profit on their investments.
It Ihas •ong been a favorite theme' for tile people

and prers of the sollth to enlarge upon the fond-
ness el the New Yorkers for grand displays and
ridiculous exC.itements over very ordinary events.
We are constantly told that tbepgo sild ore the
arrival of some foreign snob, play-actress, or rherol-
irr d'indtrh-rir, and the fact is cited as an evidence
of the slpid demomalization of the people. But do
not believe too much of this. The people of New
Yoki are to-day more practical, more thoughtful for
" number one," than ever. They have their eye-
teeth cut, in every sense of tihe word. These grad.
excitements brilg people to their city frlom all parts
of tile country, who spend thelir mas,lty, sand are well
satisfied, too. The psy eavy tax ?or the privi-
lege t•' being amreed.

Another oldjcet is gained, to, tcy the New r York-
ers. People get into the habit of going there to lie
Sam-ed. They grow to look upon that city as the
great center of enlighstenmnt and gaiety, all of
swhkh is quite profitablle to the ir tha l ittes.

Now, why 'ainnot New Orleans get her share of

this s,•ot of' patronage? Ouir cit is remrote enough
i1 i ther large cities to collnl.r d it, if our people i

woul only make the attempt. We do nrot advise cite
Scitizet, to go to extravaganlt lengthls; but we dlu ay

let u- get up ,ieh displays on the holidays which
we are :cc -otmned1 to h l lJceleblate, as will le at-
" l tractive to the people ot thWi. and neighboring States.
