moisture, and yesterday morning grew so ebhill as to
render blankets a comfort to late sleepers. During
the day, that is, yesterday, the coolness battled the
undimmed flare of the sun; and the result was a day
al!ogether delicionu, line, pleasant, pretty, delightful,
to sum up--tranolucently beautiful. Those who en- I
joyed it most, however, shook their heads regretfully,
in the belief that it was had, very bad, for those of the
yellow fever sufferers who had reached the turning,
,r critical stage of the diease. It is a widely prevae
lent i•elief amorng our old settlers, that a sudden
change from heat to cold is fatal to a great many of
the sick in the yellow fever season. Whether this is
the fact or not, we are hardly wise enough to say ;
but if it is the fact, then we do not rejoice that yes-
terday was so beautiful a day.

Tne FrEI•t holds its way, to all appearance, with
unmitigated severity. The fluctuations of the week
past have not been such as to enable us to announce
any positive decline. For the twenty-four hours end-
ing Friday nown, the mortality by the fever, as re-
ported by the Board of Health, was 05 ; and for the
twenty-four hours ending Saturday noon, 70. Fig-

ering up for the week, and making a fair estimate
for the time between Saturday noon and Sunday
morning--the latter time being the close of the old
week and the beginning of the new, in the Board of
Health records-we find an increase for the week of
about 50 over tie mcrtalitj for the week ending last
Sunday morning, 5th inst.

lBelow St. Louis street, however, where the big eddy
licks in to the shore, there isa reverse state of alfirs.
The wooden wharf has been so far undermined, that
a portion-the slanting part called the apron-has
been torn loose from the level part by the outer piles
leaning over to the river, for a distance of half a
square or more; leaving an opening over which
planks have to be laid, for the business of the fewsteamers that are able to crowd in there.

Most decidedly the Second Districtsteamboatland-
ing is in a bad way; suffocated with mad in one
part, and rinking for want of it in the other part. It
will,he utterly impossible to extend and rebuild the
wharf in time for the business season; and as that
part of the wharves will hare to be used when the
steamern commence piling in, a real, good old-fash-
ioned, country landing time may be looked for.

FIRE.-A large and elegant frame residence, newly
built and unoccupied, on Fourth street, between
Camp and Chestnut, caught fire last night, at about
nine o'clock, and was entirely destroyed. A brisk
breeze favored the flames, but the promptness and
ercrgy of the firemen prevented them from spreading
further.

The Coroner began
his inquest on the body, and found that death was
occasioned by peritonitis, resulting from the wound

Bridget Fury has stabbed a number
oi' men since her residence in New Orleans, but
o:ot is the first one she has killed. We have been

told that when Bridget lirst came here, she was just
out of the Ohio penitentiary, where she had been
verviug a term for manslaughter.

We have -eeu her several times before the Re-
rordcr, and always wondered at the wildness and
good lhumor expressed by her face, and the polite-
ne•, of her demeanor in Court. Though so smooth
and smiling outside, it appears that she in in reality
another Lucretia luorgia ; that is, a fiend incarnate
whe n insulted.

Dnowsarc n.-Timoothy Daley, an Irishman, 21 years
of age, fell into the river at the foot of First street,
on tie lot instant, whilst washing his feet, and was
drowned. The body turned up on Saturday. The
Coroner held an inquest on the body, and returned
a verdict of accidental drowning.
