SLAVERY- IN OMA.YLAND.

Living as we do in one of the exteeme South-West-

ea States, we think it our duty to keep our readers

advised of important events, or current transactions,
bearing upon the institution of slavery, as they de-
velop themselves in the border States. The duty is
not a pleasant one, for itsconscientious discharge reu-
deos indispensable the revelation of disagreeable
-cts, but as it is a duty we shall not fail hereafter, as
we have not failed heretofore, in the premises. To
e the bearer of welcome intelligence is always de-
tghtful; but to be the herald of unwelcometruths is
eactly the opposite. Yet the latter is a more impor-
ant duty than the former, and he who might be ex-
nsed for neglect in the one case, would lay himself
iable to severe censure for neglect in the other. We
stend to meet the requiements of our position in
soth.

Not long ago we commented upon the extent to
which slave stealing had progressed in Maryland, and
outed some forcible remarks from that able and re-
hable journal-the Baltimore American-going to

how that if some adequate measures were not de-
ised to put down the infamous practice, that the in-
titution was doomed to a speedy death in that State.
We have now before us the Baltimore American of
the 20th inst., and in it we find a strong editorial
arguing against a proposition from a correspondent
(published in the same edition) contemplating the
emancipation of the slaves of that commonwealth.
The correspondent is in favor of the State's purchas-
ing the slaves and freeing them, and contends that if
that was done a free white emigration would take
place at once which would be vastly beneficial in
every respect, and more than recompense for the sac-
riices incurred. The American maintains that there
are too many free negroes in Maryland at present for
either good morals or general usefulness, and thinks
the doubling of that class of population at once would
be fraught with undesirable, if not injurious conse-
quences. The American's reasons are conservative
and sound, so thr as they apply to Maryland, but the
apposition to the plan of the correspondent is based
more, it seems to us, on grounds of interst to the
State, than on any love for the institution of slavery.

But, it is not our purpose to discuss this portion of
he question; and we will, therefore, present our
readers with the concluding paragraph of the Ameri-
can's article. In it may be found some figures of

aonsiderable interest to the slaveholders of Looisiana :
All important movements, affecting interests so

vast and liable to encounter an opposition so violent
as that which "Compromise" proposes, must Ire
geadaal and progressive in their growth, and be ad-

vanced rather by natural and irreversible causes than
y the spasmodic efforts which would anticipate re-
ults before their accomplishment is either desirable
or possible. The question of slavery in Maryland is
rmphatically one of tlose which can be best treated
by the " masterly inactivity" that commits its solu-
ion to time and its results. It cannot be hurried, but
may me greatly retarded by owmise internteddlihg.
The decennial statistics of the population of Malry-

and exhibit a steady increase per centage of whitetopulation and an almost eqoually steady decrease of
thle per centage of slaves held in the State. Between

800 and 18101 the increase of the white population
:as 8.68 per cent.: between 1810 and 1820,, 10.67 per
cent.; between 1820 and 1830, 11.80 per cent.; Ie-
0ween 1800 and 140. .::o0 per cent.; and between
1840 and 1850, 31.31 per cent. Up to IS10 the per
centage of slave population increased,,but in 1820 the
decrease was 2.60, per cent.: in 1830, 4.091 per cent.;
in 1840 the decrease was 12.87 per cent.; and in 195(1
there was an increase of 0.70 per cent.: the number
of slaves in the State in 1840 being 71.737, and in
1.50. 80,368. Tile aggregate increase of tile white
population from 1010 to 15(10 has been 71.30 per
cent., whilst tile decrease of the slave population from
1020 to 1850 has been 20.56 per cent. These figures,
we think, indicate that the probleml of thie future•t on-
dition of Maryland as a slave or free State, is solvinri
Itself, gradually tor be sure, yet quite as rapidly as is
ounsi~nt wilh our safety and convenien-ce, anld by at
mode, too, which will alwrays respond to the moral
ond material wanuts of tile Stlte, to thle disposin tll tits peorlec, and whici, a lso, is crpabllle tf' xrputrsionr
rr contraction sitlrut any of the urdverr t.iiul r.r e'x-
citing impulsus that a spurinnu ptilanthtropy or still
wilder fanaticism would bring to it.

We suibmit that the above are rather startlirng
fgures. In forty years the increase of white popula.
tion in Maryland has been 71.52 per cent.: and in
thirty years the decrease of slave Ipopulation Ihas ten
30.5(1 per cent i What intelligent man, after colntem-
plating these lihures, will doubt " that the problem
of the future condition of llMaryland as a slave or lfree
State, is solring itself, gradually to be sure, yet quite
as rapidly as is consistent with our safety and cn-
enience:'--that is, the safety and conveu ence of tile
good old State, as set forth in the quoted word, ,of
our respected Baltimore cotemtporary?

The institution of domestic slavery has died out in
Delaware ; it is dying out in Maryland ; it is dying out
in Missouri ; and even in Kentucky its positiro is by
,o means secure. When- tllese States succumb to,
and are overwhelmed by thecneroaching and mighty
raves of Freesoilismn, we would respectfully ask our

readers of the morc Southern States to tell us what
will be our probable condition? We are neither
alarmists, nor dirunionists, nor revolutionists--we are
only prtdent, drawing lessons in regard to the future
from the experience of the pat--and hence we ask
the question and hope for a candid answer.
