ARRIVAL OF THE BLACK WARRIOR,
LATER FROM HAVANA.

Enploslon of the Naval M•lazine, etc., etc.
h

Mr. J. Gideon, purser of the Black Warrior, far- t
niches the following memoranda and particulars of
this disatert

The U. S. mail steamship Black Warrior, S. W.
Smith, commander, from New York on the 27th nlt.,
ond from Havana on the 3d, arrived at the levee last

night at half-past 10 o'clock. She had experienced
very pleasant weather the entire paseage.

On the 20th olt., at halifpast 4 o'clock, P. 3'.. the
Naval Magazine at Havana, situated at the middle of
the harbor, and containing over one hundred and
fifty thousand pounds of gunpowder, several hundred
'otded shells, together with a large quantity of rock-
t.s, fireworks, etc., exploded. The shock and effect

a, described by the residents of the city, was truly
awful.

Thus far there has been found in the ruins and
about the grounds 2+ dead bodies, and 105 wounded,
tour of the wounded dying after. They had been re-
moved to the Hospital. For some moments the air
was filled with all descriptions of destructive missiles
and many stones, shells, etc., were projected a long
distance from the building and into the Bay; no
damage was done to the vessels at anchor. The
dead bodies of three coolies were blown through the
air to the slope of Fort Atares, nearly a quarter of a
mile off. There were upwards of three hundred per-
sons employed on the new sugar warehouses in the
immediate vicinity of this disaster, mostly coolies,
and among them the loss of life and limb appears to
have been the greatest. Of the military guard of the
magazine, consisting of a sergeant and sixteen men,
but four remained. Many bodies are no doubt yet un-
der the ruins and in the waters of the harbor.

The destruction of the fine pile of sugar ware-
house,, some twenty buildings-several of which
were finished and the others in course of construmc
lion-is complete, nothing now remaining but a
mass of stones and rbbi,ih. The concussion was so
great as to destroy the gasometers, rendering the
Gas-Works for the present entirely useless, and will
require at least three months before the city can he
lighted. Every residence is more or less affected by
the shock. Several buildings sustained great dam-
age. Among the number was the residence of Don
Domingo Aldama, fronting the military parade
ground.

SA TIMPROVED DIVING BELL.--The N. Y. Evening
e Post of the 30th ult. gives the following description

Il of a recently-invented diving apparatus:

An interesting trial was made yesterday of the
y diving hell invented by Van Buren Ryerson, and need
by Kroehl & h~sted, in removing Diamond Rock,
east of Governor's Island. The belt is of a new and
very ingenious design, and operates on the same prin-
ciplel as the Nautilnos, no machinery being used to
lower or raise it; and it can remain below for hours,
independent of all communication with the upper
world, and then is raised or lowered by its occupants
