It appears that a I
famIily of Arab (one of them a Sheikh) hadhbee-.t
convicted, and very properly condemned to'death,
for a most atrocious murder in the vicinity of Algieh.
The correspondent resolved to photograph theex hn
tion of thei e rufians. He says: "The crowd of sem
was immense, and as the rays of the rising son fell
upon their upturned, swarthy faces, it was painful to
ree the earnest and even frightened expression of
their coontenances. I had been iresent not long hbe-. ,
tore at an executien in France, which thoasands bad

aosembled to witness, and the recollection of the
jests and laughter I had then heard, made the deadsilence on the present occas(on more impressive. I.
at lirst thought that this silence was owing to the
numbl;er about to be executed, yet Icould not reesa-

ilie this interpretation of it with the reports I had
heard of the indiference of the natives to humarn
life. I asked the driver of the wagon if such silence
was usual, and learnt from him, half a native him-
self, the reason. The Arabs are followers of Mahomet,
and believe that their bodies, after death, will, by
means of the tuft of hair they leave on their other*
wice bhaven heads, be cotveyed by their prophet into
parldise. Now, the bead, which is completely sepa-
rated from the trunk by the action of the goillotine,
ca aloeor, according to their belief, be placed in pa•-
adie, and as the body must he left on earth, they
cilcludlle (what is perfectly natttral,seeing the nature
of their plradiie,) that this arrangement will not
contribute mnch to the owners gratifleation. I have
since heard that when the native chiefs exec•ted a
man by cutting off his head, the executioner invaria-
bly left it attached to the body by a bit of flesh, with
a view of obviating the inconvenience referred to
