The teistimony
shooed that Gardeomade a remark, whilst in a crowd
where (Gerodias was also, which cansed the latter to
laugh. Garden then asked him if be was laoghing at
him. GIrodias sid he was not altoding to lm.
Garde; continued to look rather severelya t Geodieas;
upon which Gerodias asked him if he wanted any-
thing out of him. Garden replied,contemptuoaasy
that if be did want anything out of him, h emoaldant
get it. Gr'rodias then invited him to go round into
the alley, away from the crowd,if he wanted anything
of him. They started, and then came the fight, aa-
cerning which the testimony differed.

Gerodias swore that Garden pulled his pistol and
fired before Ire struck him with his cane. Garden
swore that Gerodias bad his cane raised toatrike, and
did strike at him, he averting the blow with his hand
before he drew his pistol. William A. Fitzgerald cor.
roborated Gerodia" statement, and Chas. Molnean
corroborated that of Garden. After Garde fired,
Gerodiaa broke his cane over him ; Garden then drew
another pistol, upron which Gerrolian retreated into
the coffee-bhoose, and attempted to seize a pitcher;
Fitzgerald, here seeing Gerodias in danger from
another shot. let fly a tumbler or two at Oardes,sm
of which hit him on the leg ; a crowd then rushed an;
Gerodirs and Fitzgerald let, and Garden was asrrsted.
The Recorder disposed of the case by fining Gardes
and Gerodias $25 each and putting them under peace
bonrto. The only other case in tbis Conurt worth
noticing was that of Samunel Stanley, charged with
having d•tbbed Samuel Harris in the neck with intent
to murder, on the lst nlost., in the Uncle Sam cofife-
house, on Front Levee street, he bhaving been arrested
only on Friday. He was sent to prison to await ex-
amination.

Recorder Long bad but one case of interest before
him ; that of Daniel Andrew, second mate of the
ship Callendar, charged with the murder of one of
the sailors, doring the passge of the ship down the
river, on the 16th inst.; concerning which we have
already made several reports.
