case. Those who are now down with the fever, as
far as we can ascertain, are doing well. There have
seea no new cases, within our knowledge, for several
days. We trust that this is the last rever record that
we will be called upon to make, except to statetbat
it has entirely left our town. We understand that the
fever has been quite bad at Bayou Goola, as well as
on the coast below us, on both sides of the river.

The Pointe Coupee Democrat of Saturday last
says:

been but one since then, up to 5 o'clocklast evening.
The Canton Citizen of Saturday last informs us

that Judge W. S. Bailey, of that town, was thrown
from his horse near the railroad depot and seriously
injartd.

The Kosciusko Chronicle of Friday last says:
Tie people of this county are very busily engaged

in picking and packing their cotton at present, and
gathering their corn crops. The crops are turning
out very well, particularly the cotton. Sales of cot-
ton atre being made here at from 10 to 11t cents, and
corn from 50 to t0 cents per bushel.
Within the last week, seven or eight droves of

mueles aned horses have passed through this place on
tieir way further South. One drover ssld abeat
twenty mules and hlores here, and an enterprising
Yankcee, wihoe came in with a large drove of mestanga
from Western 'l'exas, disposed of half a dozen at very
lfair prices.

IteRnEISEnrTnTIoN IN ENGa.ANn.--We find the fol-

lowing in an exchange, but whether it is strictly cor-
rect we cannot at present say:

It seems that twenty-nine little antiquated towns
of Great Britain, withipopulations ranging from 2000
or 3000 up to nearly 10,000, return to Parliament one
member each ; and frty-two other little old-fish-
ioned towns,swith popu lations no larger, actually send
two members each, or eighty-four melerllles amongst
thect. The aggregate population of these forty-two
boroughls returningt eighty-aour members in only
279,000, wilereas Finsbury, which returns but two
members, has 323,000, Liverpool 376,000. Manahes-
ter'316000, Miarylebone 370,00,and the Tower ham-
lets 5301000 ; so that when tie Bouse divides ulmon
any vital question, those eighty-four memberalmay
nt the Tower hamlets' people in a minerity of
eighty.two, although the aggregate population they
represent is less than that of the Tower hamlets by
msre than a quarter of a million. The population of
this single hborough exceeds that of the whole of
these severotyone boroughs by nearly 70,-000a enm-
ber n Isufcient by itself to form one large or several
small constituencies.
