Talk on, 'Chn, ge.

The Persia, with dates from Liverpool up to the
10th inst., popped into New York yesterday morning
in a short passage. Cotton is reported as steady at
7i for Middling Orleans. This is no news, for no de-
cline was expected. The sales of the week, up to
Fsiday the 15th, were 4i,000 bales. The stock of all
sorts on hand is reported at 4`s0,000 bhles. Then
comes the accounts n froomn Manchester, which are re-
ported to be qite oufitvorable. Now, this report, or

cimilar ones, have been coming hy each Conard
steamer for three or four weeks. It is getting to be
an old .dtory, repeated too often, as none of the mail
advices conlirm these very unfavorable telegraphic re-
ports.
