. theier deliberations have amounted to little or
nilsing, further than to display a miserable hostility

to slavery in the South, upon the profits derived from
the manufacture of the products of which the com-
mercial grandeur and greatness of England almost
exclusively depend. "Slaves cannot breathe in Eng-
land," shouteth John Bull with remarkable vigor and
emphasis, yet John is the greatest encourager of sla-
very on earth ! John's custom does more to support
slavery than everything else combined. Ah, John !
you are an arrant hypocrite! Your practices give
the lie to your professions so plainly that all the
world sees through the flimsy veil with which you
seek to hide your moral deformities.

Yet, while enemies are working constantly to ac'
complish unfriendly objects, it is well enough-no
matter how independent we may feel-to keep fully
posted, so that a march may not be stolen upon us.
The Cotton Supply Association is looking all over
the surface of the earth for spots on which to grow
cotton. India is to be more thoroughly cultivated;
the isles of the Orient are to be examined; Africa is
believed to be susceptible of yielding a great amount,
and hopes are founded upon Jamaica and other West
India Islands. And, en passant, we will remark that
the French are founding large expectations upon
Algeria, which we are inclined to think will be real-
ized to a considerable extent. as the labor they will
employ will be anything but voluntary, although
nominally free.
The English, there is little doubt, control some

choice cotton lands in their Cape Coast Castle dis-
trict, in Africa. This is manifest from two sources-
one showing the capacity of the lands, and the other
that a system of compulsory labor is in operation.
The following from the New York IHerald may be
read with interest:

A letter received by the Cotton Supply Association
of England, from irl. It. D. Ross, Cape Coast Castle,
which appears in the London Times, states emphatic-
ally that cotton, which is indigenous to Africa, and
grows abundantly in Asbhntee, might be obtained
eal.u to that of Georgia, both in quantity and quality.
tr. Ross thinks the Africans would readily profit iy
instruction, and that Africa would before long com
pete well with the slave States of America if capital.
isto would establish an organization in central dis-
tricts to purchase and prepare for export all the
cotton which the natives should be left to grow
themselves.
Now for the other authority. The venerable Bishop

Payne, in a letter recently given to the public through
the columns of the Colonization Journal, says that
slaves and pawns are the classes of laborers that
make up a" large portion of the population of the
town around Cape Coast Castle." The good Bishop
thus ingenuously writes :

On the frct day in the year, in much painfulness, I
went on shore at Cape Coast Castle, and spent tile
day in visiting the fort, town, etc. We were carried
to the shore in large canoes, made out of the trunk
of the cotton tree. They were very comfortable,
being wide, and provided with a sort of bulwark of
plank, in front, to break off the surf, in lauding.
They were paddled' by from ten to filteen natives,
who, from their a ppearance, were either slaues or
pawns, these two clasres making up a large portionl
of the population of the town around Clape Coast
Castle.
The pawns are those who have given their services

to parties, in consideration of their having paid offll
some pressing debt; and as they often never repay,
they remain pawns.

Further along tile Bishop speaks in this wise of an
inland river town not ihr from Cape Coast Castle :

In a commercial point of view, Abbeokutt i s grow-
ing in importance, not so much on account of it.
good palmn oil, as on account of the superior i ctito
ctlitivated there, and about the country. It is, of
course, still a beginningg; however, many cins and
and some presses are at work, and some e700l blees of
cotton woere ..hippe[d for England the loastl i u months.
We pray tlhat thin fioulerity in worldly thinigs iacy
not injureo atd hinder spiritual gvrowth iamoligst the
people.
Well, what of this? Nothing more than that the

Elglish have at last displayed some practical sen:e in
at least one of their nmcerous coloniali possessios.
Forced negro labor-it is of no conseq(ence(i( by what
name it is called-is alone competent to furnich a full
supply of cotton. Let tile " flee " negroes of Caclpe
Coast Castle be compelled to work, uand considerable
qIantity of cotton mayl be grown. Oherwise. ucnt.
And, if John Bull would re-enslave the neeroes o1
Jamaica, and other iclads whom hie l re.e in a lit io
frantic philanthropy, he might be enabled to rise ia
full half million of bales per ainnui in addition. The
confessions of John's chosei organs show that free-
dom has degraded aned rendered worthless tile lceg'ioes
of Jamaica. Let him re-eonslave them, then, and thus
elevate them and make them uiseful, and at the same
time render himself comparatively independent of
the Southern monopoly in the great staple.
When England tabandons the wretched philan-

thropy by which she has lost so much, without cione-
,fitting anybody, and resorts to a system of colnipu
sory servitude, then tile cotton States may h,tir ;
rival-but not until then. If tile Cape CiaC t Cast-l-
experiment turns out well she may be induced ti try
it in Jamaica. In a year or two, probably, live sixths
of the free negroes there could be transformed inti,

" pawns," and a little philanthropic legislation, such
as England knows so well how to employ, mcighit kieeli
them " in Iawn " forever.

Direct Trade with Europe.

UNoFercInA.--My Dear Sir: A friend has fur-
nished me with the "organization of tihe cotton
power," being, I presume, the outline of an organi-
zation of the planting interest for itn own protection.
It is needless for me to say how entirely your aims
coincide with my own on the vital importance of
direct trade to the planter. But my oblject is not to
interchange views in common upon this iinteresting
subject. My object is business arlion, and that with-
out unnecessary delay. Anticipating the reaction
which I know must sooner or later take place in re-
gard to the present suicidal coommercial policy of the
South, I have succeeded in organizing in advance the
very means of co.operation with Europe which you

lhe bankers In London are nmost anxious to see
the cotton power a distinct and indepenenrent element,
and I speak from the highest authority when I inorm
you that your ideas and purposes are warmly sup-
ported in Europec by parties posesrsing thie necessary
capital and facilities to carry the thing thlrough.
The joint stock bank system in london is a complete
uccess. I klnow a gentle tan wlr: is one of the

Directors of the London alld e W ttniolster joiint stock
bank. who entirely concurs in your views. 'file vice.
chairman of another leading London tlank enterliuns
the same opinion, and more than olne house i: Liver-
pool are friends of direct trade with the Aamerican
planters. On the coutioent of Europie, at Itremlen,
Hamburg, Antwerp, Havre and Amsterdaam, we
have friends. But the question is no lontger to
talk, but to act. I have therlref to say to you,
and you are authorized to convey tilhe information to
the planters ol' your association, that any agnct hav-
ing your conlidence, wleam you may apploint to go to
Charleslon or Sivannah, will be lortlwit ll fulrnioahed
tile very best European credit from every iport onl the
continenlt of Europe, duly colirmerd ia Londaln, to
enable these agents to make cash advances upon your
cotton. I am going over to Lonld:on to-nlmarrow, and
from there to tile continent, to see our G(ermaln
friends. I shall be back here within ten days, and
will again write you on the sulrject.

The planters, if they will bult use their power--
the cotton power--can make themselves quite inde-
pendent of those who prey upion their ilndustry. it
selecting your agents It would hle well to take men
who know something of tile imlport trade, no our
friends in Eurpe woulld be dis l ed to consign in
their taurn goods direct to tle Soutll.

Wiehing you every suoccess. ad hoping you will
enrol nae as ma member, ill some lo im, of ,urll usatcia-
tion, either as an honorary member or foreign cor-
respondent, Believe me sincerely yours,•*.
