Talk on,, 'Change.

It was not so active on the street yesterday as on
tile day previous. On the levee there was no falling
oi' in liveliness and extent of busine's. Those con-
nected with foreign trade were engaged in perusing
and considering on the contents of their letters, re-
ceived by the Europa, the mails of which, or part of
them, came through yesterday. There was no con-
firmation of an unfavorable tenor in the Manchester
trade. Our marine list indicates the arrival of many
vesels, as well as steamboats. There are not so many
vessels now in plort as at this time last year, with
much more produce to go forward. Freights last
year at this time were at td. for Liverpool, and
15-32d. the year previous. Freights in New York
ruled on the 22d inst, at I.1Gd. for cotton to Liver-
pool; flour, Is. 7id. per barrel; corn in hulk at 4j to
5d. per bushel. In this port the rates current are a
id. to Liverpool. If veaels can afford to carry cotton
from New York to Liverpool at 3.16d., the talk is
that at 4d. from here pays better. As for charges in
general. they are just as reasonable here as in New
York, and a ship can be provisioned at a lower rate in
New Orleans than in New York one year in another.
There is no such extortion practiced here as five and
ten dollars for a caschk of water, ride New York Qua-
rantine charges. For the present, with what tunnage
is on the way hither, there is a good supply of ves-
sels. No other port in the United States offers so
profitable employment for shipping as this much-
abused port of New Orleans, and the large yield of
almost e very description of produce will require as
much tunnage during the year as in any previous
year. If freights advance to id. for cotton, so much
the better for shipowners, and en much averse to cot-
ton planters.
(It course, there was some talk yesterday of the

weather. Early in the day it was in favor of a cold
snap, with a bright clear sunshine. La t evening it
was mild, with very little indication of a frost. The
fever is suiciding and wearing out, and ere many days
Ipae, it will be safe for everybody to come home who
call this city their homne, and those many thousandc
who de-ire to come and make it their home can pre-
pare and come on. There will be many come that
will be of no service; but we shall have to take the
good with the bad, the drones with the industrious.
Meechanis, artisans and laborers will find plenty of
employment. Gentlemen, or those presumed to be
such, need not come unless they bring along well
filled paraeo. Persons in search of situations, such as
clerks and commercial employees

, need not come.
There are more here now than can find employment.
Wte have alluded to this particular class before.
Then, again, orange kid gloves will not prosper with
us. A few may do very well to be laughed at, and to
keepl up tle assortment of visitors.

Alluding to the European intelligence, we publish
in the usual column the accounts of the cotton market
in Liverpool. It will be seen that the weekly con-
sumption for six weeks of American cotton averages
'35,d17 bales. By the following letter from our cor-
respondent, it will be seen that views of Sd. are
entertained for Middling Orleans:

The Paper Tax In Englandal.

A recent debate in the House of Commonm aoh
in an interesting manner the alowness with whieheli
legislative abuses are abolished in England. It ap-
pers, says the Neaw York Printer for October, thateb
Queen Anne's reign the power of the press began to
excite the distrust of the government. A mesage wan
communicated to the House of Commons, infohemng
the House that the press was too free, that itrefleted
with too much freedom upon the mInisters of the day,
and upon the intitutions of the country, and alling
upon the ouse to take some steps to pt down that
great evil. The Hoose, in reply to the mesnage, sid
they would endeavor to find out a remedyadequate
to themischief. In a short time it was asggested in
a committee of ways and means that heavy taxation
upon the press might have all the effect which acan-
oorship or actual license of the press had in other

countries. This was the origin of the paper tax in its
threefold form of newspaper stamp, advertisement
duty and paper duty. The rat twohave been abel-
iuhed.

In regard to the paper duty, Mr. Milner Gibson
moved a resolution a short time since, looking to its
abolition also. It is stated in his and the other
speeches made on the occasion,that the revenue annu-
ally derived from the duty is but little over $5,000,000.
The doty at present is 1 pence on a pound of paper
-- no matter whether it be of the finest or oarsest
quality. The discouraging effect of the tax upon
paper-making, especially that of inferior knds, will
be readily perceired. During the last twenty years
the number of mills in England has dimitslehid from
525 to 393. It was stated in debate that we have in
the United States 750 mills, while our workmen ares
whole generation in advance of their British brethren
in all the mechanical arrangements of their business
The prcssore of the tax upon newspaper and period-
ical rutablishments has become very onerous. The
Mleors. Chambers of Edinbaurg were compelled by it
to give up the publicatiou of a periodical which had
attained a sale of 80,000 copies. A member of the
House stated that for eight years the Art Journal,
with which he was then connected, paid $6,000 ayear
as paper duty, but not a penny as dividend; the tax
swallowed up all the profits. The London Times, in
commenting upon the debate, says that on the basis
of its previous week's consumption of paper, it will
pay upwards of $100,000 as this year's duty. This is
an enormous tax for one establishment to pay on an
article which ought to be free from special taxation
beyond almost any other in commom use, because it
has sarcely a rival in its direct influence upon the
weltfre and elevation of the people.

This seemed to be the opinion of the House of
Commons, for that part of Mr. Geson's resolution
which declared the tax impolitic as a permanent
source of revenue was adopted. There can be no
doubt that this vestige of an old attempt to restrict
the freedom of the press will yet be wholly done away
with.
