AGRICULTURAL AND IANUFACTGRIUN

INTEIRESTS.

We extract the following from a long and able and
conclusive article in the Washington Union of a re-
cent date. The remarks quoted present a good, gen-
eral idea,of the whole production, which was a strong
and satisfactory argument against the clamorers for
additional tariff protection for the manufacturing in-
terests of the North, which means nothing more nor
less than that the agricultural interest shall be deple-
ted for the benefit of those interests. Says the Union:

The country will bear us witness that whenever
there hanpens to be a little unusual pressure upon
business - when manufacturing establishments are
made to feel that all is not profit, nor even solvency
-we are enlightened by various discussions about the
propriety and necessity of remodeling the revenue
laws, soas to afford protection to certain branches of
industry. We have in the United States a powerful
and paramount agricultural interest, which is just
now considerably depressed in consequence of the de-
rangements of business during the past season. We
do not find the farmers demanding of Congress ape-
cial protection, aid,or bounty laws to help them along.
They are sufferers; but they do not expect relief of
the Government. How is such relief to be afforded to
one branch of industry without charging or taxing
another? It will not surely be contended that laws
are machines by which money is made. Laws do not
wmake money they simply effect ditrirbutio between
capital and ltbor. Now, how te I possible to secure
a speciality to one class without taxing anothertothe
extent of the benefit conferred ?

As a general rule, throughout the majority section
of the confederacy, the protectionists are calling for
more protection. They are not satisfied with the
present revenue laws-they are discontented with the
large privileges now accorded them-they wish more
advantages conferred on them to shut out honest in-
dustry, honest skill and fair competition, so that they
may enjoy a monopoly at the expense of their equals
-and, to support their pretensions, they bring for-
ward the oft iterated and reiterated,and oftexploded
and re-exploded argument,thatall the financial evils of
last year are chargeable to the account of their manu-
facturing interests not being sufficiently protected.

This argument is not worth intrinsically the paper
upon which it is written, and should be hooted at
whenever made. The manufacturers now enjoy more
protection than is consistent with right-much more
than we are willing to allow them-much more than
justice to all interests,impartially administered, would
grant them. Still they are not satisfied-still they
are grasping for more-still greater are their exer-
tions to obtain from Congress franchises which would
at once erect them into a class of aristocracy, privi-
leged by Government and endowed by tovernment.
They may miss the mark, and we think they will miss
the mark. There are other interests in the land-
paramount interests-both in wealth and voting
population, that are not at all prepared to be taxed
much longer for the benefit of a set of monopolists,
who cannot keep afloat by the exercise of their own
industry, capacity, capital, energy and perseverance.
The fact is, the question is being seriously considered,
whether those who cannot get along, or pretend they
cannot get along, without governmental protection,
ought not to be turned adrift to shift for themselves.
General Jacusoo once said that thoese " who trade
on borrowed capital ought to break ;" and there can
be no doubt that the protection now afforded the
manufacturers is equivalent to a loan or bonus to the
extent of the protection granted. This loan or bonus
is paid by parties outside the class protected, engaged
in other avocations; and just as fiir foreign or other
competition is excluded, are other interests taxed,
which enures directly to the benefit of the manu-
facturers.

The agricultural interest is the first Interest of the
country. It not only overshadows all other interests,
but it creates all other interests. It is the foundation
of manufactures, commerce, trade, the mechanic arts,
and of every other occupation known to civilization.
All are created by it and dependent upon it. Even
the exietence of the human kind depends exclusively
upon it. Without it, especially as developed in the
nineteenth century, there would be neither cities,
nor manufactories, nor workshops, nor commerce,
nor navigation, nor anything else that goes to make
up the basis of modern society. This mighty interest
not only underlies all other interests, but it gives
them life and support, vigor and strength, and is the
prime moving cause of all the profits and pleasures
that flow from their industrious pursuit. Further-
more, those engaged In it own fiveesixths of the
country, and can, at any time they choose to exer-
cise their inalienable prerogatives, make and unmake
Presidents, make and unmake Congresses, and give
absolute tone and direction to the legislation of the
confederacy. Strange that they never require pro-
tection when disasters overtake the land, but stranger
still the impudenco of the comparatively small body
of Northern manufacturers and classes desiring a
monopoly, in asking the vast majority of producers
who have almost uncomplainingly borne their ex-
actions heretofore, to submit to increased taxation for
their benefit hereafter! The jackal is not content
with the leavings of the prey the prowess of the lion
has won. He wishes to precede the lion in the feast,
although there would have been no feast but for the
watchfulness and valor of the lion.

There is, really, but one Southern interest-the
sugar interest-which the revenue laws of the United
States tend to encourage, develope and protect, and
that protection is not likely to last long. Two or
three years ago, perhaps more, a strong effort was
made in Congress to repeal the sugar duties. The
movement was so decided that several meetings of
sugar planters were held, in which the sensible con-
clusion was arrived at, that while not claiming ex-
clusive protection, they were entitled to justice, and
ought not to be singled out as objects on which to
practice unjust discrimination--that if it was pro-
posed to repeal the tariff in tote they would not say a
word. The Torce of their argument and the equity
of their cause, comnhined with the fears entertained by
those in the interest of the Northern manufacturers,
that if the work of repealt commenced there was no
telling where it would end, prevailed for the time
being. But, as soon as a few more Freesoil States are
admitted-two will probably come in at the next
session or' Congress-we apprehend that the only pro-
tection afforded any slave-grown product will bhe
taken oil. Arguing fron these premises, we arrive at
the conclusion that the sugar-planters will only have
three or four more years' of protection at the farthest,
afforded them, and that to that extent they will gain
or lose. As to the cotton manufacturers of the South
their proximity to the cotton fields gives them fully
twenty per cent. advantage over the New England
manufacturers, and at least thirty-three and a third
per cent. over foreign manufacturers. This advan-
tage will enable them to get along swimmingly should
the doctrine of free trade prevail.

For our part, all thre circumstances considered, we
strongly incline to the doctrine of free trade. The
South would benefit by it, and Southern cities would
be immensely advantaged by it. Take New Orleans
for instance, by way of illustration. Free trade
would bring direct trade, for the former would do
away with tire discriminations which have existed in
favor of Northern ports since the formation of the
Government, and the latter would follow as a matter
of course. Direct trade is what we want-it is our
great want. Give us an import trade commensurate
to our export trade, and it would be difficult to exag-
gerate thefuture commercial grandeur of this metrop-
olis. Our foreign financial transactions would not be
transacted in New York; they would be transacted
here. Our foreign exchanges would not be nego-
tiated in New York ; they would be negotiated here.
And New Orleans would become tire great ruling
center of finance, exchange and commerce, just as
New York is now, if our direct, or import trade,
equaled our export trade. If any one doubts these
statements we recommend him to take a pencil and
piece of paper, count what our exports and com-
merceare worth now, and calculate what they would
be worth, if our imports were increased correspond-
ingly. Free trade would bring the manufacturers and
merchants of Europe directly to as. It would be
against their interests to ship by the round-about way
of Gotham, and they would not be very likely to wage
war against their own interests. HIIre, sea glance, is
seen the beneficial consequences of free trade.

The lettieons To-Morrow.

Elections take place in seven States to morrow-
Delaware, New Jersey, New York, Massachusettl,
illinois, Michigan and Wisconain. Members of Cot-
gres are to be elected in all, and in most of them
members of the Legislature and State officers. If the
telegraph lines are in good working order, probably we
shall have some interesting and exciting intelligence to
comunicate to our readers on Wednesday morning.
If the elections turn out favorably for the Democracy
the Administration will retain a small majority in the
House of Representatives If they result unfavorabiy
the Black ltepublicans will unquestionably obtain the
control of the popular branch of our National Legis.
lature-a consummation devoutly to be deplored.

Respecting the result in Delaware we can say little
or nothing. Probably an Administration Democrat
will be chosen. In New Jersey we should not be or-
prised if the anti-Administration party socceeds.
The contest will be close, we imagine, from the earn-
est appeals of the last New York Tribune to the Free-
soilers to 

" 
rally." As for the great commonwealth

of New York, we presume the regular Democratic
ticket, State and Congressional (to a large extent)
will be elected, but by a plurality vote. The Black
Republicans are running a State ticket, the regular
Abolitionists have a candidate for Governor in the
person of Gerrit Smith, and the so-called Americans
have their State ticket, which they are supporting
with a great deal of newspaper zeal and ardor. In
some of the Congressional Districts a fosion between
the Republicans and Americans has been effected,
but not in many. Even if the Democrata triumph
the chances are ten to one that the aggregate of the
opposition vote will vastly outnumber theirs. Masss-
chusetts will go Freesoil, as a matter of course. Illi-
nois, for more than three months, has been a mighty
political battle-field. Such a struggle before the peo-
ple was never before known. Douglas has put forth
gigantic efforts, and in many respects his canvaseb has
been marked by peculiar as well as by grand charac-
teristics. Environed on all sides by the hordes of
Abolitionism and Freesoilism, hunted down by the
minions of the Administration with a hatred actually
appalling in its ruthlessness, his friends persecuted,
ostracised and turned out of oflice, he has never fal-
tered or flinched for an instant. There has been
nothing craven or cowardly about him. The greater
the odds the heavier the blows he showered about
him. The more bitter and numerous the maledictionsheaped upon him, the louder, clearer and fiercer, his
notes of defiance. The bravery, manhood and true
chivalry, with which he has fought through the des-
perate contest now drawing to its close, goes far to-
wards redeeming the grievous fault he committed
last winter, and extorts a tribute of respecteven from
life-long opponents, such as we are. It is doubtful
how the conflict will terminate. The shave will be a
close one either way. Mlichigan and Wisconsin are
as sure to go Freesoil as a dog is to return to his
vomit.

IcoNxUNICAT•E.l
rfltish Interference.

WASHrNGTON, Oct. 2.--Admiral Killltt, of the
British West India Squadron has received orders from
his Government to prevent all flibustering expedi.
tions to Central America. These orders have especial
refereoce to Gen. Walker's contemplated emigration
to Nicaragua with a large nummber of men.

It is reported that the President is about to issue
another proclamation against the violation of our
neutrality laws.

The above dispatches may deceive those who are
not aware of the fact that such things arelgotten uptc order and for an object. The object of the first

dispatch is too apparent to deceive those who are
aware of the fact that there are those at Washing-
ton and New York who would stop at nothing calcu-
lated to defeat the Americanization of Nicaragua un-
der Southern auspices. And there are others again
callous as to the means they employ to defeat Gen.
Walker's aims and objects, even to the sacrifice of
American lives and property.

It is evidently from one of these sources that these
dispatchealemanated. If there was no other cause to
doubt their correctness, the many and conflicting dis.
patches set afloat by the telegraph in reference to the
flfairs of Nicaragua would afford sufficient grounds

in this instance. But there are other causes for
doubt. In the first place, this emigrating project is
of too recent date to have afforded time to dispatch
the intelligence of its organization and destination to
England, and receive the order which the dispatch
says has been received by Admiral Killitt, of the
British West India Squadron, from his Government.
It is not at all likely that the English Minister at
Washington would issue such an order in the face of
the fact that the expedition is to be unarmed ; that
it will embark in an American vessel,properly cleared
from an American port, and under the American
flag. To interfere with such an expedition would be
an insult to the American Government, and an out-
rage upon American citizens.

The British Government would not dare attempt
this unless it has ceased to respect our National Gov-
ernment and flag. That English naval officers did in-
terfere with the affairs of Central America and incite
the other States to invade Nicaragua, is true; but it
was done so cautiously and secretly as not to conflict
directly with our Government or the rights of our
citizens. This was done to prevent the ascendancy
of American influence in that State, where English
influence is less than in either of the other States.
That this will be done again, for the same object,
there is not a doubt; but that English naval officers
will assume the responsibility of preventing unarmed
Americans from landing in Nicaragua in the charac-
ter of emigrants, is by no means probable. But by
putting forth dispatches to that effect it is hoped to
impair confidence in the emigration project and deter
those desirous of emigrating from doing so, by hold
ing up the British West Indian squadron as a scare-
crow. Observation omust have convinced every gen-
eral reader that the telegraph is very unreliable in
reference to everything pertaining in any way to
Nicaragua, and that it is as likely to be in error in
this instance as it has been in many others. That
the President will issue his proclamation in regard to
any violation of the neutrality laws is more than
likely. That is expected. W.
