Itecent P'ublleatlou .

Tre CotsnorTeP Or Minet S•an•nso and other
I'Poems. Iy Henry Wadsworth Longfellow, Boston:
Ticknor & Fields.
A small book, which is making a large noise in

literary circles, because it is Longfellow'e latest. The
principal p-eom, from which the hook takes its title,
dresses up the first romanti whitle love affair sup-
posed to have ever taken place in New England. All
the characters came over in the Mayflower : the bluff
fighting captain, Miles Standish,who had seen service
in Flanders ; h's wife; the maiden Priscilla, belle of
the Mayflower party, and John Alden, the. youngest
man of the party-a real nice young man, who if he
were alive here and now, would most probably be a
clerk or book-keeper in some Camp or Canal street
store. This is the poet's story :

Capt. Standish, the death-defying and fire-eating
defender of Plymouth, with his brac cannon mounted
on the church, lose•_his wife soon after coming over !
He is the first to think of mar•ying the beautiful
maiden Prisilla : hut, though he can spit at a cannon
ball, and laugh the Indian s tomahawk and arrow to
scorn, he quails, almost faints, at the idea of asking a
nice young girl to be the wife of such a rough, hairy
old customer as himself. In his trouble, he asks his
nice young friend. John Alden, to go and " ax " the
" gal ' if she won't be " his'n." The nice young man
has a sneaking notion that way himself; but loving
and fearing the "old 'aun," undertakes the errand.
and does it so bunglingly, though honestly, that the
"gal" pities him, and "axesn" him why he don't
speak for himself.

Broken-hearted, he goes back to the "old 'nn,'
and tells him honestly what the " gal" said. The
" old 'un " goes wild, and comes " mity nigh" run-
ning his " whinger through the "young :un's giz-

Next morning, hearing that the "Injuns" are
"sassy," and receiving a visit from "one of 'em," with
a lot of arrows wrapped in a rattlesnake hide, he
sends hback the hide stuffed with cold lead and salt-
petre ; and, calling the "b 'hoy" of Plymouth to-
gether, goes a-hunting. He falls in with the "copper-
heads ;" "chaws 'em up catawampously;" and scar 3
'em into civility everywhere, all because the "gal

'
"

preferred John Alden to him. He seeks perpetual
consolation in eating up the redskins. Meantime, the
nice young man and Priscilla can't keep apart ; their
"affinities," and her spinning, draw them together;
and both are miserable, in their fear of the bloody old
Indian killer.

At last the news comes that the "old 'on" is dead
-pierced with a poisoned arrow. The "young 'uns"
are properly sorry; and in order to make common
stock of their grief, get "hitched" without delay-
Whilst the knot is being tied, a phantom in steel ar-
mor stands in the door and "skeers" the whole party,
"orlul ;" just as Alonzo the Brave did the false Imo-
gene. But it proves to lie no ghost; only the "old
'n," alive and kicking, and in full possession of his
senses. He introduces himself, "axes" the "young
'an's" pardon, blesses the wedding, and there is a
grand "fresac" all round, and fine times generally.
We may be pardoned for speaking in ihis style of

a poem which is said to be a good thing, from the
great Longfellow. We cannot call it a poem. It is in
the style of " Evangeline,"' interspersed with a good
deal of the unmeaning eccentricity of " Htiawatha ;"
that is, cumbrous prose, with uncommon adjectives
leading very common nouns, and chopped off into
long lines of so many syllables each. We admit that
it is a pretty story, embellished with some fine poetic
sim'les, here and there : but it is no more a piece of
poetry than our description of the story, given above.
In the latter part of the book are a number of

smal'. pectic p'eces of the author, contributed to dif-
ferent magazines, and now collected and booked forth
for the lost time. In these we find something like
poetry-something to remind us of Longfellow, before
he set up his new school of so-called poetry, of which
" Evangeline," " Hiawatha" and " Miles S'aedish'u
Coourthip " are the precious specimens-a rattling
out of highly polished prose, so miny words in a
row. and put on paper like pins by a Yankee pin-
machine.

A WontNo MAsnalnED A;AIN<T her WILL.--Dr. Dean,
of Mt. Sterling, IKy., recently took his sister and a
Miss Wilson, the latter 13 years of age, to Paris, and
leaving his sister at that place, started with Miss W.

The afieir became known and the doctor made
a narrow escape from being lynched, and was forced
to give up Shelton's marnlige certificate. Miss Wil-
son says she never intended to marry him. She was
sent home and the doctor thought it advio.lble to start
in another direction.

There were but two de ith e in Galveston on no ;•ones-
day la., from yellow •over. C.(! weather an i north-
er, kill tlie disease i1 :i 'kly. Tie news of Thircday
nas the following :

The first arrival of freight by the Galveston, Hons-
ton and IIenderson rnilroad, consisting of thirty bales
of cotton, took place~'n Monday. The steamer that
is to ply between Galveston and Virginia Point, in
connection with the road, is now receiving repairs to
fit her for that service, and will he ready in a week
or two, iy which time the road will reach Main street
in Houston, when the Bayou and Island cities will be
within al.'ot three hours of each other, and we trust
their intercourse will not only be more frequent, but
mutually advantageous. We may here remark that
the contractor to build the Galveston bay bridge, ex-
pects to complete it by the tt of Jane next, though
his contract gives him to the 25th of September next,a year from is date. The cedar piles for the bridge,
50110 in number, are all contracted for, to coat abent
T$23,00 when delivered on the spot. The lumber for

the entire superstructure is also under contract, to be
delivered opeedily. The contractor himself is now
preparing flat boats,. which will soon he here with all
the necessary machinery, b piledrivor, n etc, to com-
mence operations.

The Rask county Beacon has heard of several cam
of lynching in that vicinity within the past few
months, and attributes the same to the neglect of
petit jurie to properly perform their duty.

The Houston Telegraph says that the mortality in
that city for the week ending at noon, the 26th, was
25. On the 25th there were four deaths from yellow
fever, and on the 26th, two. The weather has been
exceedingly unfavorable, and the cases less easily

Sanaged than they were last week. The whole num-
ber of cases now in that city is said to be about 65.

The grasohoppers have commenced their journey

through the Northern counties, and the country is
perfectly swarming with them. They seem to go
with the wind. T

Capt. Bourlanedhas retorned from bh pursuitof
the Indians, who lately committed outrages in Mon-
tague county, and report seeing no wild Indians on
his trip. He crossed Major Van Dorn's trail, and
went as far as his numbers justifed.

The San Antonio Texan says :
We learn this morning that a large number of

hor.-s were driven off by Indians, on the El Paso
road, near the croesing of the Nueces, last week, and
a large drove of cattle stampeded. The cattle and
hores bse iongeed to Mr. Adams, living betweet our
city and Castroville. He had driven his stock out
there, owing to the scarcity of feed here and the
burning of the gras in this vicinity ; so there can be
no doubt of the coidectuens of the statement. The
Indians were trailed for some distance.

Arriving at Davenport,
they had to come on foot the remainder of the jour-
uey: up through the lung valleys of the Cedar, across
never-ending prairies, they wended their tedious way.
At night they shared the same bed-the vampire and
the victim t the former passing onder the name of
Charles tflutrilan, the latter under that of Charles
Salmonis.

The Sentinel discredits the girl's statement as re-
gard- lorce having been used, and nays that probably
having beeomte the victim of Salmons, she ftillowed
him voulntarily.

A.rscion on the night of the 26th, his Excellency
eiog nonable to enter into any negotiation with the
President of that Roepbile.

If, on the one hand, this diplomatist had the mis-
fortune of seeing the end of his voyage frunstrated, on
the other he gained by it a point whith none of the
other negotiators-Braztllan French, English or Sar-
dinian-till now has been able to obtain.

It is a notorious fact, known to manyby experi
ence, that Senor Lopez received the foreign ministers
seated, and with his head covered. He alleges as the
reason of this attitude, that his Presidential hat was
equivalent to the crown of a sovereign, and that in
the same manner which monarche presented than-
selves with that distinctive sign of royalty, he, as the
frst authority of the Republic, kept his hat or.
When the English Minister presented himself in
Asnncion, he demanded as a condition rine qua non
of the presentation of his credentiais, the respeet
due to the representative of the Queen of Great
Britain.

Whatever may have been the repngnance of Senor
Lopez at first to yielding this demand, at last he had to
yield when he learned that it was the resolution of Mr.
Christie to retire if on the moment when he entered
the reception room he should see him seated with ho`
hat on.
In order to show that this act of his was a volun-

tary one, he immediately sent for the French Consul.
M. de Brossard, and received him in the manner the
British Minister had insisted upon, and in the same
way Mr. Christie himself had occasion to deliver his
credentials ahortly afterwards.

The speech of the English Minister, out of regard
for Senor Lopez, was not published in the &emanario.

B. Parsons, who had just returned from the gold
mines in Western Kansas, and who remained and
"prospected" long enough to make himself pretty
wellacquainted with the value of the new discoveries,
writes from Lawrenece,K. T., under date of the 19th
inst., to the St. Lous Democrat. From his letter we
extract the following :

No work has yet been done there, no claims to any
extent have been made ; the time has been spent in
prospecting with pans, a half-day here nd a haelf-daysp
there. No man has found a pheceweighing "twenty-
three ounces," or one oune, or (to my knowledge)
one pennyreight. No man has made "one hundred,"
or "tfty,' or " twenty" dollars per day. "To the
best of my knowledge, information and belief," no
man made sixteen dollarsm In one day. The men who
were there when I left were working with pane,
carried their dirt from four to seventy rods, and made
from $2 50 to $5 per day.

The hetter way for your readers to judge of the
yield of the mines, is to know the " prospect of the
pan' I have seen $1 50 in a single pan a few times
-40 to 60 cents freqoently, and hardly ever less than
8 or 10 cents. Calirornoians will tell you that with
three cents to the panful they can make good wages.
The Californians in our party ay, that when they
get sluices arranged, they can make every day they
work $15. There, then, you have the whole story.
Unless some new'" diggings" have been discovered
since September 20th, yon can put down altreports
of wages higher than $10 as extravagant, and receive
them with a " leelle grain of allowanme.": If your
readers are satisfed with any wages under that sum
let them go there and they will make it. There iroom enough for twenty thousand mining claims.The gold is all " wash gold," and is, in the opinion
of our wisest heads in the mountains, hot the begin-
ning of next year's discoveries. Every man there
that has had any experience in mining is satisfied
with the prospect for next season, sad some of them
extremely enthousiastic.

Mr. Parsons says that the persons who came back
and circulated discouraging accoanta, became diap-
pointed and left hefore they had time to learn any.
thing about the mines.
