Talk on 'Change.

The talk yesterday was of the weather. The ther-
mometer yesterday morning, at 0 o'clock, denoted 61
-not to the freezing point by many degrees. The
cool, bracing atmosphere, however, imparted a lively
feeling. The telegraph has been pretty active for two
days in transmitting accounts of the improved sani-
tary condition of our city, and by the 15th of this
month we shall have to welcome thousands of citizens
and would-be citizens; in fact, there will be a grand
rush towards the Crescent City ; many will endeavor
to see who can get here in advance of others. We
have advices of a rise in the upper Mississippi and
some of its branches, but think very little reliance can
he placed on them. The navigation of the Mississippi
may improve, yet there must be a greater stage of
water than any advised of to admit the largest class
boats to pass with full loads. The talk is, what is
the General Government doing (engaged in issuing
proclamations or electioneering) that it does not em-
brace the present opportunity, and remove the snags,
sawyers, logs and stamps? The answer, perhaps,
would be, there was no appropriation for the purpose,
or that the several snag-boats, which cost some few
years since hundreds of thousands of dollars, were
sold for a mere song towards the close of Mr. Pierce's
administration, and the improving of the navigation
left to nature by the action of the water. Govern-
ment is about to spend one million and a half of dol-
lars to erect a Light-House on Minot's Ledge, near
Boston harbor. One-quarter of this amount placed
in the hands of competent persons would remove a
good many snags in the Mississippi, provided there
were no politicians engaged to carry out the improve-
ment. A million and a half of dollars for one Light-
oouse will do pretty well. We think our Eastern

friends get a good share of our venerable Uncle Sam's
crumbs, though we have in New Orleans been
favored with a slice of treasure towards erecting a
Custom-House; but, then, the granite, the marble,
the iron, the castings, the lime,and almost everything
laid out and connected with the building comes from
Northern States. The talk is, that a few bricks, a
little sand, a little cypress lumber, perhaps some yel-
low pine, are furnished by Louisiana and Mississippi.
The talk is, we shall have the honor of boasting of a
splendid Custom-Iloose, Post-Office and Court-Room
when the building is completed, which will be about
the year 1870, or perhaps less time. Cogress refused
the regular appropriation at the last session. It is
hoped they will grant it at the coming one, and urge
the building towards completion.

There was nothing of interest received yesterday
by the mails. The dates were one day behind. The
pasevnger travel is inocreasing too fast for the stage
coaches and mails over the gap of the railroad. There
are too many failures at the grand junction. The
next steamer from Liverpool will be the America for
Boston, of the 23d ult., due at tIalifax to-day. The
Persia leaves NewYork on Wednesday next, the 10th
inst. This will be the last trip of this steamer this
season, as it costs nearly double as much to run her
as it does the Europa. In the meantime, the British
screw steamers will and are monopolizing the greater
part of the carrying trade between Northern ports
and Great Britain. The Galway line is fixed as a per-
manent institution.

CorroN.-The receipts of cotton for tile twenty-
four hours ending at 7 o'clock last evening were, by
the Arkansaw, fr,om Alexandria, '43 hales; Milton
RIlf, vs; Imperial, 97P; .Jackson Railroad, 57 ;
Ingomar and James Montgomery, 5,125--total, 7,810
hales. Receipts for the correspondnmg day last year,
5,123 bales. The sales on the 3d of November, 1857,
were 8,500 bales, at 94 to 10 and 10t for Middling to
Good Middling.

Scnoor, MArreRs.--The Board of Directors of the

Public Schools of the Second District met a few nights
nince. Nothing of any public importance was done.
An election for teachers, to fill the vacancies of Misses
Maxent and Tourdau, was postponed to the next
meeting. The new schoolhouse on Barracks street
was reported to be coming on finely; the walls being
already fifteen feet high. Mr. Canonge, the Superin-
tendent, submitted an interesting report. He stated
that the attendance of pupils at the schools was small
for the season of the year, and gave the list of popils
admitted into the High Schools-Barracks School,
10; Bi•iville School, 4 ; Claiborne School, 3 ; Basin
School, 3; Bayou Bridge School, none; total, 20.
To the Girls' High School-Robertson School, 7; Hoe.
pital School, 11 ; Bayou Road School, 5 ; Rampart
School, 8 ; St. Ann School,5 ; Bayou Bridge School,
none; total, 36. A number of pupils, offered from
different schools, were either rejected upon examina-
tion, or taken on trial. The number of pupils now in
the Boys' High School is 5 ; and in the Girls' High
School 95, of whom 16 are still absent. For these
particulars, (not being able to attend the meetings of
the Board,) we are indebted to the politeness of the
Secretary, Mr. Cassard.

The Third District School Board met on Monday
evening, Judge Duvigneaud in the chair. An elec-
tion for teachers was had. Mr. George H. Gordon,
late Principal of the Washington Boys' School, was
elected Principal of the Boys' High School, in place
of Mr. Halloran, resigned ; Mr. A. Dietz was elected
Principal of the Washington Boys' School, in place of
Mr. Gordon ; and Mr. James Lancaster was elected
Principal of the Night School-[which school opened
for the season last evening, at the Fillmore School-
house, on Bagatelle street.] The number of girls in
the High School being one hundred and six, and too
many for the teachers previously employed, another
assistantship was created, and Miss Dubhayle elected
to it. Owing to the great numbers of children crowd-
ing in upon the primary departments of some of the
schools, the Board formed three new primary depart-
ments, of two classes each, and elected teachers to
attend to the same. Proposals for building the new
schoolhouse for girls on Mandeville street, were re-
ceived and referred to the appropriate committee.
The schoolhouse is to be a large structure, on the
plan of the Fillmore School, but with more conveni-
ences for the ingress and egress of the pupils. Mr.
Cuvellier, the Superintendent, reported the number
of pupils registed in the schools to be 2101 ; 1064
boys and 1037 girls ; and that the average attendance
now is 1571 ; considerably more than at the -opening
of the schools last year. The schools generally were
getting on finely.

Fln.--An alarm of fire on Monday night, was re-
ported false. The report, and not the alarm, proved
to be false. The material was the negro quarters at-
tached to Mr. John A. Whittaker's residence, on
Apollo street, between Philip and First, in the Fourth
District. Nothing else was burnt.

STanuoca AFFArl.-Capt. Montgomery, of the
steamer Republic, was seriously injured on Monday
evening, by John Pritchard, second-mate of the
steamer Decatur. The most circumstantial account
of the affair we have heard is this : Pritchard, intox-
icated, went aboard the Republic, and behaved rather
noisily, upon which Capt. Montgomery wentato him
in a peaceable way, put his hand on his shoulder, and
got him as far as the companion-way, in his desire to
get him off the boat, when Pritchard suddenly drew
a bowieoknife and stabbed him. He did not draw the
knife from the scabbard, but gave the blow with the
knife still in the scabbard. The blow, however, was
so desperate, that the knife forced itself through the
end of the acabbard, and gave the Captain a serious
and painfil wound through his ribs. After that,
Pritchard was fallen upon and pretty badly beaten
by others on board the beoat, and was finally taken to
the First District lockh-up. The Captain was brought
ashore, and his wound examined. It was not thought
to be dangerous. His boat, yesterday, had to leave
without him. Pritchard, upon arraignment before
Recorder Summers yesterday, declared he had no re-
membrance of the altiir, having been drunk at the
time. He was sent to the Parish Prison.

CAirItnsN ExrLoosoi.- A camphene lamp ex-
ploded in a house at the corner of St. Louis street
and Exchange Alley, on Monday night, and badly in-
jured a woman who had it or was near it. The
flames consequent upon the explosion were extin-
guished before any damage was done to the house.

the boots, without leaving their quid pro quo in
either cash or negotiable paper. Lehde soon found
that he had been did; told the Chief of Police about
it; and the Earl who walked off in the boots, is now a
tenant of the 'boose; from which he will probably
issue something less than an Earl.

SrnaaonDE oF FaEONTo.-Juolcs Fremont, who
stabbed Winm. Briley, at Dryades Market, a week or
two since, and who has ever since managed to elude
the vigilance of the police, came out from his retreat
yrstcrdayfand surrendered himself to the First Dis-
trict police. Briley is reported to be out of danger ;
and it was this report, of course, which induced Fre-
mont to surrender.

"Rtr•rn•n; A Saw."--This is generally considered
a good thing, the victims whereof mostly stand treat,
etc. Michael Sweeney, however, is an exception to
the role. Going into a groggery, on Sunday evening,
at the corner of Love and Enghien streets, Third Dis-
trict, he was met by a man named Kennedy, a
stranger to him, who exclaimed, "Is that you, you
d -d sonuof a b--h!" with which he threw a knife at
him a la Bobbyshecly, big Indian, whoop! But the
knife missed, the savagerous Kennedy then grabbed
up a hand-saw and gave Sweeney a chop across the
back, which would have cut him in two, had the saw
been a meat-ax. As it was, Sweeney was severely
wounded, and had to be taken to Charity Hospital.
We did not hear whether Kennedy was arrested or
not.

There
was one drawback to their appetite for business, how-
ever ; and that was the appearance of the cramped-
up court room, and its beggarly furniture and miser.

there was no present help, and so all hands settled
down, philosophically, to do their best under the cir-

shade of a tree. We believe that Judge Hunt and
his oficers would almost as soon go back to the prim-
itive fashion, and conduct their trials in their under-

clothes, amidst the trees of Jackson Square, as to un-
dertake to support the dignity of modern justicee in
that miserable and abominable court-room. But of
this, no more at present.

Mr. Foote, the District Attorney, after the reading
of the minutes, opened the busmneos of the day by
recommending the discharge of the following parties,
there being no further cause of prosecution against
them: Miary Ann Slowey, Lionel Dumas, Robert
Devine, Wmin. Kine, Frank A. Hart, Carlos Zacharie,
John Dais, and Catherine Wipel or Wiebel, all charged
with larceny, and Charles Kuhn, charged with as-sault and battery.

Mr. Foote then filed fifty informations for larceny
and assault and battery, and oneinformation for dog-
stealing.

DacEaso oF A GREAT ENGINEER.--Freign papers
announce the death of Mr. John Macgregor, of the
firm of Todd A Macgregor, Glasgow, the greatest
builders of iron steamships in the world. This firm
was the first to commence building large iron stenamn-
rs ; this was in 1839, since which period they have

constracted one hundred, varying from 1,600 up to
3,000 tuns burden. They are the principal owners of
the steam line between this city and Glasgow. Mr.
Mlacgregor had charge of constructing the bulls, his
partner that of the engines, but both were thorcugh
bred practical engineers.
