RUSSIA AND THED UnITED STATrES.
The Interests of the United States and the great

Rassian Empire are beoopming more extended and
Istimate every year. Our increasing settlements and
trade in California and Oregon on the Pacific are
bringing our country into more direct intercourse with
tbhe Rissan possessions on the Amour river and the
Asiatic coast as well as with their dominions in the
north-western portion of this continent. This trade
and intercourse will assuredly increase in the future,
and as the two nations have always been on the
friendliest terms, and as the Russians have always
been kindly and attentive to all Americans who have
visited t-heir country, and evinced the strongest dis-
position to draw closer the bonds of amity and good
will, some information regarding their territories in
Asia may be acceptable to the general reader.

The American Geographical and Statistical Society
lately met n New York. From a paper read before
the Society by Mr. John Disturnell upon the " Rus-
sians in Asia," we are enabled to collate some valu-
able data. A scientific expedition was announced to
start from St. Petersburg under the auspices of the
Russian Geographical Society, which may be ex-
pected to add greatly to our knowledge of the im-
mense tract of country lying between the Caspian
sea and the confines of Affghanistan or Cabool, lying
contiguous to British India. It is conducted by M.
Hanikoff, formerly Consul General at Tabrez, in
Persia, accompanied by a numerous staff of savans
and officers of the Topographical and Mining De-
partments of Russia. The travelers were to embark
at Bakoo, situated on the Caspian, in north latitude
41 deg. early In the spring of 1858, for Astrabad, and
proceed inland to Khorassan, Meshed and Herat in
Affghanistan ; from thence proceed to lake Bnarmon,
and up the river Helmand, if possible, as far as Kan-
dahan, returning by Korna and Yezd to Ispahan.
Although this expedition ostensibly contemplates
nothing but scientific explorations, there is little
doubt there are political objects connected with it.
At all events, each step of the route between the
Caspian and the British possessions in the Punjab
country, lying contiguous to Western China, will be
explored.

The Russians have another and more direct route to
Eastern China via Kiachta, lying south of Lake Bai-
kal, and thence across the Great Desert of Gobi to
Pekin, situated in N. lat. 40 0. This is the great
thoroughfare of commerce whereby the teas, silks,
apd other manufactures of China are imported over.
land late Russia, It is also the route, in part, from
China and Russia to the head sources and mouth of
the Amoor river, emptying into the sea of Ochotsk.
An American traveler, Perry McD. Collins, Esq.,
Commercial Agenton the Amoor river, within the
past year (1856-7) performed an overland journey
from St. Petersburg to the mouth of the Amoor, the
journey occupying one year. During his journey,
Mr. Collins stopped for some time at Kiachta and
Miamatteehin. These towns are located side by side-
The former is inhabited by the Russians, and the lat-
ter by the Chinese. The boundary line of the two
nations runs between them. They are both walled
in and fortified. At this point all the legitimate trade
of the two countries is carried on. To Miamattschiu
the Chinese convey from the interior their tens and
other goods on bullocks and camels, and to Kiachta
the Russians bring their commodities, and in this
way the trade and exchanges are made between these
two great rival nations. The trade which centers at
this point is estimated to amount to over thirty mil-
lions of roubles per annum, or about $32,000,000.

The lower portion of the great Amoor river, which
is said by some travelers to be even greater than our
own mighty Mississippi, is thus described in the paper
referred to above. The Amour, or Sack-hah-lin, as it
is universally called, is generally interspersed with
numerous islands. or rather it is divided into a num-
ber of channels, and its valley is very wide. The
navigation is difficult, but it is supposed the best
channels have not been discovered. All along the
river, from iMariensky to the mouth, on both sides of
the river, there are numerous Guillock, or native vil-
lages, and also several small Russian settlements.
There is very little trade as yet, and what there is, con-
sists chiefly in supplying theinhabitants with foreign
necessities. The Russian Government is said to be
liberal to settlers, and makes large grants of land to
them under easy conditions.

There can be no reasonable question but that the
Russian Asiatic trade is destined to be immensely
valuable, at no very remote period of time. The
world was but recently, as it were, informed of her
p•ssessions on the Amour river, and as the country
is represented as extremely fertile, needing only the
hand of development to make it prodigiously wealthy,
it is not likely that hand will be long withheld by a
Government erjoying the resources and power of
Russia.

The following extract from a letter, written by the
Heon. Francis W. Pickens, Minister to the Court of St.
Petersburg, gives some interesting intelligence. We
copy itto add force to to what is said above, and to con-
vince the incredulous that our trade with Russia on
this side, as well as on tire Pacific side, is destined
to swell to very large proportions:
I have Consuls under my jurisdiction through Asia

as well as Europe, and their reports and accounts to
me bring me into official commnnication with a large
portion of the globe. I had no idea that the actual
business of this office was as extensive and imporltant
as it is. We have large American merchant houses
in this city; and American ships at Cronstadt
are more numerous than those of any other nation
except Great Britain. Thirteen ships arrived this
season direct from Charleston and New Orleans,
loaded with cotton, without having touched at Liver-
pool at all, as has heretofore been the case. The di-
rect trade mostincrease every year. Manufactures in
cotton are increasing immensely about Mloscow, and
one may see loads of cotton here every day in the
streets, passing in the railroad for that point.
