The ~lcDolnogh Estate.

The Common Council, at the regular session of
Tuesday evening last, did a very good thing, in or-
dering the sale at auction of the city's portion of the
estate beqneathed by the late John McDonogh to
New Orleans and Baltimore. We believe this move-
ment will receive universal approbation; and hope
soon to hear that the agents of Baltimore have con-
cluded to follow the excellent example set them.
They will, most assuredly, if they are disposed to
consult the best interests of their trust, and acquire
the largest amount of money for the valuable proper-
ty belonging to the Monumental city. The money
market is excessively plethoric just now; the-holders
of hard cash are looking araond anxiously for safe
investments; and there can be no doubt whataver
that real estate is bound to appreciate in value, and
at the same time return good dividends to por-
chasers.

Despite the epidemic-despite the croakers-de-
spite all drawbacks-there is a greater demand for
houses in New Orleans at this moment than ever be-
fore, and thirty days will not elapse before there wil

l

be a larger population within our corporate limits
than at any former period. A mightier commerce, a
more lucrative general trade, and a more profitable
employment in all the multifarious branches of indus-
try, will be surtging through our thoroughfares, giving
life and animation to our stores, warehouses, work-
shops, manufactories, etc., in less than six weeks
from this time, than ever before known. Conse-
quently, and as an inevitable matter of course, real
property must advance, and lands and lots must ap-
preciate in desirableness and value. And, when the
city is thoroughly leveed and drained in accordance
with the provi-ions of the excellent act of the last
Legislature, we hold to the belief that its sanitary
condition will be greatly improved, and that its gene-
ral health will compare favorably with that of any
city in this latitude. Arguing from these premises,
which we maintain are good and sound, we reiterate
our expressions of satisfaction over the action of the
Council in ordering the sale of the estate of the de.
funct millionaire.

Some of the best and most eligible property in
New Orleans is held by this estate. As a general
thing, when improved at all, it is covered by misera-
ble hovels, wretched shanties and dilapidated build-
ing--nuisances and eyesores in the neighborhoods
in which they exist. Once sold, in the face of fair
and open competition, it would pass into the hands
of able and enterprising citizens, who would erect
neat dwellings, commodious warehouses and splendid
stores, on sites that are now disgraced by the meanest
sort of edifices. For these reasons, and many others
we would name if necessary, we hope the auctioneer's
hammer will commence sounding speedily, so that
our flourishing metropolis may be rid of the incubus
of the McDonogh estate at the earliest practicable
moment.

Talk on 'Chllllge.

There was more liveliness on the streets yesterday.
People are flocking into the city by bundreds. The
Jackson Railroad and the Memphis routes appear to
be the favored ones. Tihe weather was a prominent
topic of talk yesterday. By this time all the sugar-
houses and engines are in full blast; in fact, it is
splendid weather for sugar planters, and a good time
for coltton picking and haling. Buyers are not plenty
as yet, the mass of them having deferred their ap-
pearence ; they will, however, be along in numbers
in ten to lifteen days. As regards the views of Eng-
lish slinners, we learn that orders have come out for
Middling cotton to be laid down in Liverpool at 6d.
to ri;d. There is not much probability of these orders
being executed for the present. Our circulars that
went out from New York by the Africa on last Wed-
nesday for Liverpool was of the following purport:

Ctov.--)ur advices continue to be of the most
favorable charac'ter from all sections. We alluded in
our last to a reporlt of white frost on the 15th intt.
We are now advised that it occcurred on that date inl
Telnnesee, north Alabama and northern Georgia, not
cevere enough to do acny damage. No limit can be
fixed for the yield until a killing frost occurs, as all
conversant with the nature of the cotton plant well
know. Planters are bIoasting of the effects of the
continued line weather, their large pickings, etc.
Tile weather during September and October has been,
as one of our correspondents writes, " wonderfully
favorable fobr the cotton crop.i Our friends advise
us that the figures of 3,400.000 bales are no longer
tenable, and no estimate below 3,500,000 bales are
safe.

The above is from the circular of F. & L. D. Tal-
cott. In another column will be found the sales in
New York for the week up to the 27th ult. On the
same day Mr. W. P. Wright writes as follows:

The weather has been fine for another week, and
owing to tile better result of the gathering by indi-
vidual planters than was expected a month ago, a
general tendency tco larger estimates prevail. Many
leltters from tile conttoc grovwing regio encourage a
colle that tile crop may reach 3,500,000 bales. Noth-
ing can be known with even a comparative degree of
certainty until the occurrence of a killing frost.
There is a strong desire to encourage large estimates,
and this naturally leads to exaggeration.

A TvERRc.LE DEATn.-An old man named Daniel
Hamlmet was burned to death in Cincinnati a few
days ago. While alone he placed his elbow on the
table, and tipping it, the candle fell over against him
and communicated the flame to his clothing. lie
was instantly stitled by the flame, which spread ra-
pidly all over his person, and he could not call for
help.

A SrsorLAa ArFFAlr.-A Detroit (Mich.) paper
relates the following occurrence :

A colored boy about nine years old, named Charles
Points, who bhad just served out a term in jail for
theft, meeting a little boy named Drew, hardly five
years of age, told him to hold up his head and he
would cut it offJ The unsuspecting child obeyed,
when Points immediately drew a knife across his
throat, inllieting a gash about four inches in length.
The dullness of the knife alone prevented fatal conse-
quences. The deed appeurs to have been done out of
pure mischicl, and the young rascal lhas been sen-
tenced to the Htouse of Correction during his minority.

Fros OrrLO.S•s.--We exrtact the following from
the Opelousas Courier of Saturday last :
On Tuesday night last at about half-past 11 o'clock,

the wind blew severely from the south-east, blowing
down fences, trees and several dilapidated houses
about town. At about 2 o'clock the wind ceased and
a heavy rain camne pouring on us as if the cataracts
of heaven had suddenly bursted. On Wednesday
morning the weather was clear, altloughl tile wind
raied again at about 10 o'clock and kept pretty
brisk until the evening.

The nearer we are getting to the close of cotton
picking, tile more we are convinced that the present
crop will be equal if not above that of last year, not-
withstanding the visit of caterpillars in almost every
quarter o' our parish. Besides, it appeals that the
cotton is of a superior quality and invaribl:ly clean.

A sample of the sugar which is now making on the
plantation of iMr. Joseph Berurd, on Bayou Teche, in
this parish, has been deposited at our office some
few days ago, and can be there seen. It is the only
samlple wehave seen of this year's crop, but we do
not hesitate in prononmeing it tile very best quality-
the finest we have seen lor upwards of ten years.
Thlat article will certainly command a high price,
either for exportation or for home consumption.

FHuoM IOtLL Srlurss.--From the Iolly Springs
IIerald of Saturday last we extract tile following in-
telligance :
On Wednesday night last a heavy storm passed

over a portion of the county north-west of tIolly
Springs, blowing away fodder stacks, roofs of houses,
and scattering the deadened timber in every direc-
tion. Tile storm appeared to be conlined to a narrow
slip of country, but did considerable damage wher-
ever it passed. Most ot the fencini on the farm of a
friend, three or four miles from Holly Spriongs, was
blownl dow, and much damage done to houIses, etc.

Oir city has been thronged for tile last few days
with visitors to the fair. The hotels are crowded,
and hundreds are quartered with friends in private
houses. We are happy to congratulate the farmers,
planters and mechanics of Marshall, on the glowing
success of this their first exhibition. The show hak
exceeded tihe most sanguine expectations of its warm-
est and most zealous friends.

A Mr. Arney, in the Kansas (Bloomington) Panto-
graph, says: "Thoroughly saturate the place bitten
with the tincture of iodine, and give five or six drops
on sugar, and it will prevent any hbad effects from the
bite of a rattleanake."

ELECTIONS IN THE NORTHERN STATES'

[Br Tur NATIOnAL AND SOUTIERN LIrss.]

New York.
NEw YOHR, Nov. 2.-We have as yet received only

meagre returns of the election in this State.
Conklin, the Republican candidate, has been

elected to Congress in the Twentieth District.
Now Yo•e, Nov. 3.-The New York city vote for

Governor stood as follows: Parker, (Dem.) 40,881 ;
Morgan, (Rep.) 21,766; Burrows, :6947; Gerrit
Smith, ;3.

The Democrats concede the election of Morgan,
the Republican candidate for Governor, by 20,000
majority.

Only five of the Democratic candidates have been
elected to Congress from this State.

The Republicans claim the remainder of the dele-
gation.

ALBANY, N. Y., Nov. 3.--Reynolds, the anti-Ad-
ministration Democratic candidate for Congress, has
been elected over Corning by a large majority.

Sickles is elected to Congress in the Third District
by a very close vote. Maclay, Cochrane,Haskinsand
Clark have been re-elected to Congress.

Burr, Aministration Democratic candidate for the
Fourth District, has been elected to Congress.

NEw Yoan, N'ov. 3-Evening.-It is now reported
that Haskins, anti-Lecompton Democratic candidate
for Congress in the Ninth District has been defeated.

Massachusetts.
BOsTON, Nov. 2.-The returns, so far as received,

are in favor of the Bepublicans.
In Boston, Gov. Banks (Rep.) vote is 6,348, and

the vote for Beach, the regular Democratic candidate
is 6,357-a majority of 9 for the Democrats.

CHEss.-Letter from Mr. Mlorphy.-The London
Era, received by the Persia, contains a manly and
straightforward letter from Paul Morphy to H. Stann-
too, wherein it is stated that the insinuations in the
chess column of the Illustrated London News (edited
by H. Staunton) as to Mr. Morphy beingun provided
with funds, etc., "are not strictly in accordance with
fact." Mr. Morphy says he leaves the matter of ap-
pointing seconds and arranging prelimiagries with
the gentlemen of the St. George Chess Club, and re-
quests 7Mr. S. to fix a date for commencing the match.
We make the following extract:

Permit me to repeat what I have invariably de-
clared in every chess community I have had the
honor of entering, that I am not a professional player
-that I never wished to make any skill I possess the
means of pecuniary advancement-and that my
earnest desire is never to play for any stake but
honor. My friends in New Orleans, however, sub-
scribed a certain sum, without any countenance from
me, and that sum has been ready for you to meet a
considerable time past. Since my arrival in Paris I
have been assured by numerous gentlemen, that the
value of those stakes can be immediately increased to
any amount ; but, for myself personally, reputation
is the only incentive I recognize.

In the match with Mr. IHarrwitz Mr. Morphy re-
fused to receive the amount of stakes. Mr. Harrwitz,
after being beaten in five straight games, pleaded ill-
ness as an excuse for postponing the match for fifteen
days, which was longer than Mr. Morphy, owing to
previous engagements, could remain in Paris. Mr.
Harrwitz, however, was not too ill to play with all
others who wished to meet him at the Cafe de la
Regence.

The letter referred to above is not printed in the
latest News, Mr. Staunton excusinglits absence on ac-
count of a want of room. It is to be feared that Mr.
Staunton will avoid the match. If the so-called King
of chess does meet the American boy, we shall see
chess played as well as it can be. It will then be for
Mr. Staunton to jostify his contemptuous criticisms
of Mr. Morphy's games, and Mr. Morphy will, for the
first time, have an inducement to play as well as he
knows how. Private letters state that Mr. Morphy
will probably return home before the close of the
year.

York Herald gives, briefly, the following account of
the fearful tragedy which took place in that city on
the night of the 20th ult :

An appalling tragedy occurred at the residence of
Mr. Francis Gouldy, a retired merchant, residing at
No. 217 West Thirtieth street, on Tuesday night.
The eldest son, Frank, a young man, nineteen years
old, returned home about 10 o'clock, after all the
liruily had retired. His fatherchided him for keeping
such late Leurs, and spoke to him about his extrava-
gant course of living, when the youth retired to his
room, vowing vengeance on tihe whole household.
Arming himself with a hatchet, knife and pistol, he
soon afterwards proceeded to execute his ellish in-
tention. Descending to the bedroom where his father
was sitting, he struck hiu in the head with the axe
until he was insensible; then turning upon his
mother, he attacked her with the same weapon;
then his brothers, Nathaniel and Charles, aged four-
teen and six years, who ran to the assistance of their
father, were assailed. The attention of the fiend was
then called to the two servant girls, Joanna Murphy
and Elizabeth Carr, and they in turn were also horribly
butchered : and finally the wretched young man
wound up the night's atrocities by blowing his brains
out with a pistol. Out of the six persons injured,

rohrally four will die from the effects of their wounds.
Twoe of the sufferers are already at the point of death,
namely, Mr. Gouldy and Joanna Murphy. Altogether,
the atlisir was one of the most horrible hatcheries
ever perpetrated in a Christian community.

Tire NEw ExPEDInTIO.-Under date of the 27th
ult., the Washington correspondent of the New York
HIerald writes :

It is feared in diplomatic circles that the appear-
unce of the IBritish West India fleet, and General
Walker's emigrants at the same time, at San Juan
doel Norte, will lead to serious complications between
England and the United States. The Walker men
are to go as emigrants, and if the British, at the re-
quest of the Nicuraguan Government, molest them,
that act will most likely involve England with this
country. Much will depend upon Sir William Gore
Ouseley.

Tutr MOrRISStEY AND IEESNAN SPI IT IN a COLORED
Ctrr'ttn.--IFor some months past there has been much
driticulty in the colored Calvinist Baptist church at
New lBedford. The cause of the dissensions is a
dillerence of opinion as to the honesty of the pastor,
Rev. Wm. Pastor, in regard to the church funds. A
council had acquitted him, but their verdict was not
satisfactory to tie opposition, and at a business meet-
ing held in the church on Monday evening a regular
fight came off for the possession of the church
records.

The pastor was beaten of by a Irs. Nelson, armed
with a cricket ; Mr. Secretary Dunlap received upon
his new suit of clothes the contents of an oil lamp ;
James Rich was extensively beaten and kicked; a
young girl, who was sheltering Dick Johnson tinder
her seat, was attacked by a Mrs. Bush and her four
daughters, and so seriously injured in the sides and
abdomen as to require the care of a physician ; a Mrs.
Castle was assaulted outside the building. Both men
ard women fought and swore, and the conalict was
iecoming quite general whet the nolice were called
in and put a stop to it.

7. The public authority, before which the hearer
of the passport shall first present himself, shebll sub-
scribe the same, and write at the foot thereof, "The
bearer goes to -," inserting the name of the place
mentioned by the bearer, who shall present himself
with his passport, certified as aforesid, before the
public authority of the place in which he may have
decided to reside; and the two afoesmid public an-
thorities shall immediately give notice to the Minister
or Secretary of Foreign Relations, that such penson
has appeared as required.8. The Consular Agent at San Joan del Norte, and
the Commandant of the port of San Juan del Bar,
shall insert in a book, to be respectively kept by
them for the purpose, the names of persons rtrving
with passports by every ship or vessel at each of aid
ports respectively, setting forth the places to which
they are going, and shahl also give to the Minister of
Foreign Relations notice of all persona who have
landed from the ship or vessel.
9. All foreigners attempting to enter the Republic

without a passport, in the cases in which it is re-
quired, ahall be considered as suspected individuals
and may be compelled to leave the territory of the
Repoblc by the same place and in the sanme ship or
vessel in which they arrive.
10. Ships or vessels arriving with passengers at

San Joan del Norte, or atany other port of the
Republic, shall receive on board the agent or officer
that may he appointed by the Government for the
purpose of enforcing the faithful performance of these
regulations.
11. The poblic safety of the Republic requiring,

under present circomstances, that all its ports shall
not be opened for the transit of passengers to Califor-
nia and other foreign places, nor for the purpose of
receiving colonists or emigrants, such transit and the
introduction of colonists or emlgrants, can only take
place by the ports of San Juan del Norte and San
Juan del Sr, until the new regulations or orders are
made on the subject, and such colonists or emigrants
shall not be allowed to take with them arms of any
kind that may be used in war.

ATr.rATIC TLEGRAPH.--Prof. Manry closes an
admirable paper on the contributions of the National
Observatory office to the Atlantic telegraph enter-
prise, in these words :

The investigatlons of this office go forth and war.
rant other conclusions of much importance touching
the future progress of submarine telegraphy. They
satisfy me that no sea is so deep or so stormy but that
an electric cord may be safely planted in the still
waters at the bottom: that the currents and storms
which agitate the surface do not reach far down into
the depths below; that under the pressure of the
deep sea there is no decay; even those mites of little
animals that inhabited when alive those microscopic
shells which Brooker's reel brought uip from the bot-
tom for ns, are,there is ground to conjecture, preserved
for ages down there ; heoce, submarine cables will
last lifetimes at the bottom of the deep sea ; that
hencelorward wrappings of iron wire about submarine
cables for the deep sea may bedispensed with ; that,
except for the shoal water, no future cable need be
larger than the gutta percha chord which encases
and isulates the conducting wireof the Atlantic tele-
graph nod that submarinelines of telegraph,though
the prime cost may be little, but not much more than
that over other lines, will henceforth prove the
cheaper in the end, for, being once down, they will
require no repairs in the deep sea. Only ns they
conme from the depth of the ocean to the land wilt
they be liable to injury.

ToaNADOES AND Loss or LIFE IN EASTEnu R MIS.
stssorr.--From the Mobile Mercury of Tuesday last
we extract the following intelligence:

We learn that terrible tornadoes occurred in per.
tions of East Missisoippi on the nights of Tuesday
and Wednesad last. That of Tuesday night occur-
red about 4 o clock P. M., and passed through the
western portion of Jasper county. In its course it
struck the plantation of Josiah Moody, and the re-
port that teaches us is that every house was swept
completely away and their fragments scattered far
aloug the whirlwinds' path, and with them almost the
entire family swept into eternity, Of thirteen per-
sons in the house at the time, the lifelcssand mangled
bodies of nine were picked up by the neighbors who
assembled the next morning. Some of these were
carried a great distance along its track by the awful
power of the storm. Two others, the wife of Mr.
Moody and his little daughter, were found alive, but
so severely wounded that no hope was entertained of
their recovery. But one of Mr. Moody's family, a
little girl, escaped, who Is expected to survive, but
with considerable injuries.

A man who seems not to have belonged to Mr.
loody's family, but was staying there, escaped with

so little injury that at daylight he was able to pro-
ceed to the house of Mr. Dickinson, who lived the
nearest by, with his sad message of death and destruc.
tion, and in quest of assistance. There he found the
houses all blown down, but no one killed, Mr. Dickin-
son's house being just upon the verge of the storm
and not receiving its foll force. The neighbors
gathered to the scene as fast as the news spread, and
after search found all the missing-the nine dead and
two supposed to be mortally wounded-as stated
above. A son of the old man, with a young wife and
infant, had arrived on a visit to his father's on the
evening before. They were all lost. Of the further
progress and ravages of that tornado we have heard
nothing, but fear it is not hll told.

On the next (Wednesday) night a hurricane passed
through a portion of Clarke and Lauderdale counties.
It seems to have been less violent, but not unattended
with loss of life. We hear of the death of a negro
belonging to a Mr. Brewster, in Lauderdale county.

The full details of the destruction of life and prop-
erty by these terrible tornadoes have yet to reach us.

EXTRAORDINARY REVELATION IN ResstA.--Brother
Jonathan at some of his Tricks.-The London News
of the 16th contains a letter from St. Petersburg,
which makes the following remarkable disclosure. It
is no doubt greatly exaggerated :

The result of the calculation lately made by the
well-known astronomer, Prof. Struve, of the Uoiver-
sity of Dorpat, relative to the true geographical posi-
tions of St. Petersburg and Moscow, and the distance
between the two capitals of the Empire is, that the
actual length of the railroad is, by astronomical ob-
servations, no less than .S8 wersts (about 60 miles)
shorter than its nominal length of 607 wersts; or, in
other words, that the government, for whose account
the railroad was constructed, has had to pay about
one-seventh of the value, or twelve millions of roubles,
more than it ought to have paid. As the rolling stock
of the St. Petelsburg and Mhoscoiw Ratoilway is furnish
ed by an American company, who are paid forthe
same at so much per wrest, It follows that in this
quarter the government have been paying also a
most fearful overclharge. The poles erected alsug
the line to denote the distances, have been er stemat-
ically tixed in the wrong paisces, so as to mislead both
the government and the public.

The Etlperor was in the most violent state of ex-
citement os learning the above, and gave immediate
orders for the strictest investigation into the ficts of
the case to be made, with the view to inflict the most
summary punishment on the parties inculpated in the
nefarious transaction ; but as so many persons of the
highest raok and importance are compromised in the
aflitir, it is not likely that the investigation will be
continued, but on tte contrary, the matter will be
hushed up, to prevent the pablic scandal of the real
delinquents being exposed, and made to suffer the
penalty they so richly deserve for the share they have
taken in this atrocious fraud.
