In s",m
places it is so short that it looks as if it had beer
mowed (with a saw) only yesterday ; in others it i
quite long enough to make very tolerable hay.

The proprietors of other hack gardens ic our
vicinity seem aware, either frlom experience or in
atinct that nothing can he made of these retreats
and leave them just as they find them. They cal
them with an honesty which we cannot yet quite
bring ourselves to emulate, black-greens aso gardeuc
they bear, almost exclusively, clothes props and
empty bottles.
