A wee or more ago we quoted extracts from a
leeci .Delivered, by Mr..Seward in the Senate last

winter, as well as from his lately spoken Rochester
speech. We did this for two reasons. In the first
place, that remarkable man is the fore-ordained can-
didate of the Black Republicans for the, next Presl-
ency,with a promising chance of success; and in
secod_ place, he is the undisputed leader of the
ttcal horde that now govern the entire North

almost without exception, saving Illinois,and is bound
to continue their leader, whether success crowns his
-eplrantomi or not, as long as he lives, and his mental
faculties remain unimpaired. He is the life and soul
-the head and front-the moving spirit and vital
powey-of the Abolition and Black Republican or
ganizations, and of all the organizations and isms,
whose chief rallying cry is hostility to the South and
embittered hatred to the institution of domestic
slavery. The fallen angels expelled from Heaven for
rebelling against the ALiMoory could no more have
got along without the Devil Incarnate to reorganize
them, and lead them forth to deeds of evil, on this
fair and beautiful earth of ours, than could the Black
Republicans get along without their leader and
Archangel - William H. Seward. According to
Milton the demons of Pandemonium lay powerless,
helpless and supine, in their place of .puishment,
until the superior intellect, cunning, tact and will of
Satan infused new life and vigor into them, and led
them to hope for new victories in other spheres. We
regret the parallel does not hold good further. The
imps of darkness never triumphed at all. Their
first attempt at disturbing celestial harmony was
duly rewarded. They were incontinently driven out
of heaven into hell. In this country, which has here-
tofore been the paradise of the nations, the prospect
Is that the diabolical spirits will prevail, as they have
prevailed to a fearful extent, that good patriots and
Christians will be crushed down or driven away, and
that the plotter of all the mischief, the main support
of the infernal power of Abolitionism and fanaticism,
will be elevated to the chief place in the confederacy,
or rather, that the chief place in the confederacy
will be dragged down 5a his iniquitous level. He
has already prophesied triumph, and his chief priests,
scribes, and the captains of his motly but formidable
hosts, are daily assuring their myriad followers that
the day of final victory is close at hand. The Abo-
litionists and their leader, and the Devil and his
myrmidons, approximate each other very closely in
character and intentions. Both desired and desire to
destroy the best government in their respective
spherees, to reduce order to chaos,to substitute hatred
for harmony, and to bring utter blight and ruin
ipon fair and glorious fabrics. We wish the fate of
the latter could be made the fate of the former, but
we are unable to discover much ground on which
to base a practical, intelligent hope.

The Rochester speech of Senator Seward created a
deep sensation; and well it might, for not a week
elapsed before an election took place which resulted
in placing the government of the mightiest State in
the confederacy directly in the hands of his devoted
friends and adherents, and three weeks before, and
on the same day, similar elections resulted in a simi-
lar manner, with a solitary exception, giving him, as
it were, the complete control of the free States of the
North. His words were ominous and prophetic. The
elections verified them almost to the letter. No
wonder there was a eeusation. There was reason for
a powerful and all-pervading sensation among all
patriots in the land, and especially in the South,
against whose people his thunders were launched as
with the voice of doom.

But this Rochester speech has been spoken of by
the timid and conservative as so radical and rabid,
so destructive and threatening, that it would arouse
the patriotic and cause a re-action all over the country.
Some of the old fogy newspapers of the North pre-
dicted that this would be the case, and the prediction
has been re-echoed by a portion of the old logy press
of the Somth. These people, in their anxiety to cry
" peace, peace, when there is no peace "--when
everything betokens war, cruel, malignant, unrelent-
ing war-forget, either designedly, or omit igno-
rantly, one very important consideration-one great
and telling fact, which is this: The Rochester speech
of Senator Seward was neither radical nor rabid,
when contrasted with previous speeches dclivered by
him in the United States Senate and elsewhere. On
the contrary, it was rather mild and considerate;
and the arch enemy of the South at Rochester evinced,
indirectly, a disposition to let us off more cheaply
than on former occasions.

To demonstrate this fact, as well as to show that I
he represented the views, interests and policy of his
party correctly, at Rochester and in other places, we
propose quoting unquestionable authorities. To them
we invite the earnest attention of the Southern peo-
ple ; and if they ponder them carefully they will find
that the Rochester speech was less radical than for-
mer speeches from that intellectually mighty and
mightily bad man.

In a speechlat Cleveland, Ohio, in 1148, he declared
it an error to suppose-

That slavery has any constitutional guaranty which
may not be released and ought not to be relin-
quished.

In the same speech he also said:
Whenever the public mind shall will the abolition

of slavery, the way will open for it. Slavery can he
limited to its present bounds. It can be amnlierated.
It can be and it muat be abolished, and you and 1
can and must do it.

Again, in a speech at Albany, New York, delivered
October 12,1 55, Mr. Seward ramarbked:

Slavery is not and never can he perpetual. It will
be overthrown either peacefully and lawfully under
this Constitution, or it will' workb the slubversion of
thle Constitut!on, together with its own ova rthnrow.

These passages are stronger than anything that
can be found in his Rochester speech; and they
abound inr abundance throughout the Senator's public
record.

Besides, thereis scarcely a prominent leader in the
BIlack Republican ranks who does not go as far, or
further than Mr. Seward. This proves that be is not
in the advance of their pernicious doctrine. For in.
atanee:

Senator Hale, of New Hampshire, in his letter of
reply to the invitation to address a mass meeting of
the Iriends of Fremont in the city of New York, in
August, 1856, said t

I lookt forward, hopefolly, for tihe day when the
word slave sbhall be without practical merraring in thia
or tile Eastern Continent ; when nriversael lanr shall
stand erect as God intended he srould, calling no
man lord or master stve the comnen Father of us
all, and recognizing rn goverrnlent save tlhat whiich
is foundted on tIe prineilples of eternal justice and
universal rights of hrumanity. If 1 did not believe
that tIhe election of Frelmont and I)a3ton would be a
step in that direction, the movement would receive
little syrnpathy from rale.

Senator Wilson, of Massachusetts,irn October, 18i5,
in a speech at the Tabernacle, New York, said :

We saall overthrow the Shirave Power of tIe Reprbh-
lie ; we shabll enthrone efreedom : lr ll aboliahl Slivery
in the Territories ; we shall erver the National lGov
eramenat from rall leponsibility for Slavery and all
connection witll it ; and then, gentlemen, tihen when
we have pat the nation, in tile words of Mr. Van lIu.
rean, openly, actively and perpletually on tile side ot
Freedom, we shall harve glarilorra Illics in thlr Soutlh.
We shall have generousn bravo, gallant aen rr~ e ulp
in the South, whol will in tieir own tilae, il thel'
own way, for the interest of the master sliand bond-
mas, lay the foundations al a poilicy o' emanci ration
that shall give freedom to three and a thai t eiliaron of
men in America.

The Bunlflo Black Republican platform of l18-•,
which nominated Mr. Van Buren for the Presidency,
the rnomination resulting in the defeat of Gen. C('ass,
declared that thie object of the party then formed was
"to maintain the rights of Free Labor against the
aegresslons of the Shave Power, and to secure aFree
Soil for a Free People ;" that the settled polic y of the
nation at the formation of the Union was " to limit,
localize, and discourage Slavery ; and to this policy,
which should never have tben departed from, the
Government ought to return ;" and lastly, that 

" 
it is

the duty of the Federal Government to relieve itself
from all responsibility for the existence or continuance
of Slavery wherever the Government posscSSes consti-
tutional authority to legislate on that naljet."

The Pittsburg Black Republican National Conven-
tion of 1852 declared in its platform :

That Slavery Is a sin aganest God and a crime
against nila, which no hurman enactment nor oauge
can make right ; and that Christmrsity, hmanity
and patriotism alike demand its abolition ; that no
permanent settlement sf the Slavery questiru can be

otked for, except in the practical recognition of the
trenth that Slavery I sectional and Freedom national;
by the total separation of the General Government
from Slavery, and the exercise of its legitimate andenstitotinnal Influence on the side of Freedom.

The Philadelphia Black Republican Conventlion of
1856 denounced slavery in the bitterest terms, and
went far ahead of Seward, even whea in his most en-
venomed flights of denunciation.

We have now presented enough proof, we hope, to
convince our conservative thiends everywhere that

Senator Seward was not in advance of the music at
Rochester, and that hisspeech is bound to receive the
a support of the party to which he is attached, and of
which he is the acknowledged leader and champion.
