There was some talk yietelday regarding the
accounts btought by the Canada. which we laid be-

fore our readers in exteneo in yestedapy's isuen. Mid-
d!ing tOrleano cotton being quoted at ;Id., it is about
time, the talk is, to consider whether the public has
not been lerld atry and deceived about the great in-
crease in coun•umpti-n, or whether or not produetion
has not overtaken consumption. It will not bh foir-
gotten that about one year ago there was a tremend-
mou ons!aughl on the cotton in England--prices fell
from ced. to, .t-l. and Gd., under limited ,tocks, as well
as large consumption, though occasioned by the
criss. The ttock in Iiverpotl, on the :;tli Ocntober,

lo7l, was 317,'l7.: bales. The stoek on tie 30rth
October, I-; , (per baia s advi,'e-) wat 111,111 balen.
Bly the (anall.t, one week later, it is reported to be
1210,000 baIle.l ; and yet, with the supposed great in-
crease inl coasumption, the ti trket ha; declined a half

penny in tIhe lat four weeks. There has been many
misconceived opinions advanced ndnd promulgated re-
gLrding thi.great increase of cnsumption ; but as
large as it is. tie preduc:tion aptpears to keep pace, as
will appear iey tie following table.

It will be perceived there are no etimates, calcula-
tions or views advanced regarding the future. The
table is one of figures and laete, open to criticism and
refutation.

There is to much vague ao-ertion concerning the
enormlous consumptiont of cotton that it may serve
the general inter•st to have plared before tIle cotton
public the authentic lilures of, the real consumption,
especially as few of those mo-t intere ted possess

either the iadu-try or the detire to keep the facts in

sight. Subjoined are the authentic figures for the

Western wvrld ; if it is tobc, time will show-if not,
ditto: the cot 'g debutatfe has a fiery ordeal of crit-
icism to p cs throngh before she receives the verdict
of our dictators of musical taste.

The opera wat Resiui's "Barlber of Seville," and in
mute expesctation thie auditpry awaited the rising of
ite curtain. Tihe first performer of note who con-

frounterd them en drbut wasu Monq. Lucien Bourgeois,
first light tenor, and quite a young man apparently.
lie p,asesues a pleasing voice, but of only medium
lpower, urnd is graceful and ensy in action. He per-
s;nated .Le CoLnde Almacira. Next came Mons.
Brcr'e, the new baritone, who fIttered forth upon
thc stuge as the immortal Fignro, the barber. He
di-,llayed tihe ;ualities of a fine actor and singer, and
a tlcrough appreciation of the requirements of that
vivacioiu reole, whichl he played and sang admirably,
and amid much applluse. Mr. Beauce was upon the
Orleans b•ardo six or seven years ago, and is said to
Ie nnlclh imuproved.

Finally, the event of the evening occurred-the first
glimpse of [Mlle Cordier, which the balcony scene
atlbrded for a moment until the envious doors of old
Burtlholo'a mansion shut her from the thousand pair
of eyes which were fixed upon her.

This may he our own
liult, in not sitting the opera through to its late ter-
minitation.

Cordier will prove a fa-
vorite, though it there is any capital against her the
"Colsonitcs" will make the most of it. It were un-
wise, as it might be unjust, to judge her, so young
and inexperienced, on the merits of a first appear-
once. Mons. Jolly, in Bartholo, made tis introduc-
tion as second basso, and is competent to till that de-
pcartment of the season's business at the Orleans.

Onc Saturday cvening "The Barber of Seville' will
be repeated, and we advise every one that it is a treat
to see and to hear it.

Oiu Sunday evening next, Frederic Soulie's five net
drama of "Clotilde" will be produced, when M'me.
Ilouteville, sustaining lirst part, and Messieurs Ultre
and Grevin will malie their debuts.

We will add, by way of P. S., that M'lle. Cordier is
quite inetty, and that Hlarper's portrait of Piccolo-
uaini rather resembles her.
