In the Claiborne Advocate of the 10th, we find the
following ptaragraphs:

ThIe bulk of the cotton crop of this parish has been
saved, and we are pleaa,:d to learn frmt our planters
Sthat tle crop will turn lot maueh better than was an-
ticipated in the early part of the set.-on. It is now
believed that two-thirds of a crop will be made in;

There was a white frost at this place on Saturday
morniing last.

PaESENT CONDITION OFr JEDDan.-A Cairo corres-

pondent of the London Star attributes the massacre
of Christians at Jeddah less to religious fanaticism
than to secular motives, the native merchant, having
long looked with jealousy upon the monopolizing
movements of the Greek merchants. Of the effects of
the bombardment of the place, in retaliation for the
m•ltaacre, the same correspondent says:

If it were of no consequence whether the lives
taken and the property destroyed by our countrymen,
at Jeddahweru the lives and property onl the innocent
or tile guilty, C shonld feel bound to say that the fuil
tale of satisfaction has been already rendered. Many
people-tradern, pilgrim, and, pearhatt, even a few
of the resident inelhaitanns, have perished--some by
ehot and shell, but olure by huger, thiret, and priva-
tions a nil lkinds ; by the lance of the Bedouin, and
tile sahres of the Turkiah troops, sent rot the double
purpose of Ipniahmnent and protection. At the date
of the laCt advices tile town was deserted : food was
e•arc-tly to he had, except at farmine prices.

with his surveying party, consisting of about thirty

Americans, occupied three hooues in the center of the

town directly between the oppoing parties, and if an
attack had been made upon him he would have hoist-

ed the American flag and fought under it, being well

armed and having plenty of ammunition, and a brig
in the harbor mounting two nine pounders. Lieut.
Mowry was also there ready to lend assistance with

The civil war was ended by the surrender of the
authorities to the rebels. After getting all they de-
manded and obtaining a guarantee of immunity from

prosecution, the rebels reinstated the authorities.

The Americans were not attacked, owing to their

firm position and their declining to surrender their
houses to the rebel leader.

BURNING OF THErI Still' Joli ELLIOT TAYER.--On

the 1)1th of September the clipper ship Edwin Flye
arrived at Guaymas from Patoa Island, loaded with
guano: Captain Weaver, officer and crew all well.
The Fle Flyv brought down from Patos Island the captain
and part of the crew of the clipper ship John E.
Thayer, whiich was lying there loading with guano,
when, on the morning of the 13th of September, she
was discovered to Ie on fire, and was soon after
burned to the water's edge and sunk.
