Talk oe 'Change.

Saturday was a stirring and lively day on thestreets and landings. Here, there, and everywhere,
were to be seen the devotees of commerce, all striving
to bring the week's business to some seort nf a close,
mut there is no such thing as closing business at this
time. It is accumulating and increasing so rapidly
that it bits fair to get ahead of those engaged. Poy-
dras, Tcl npitoulas and New Levee streets must now I
come in for a share of talk. The receipts of Western I
produce are large and on the increase. Our usual
customers are buying freely for the different markets
which rely on this city for supplies. We note that
the receipts of flour now foot up 360,000 barrels
against 260,000 for the same time last year. Of corn,
120,000 sacks against 100,000. In bale rope and bag-ging there was a large increase. As for pork and
bacon, it is too early, but they will come fast enough,
as soon as cured. Our Western merchants talk con-
fidently of a large increase, and can challenge compe-
tition with any market. The entire West can rely on
speedy sales, prompt remittances, and as we have be-
fore asserted, lower charges than in any other mar-
ket. In coffee, the receipts continue large, but there
is an immense country to be supplied through this
market. Sugar factors and gimlet rangers talk con-
siderable about the damage the saccharine encoan-
tered from frost ; nevertheless, they will make a good
show and obtain good prices, as the consumption is
increasing. The receipts of sugar foot up to this time
31,000 hogsheads against 10,500 for the same period
last year; 4:1,000 barrels molasses against 19,000 last
year-and the talk is, we are going onward beyond
our most sanguine expectations. The avalanche of
folks arriving in our city still continues. The talk is,
where are so many thousands going to find house
room? Too many, we fear, will be grievously disap-
pointed in meeting with immediate employment.
Every arrival from Europe will bring more or less.

Carondelet street was in good feeling, and cotton
still reigns as sovereign. The grand feature of the
closing operations was the announcement of the
Tehuautepec steamer Quaker City, (since arrived at
the levee.) Although It was late in the evening the
intelligence soon spread, and caused the greatest
enthusiasm. If New Yorkers spent a hundred thou-
sand dollars in celebrating the laying of the Atlantic
cable, our city ought to certainly spend more than
thirteen dollars, which was the cost of the salute fired
by order of the General commanding the Legion on
the arrival of the Quaker City on her first trip. How-
ever, we will be moderate in our joys and exultation
at the result, and coincide with the many inter-
changes of congratulations expressed yesterday.

The steamer Calawba arrived yesterday, bringing
$~50,000 from New York, the consignees of which
will be found under the financial head.

Later intelligence will be due this evening or to-
nmorrow from Liverpool-one of the screw steamers of
the Canadian line, or the City of Baltimore for New
Youk of the 10th November.

TIE HOwARDo Assoctalton.-We publish else-
where a most interesting statement of the doings of
this worthy Association during the late epidemic, and
the Treasurer's account showing its financial condi-
tion, and that its means were well nigh exhausted in
the good work, fuotwithstanding, the aid which
they round themselves obhged to appeal for at a late
day. It will be obrerred that they treated 3,41- pa-
tients, losing but 771 of that number, and that their
disbur.emrents nearly reached the sum of $45,000 on
the varis,s accounts which are specified. The apoth-
ecary and supper bill exceeds every other, next in
amount is that set down to general relief, after that
the nurse bill, then the hospital, and next the Doctor
bill, and so on to the minuti.a. The avetage expendi-
ture f'qr each person treated or relieved was about
e!even dillars.

This exhibit shows the money expended, but it
does not show the unwearying care and devotion, the
sacrifice of every personal comfort and convenience,
the nights and days of trial in miserable hovels, and
at the bedsides of degraded and suffering humanity,
tihe forgetfulness of self, and the mortifying of every
natural impulse of humanity which assailed the mem-
bers of the Associiation, as they pursued their noble
work, but which f.iled to induce themt to hold their
hands until there was no longer work for them to do.
All this. tie report of the Association does not show,
alnd in its full extent cannot he known or appreciated,
but tihe whole community feels its obligations to the
banded brethren of the " tlowarda," and the fame of
their good deeds has trumpet tongues to tell it to all
the world in the gratitude of the unfortnrates who
experienced tile beneflit of their miuistrations.

The first annual meeting of the Mercantile Library
Association of New Orleans tuck place last Tnesday
evening, at the Library, corner of Exchange Alley
and Canal street. The attendance of asaecribers wal
large, and the showing of the first year'sexlitence of
the Association, as made by the President, Mr,
Breaux, was alike creditable to the enterprise and
gratifying to all concerned in it.

We publish this morning an exhibit of the doings,
and of the financil history and present condition of
the Society. Brief as has been its existence it has
abundantly manifested its capacities for usefnlness
and its claims to high public consideration and en-
couragement. Such an institution may, indeed, cer-
tainly be styled a desideratum in a commercial com.
munity, and so undonbtedly will become the object of
the fostering care of the community of New Orleans.

For a Library only a year old, the present exhibit
is highly flattering. Not only is the collection of
books large, well selected, and valuable, butthelist
of magazines, periodicals, and newspapers, regularly
provided, is a feature of especial excellence.
