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Talk on 'Change.

After thirty hours of rainy, drizzling weather, the
clouds gave way yesterday morning, and the business
of the week commenced most auspiciously - that is,
if large receipts of cotton, sugar, molasses, and pro-
ducts of the West, come under that category. The
talk was of the numerous arrivals from the interior
and from sea. Our shipping and steamboat list tells
the whole story. The European mails by the Vander-
bilt came through yesterday. The correspondence
received was not general, and we must wait the ar-
rival of the Canada's mails of the 6th instant, which
will be due on Friday next. It was not very activd
on Carondelet street yesterday. There was some talk
about cotton. Of course, it is cotton in the morning,
cotton at noon, and cotton at night. There is an
abundance of means here to move tihe large receipts,
and no want thereof is expected for some time to
come at least. The commercial barometer is ascend*
ing. New commercial firms are in progress of forma-
tion; new foreign agencies are contemplated--in
fact, there is a great influx of competitors for the
gigantic trade of the Crescent City.

On the 29th of October accounts were received in
Liverpool of heavy white frosts in Carolina and Geor-
gia; but it appears no influence was brought to bear
favorable to the cotton market by these accounts,
which were forwarded from New York on the 16th of
October. As regards any damage to the crops at
that tinme, these advices were premature in that re-
spect. In the general talk there was a good deal said
about freights. There were no engagements above
the rates paid last week; and, with many large ves-sels now due, it will be a hard task to get a further
advance. Tlhough the large tqantities of sugar and
molasses, intended for Atlantic markets, will sustain
the inquiry for medium sized vessels, or rather those
which in old times were called large vessels,say from
250 to 400 tuns, and in more advanced periods fair
sized. A vessel of 300 tuns is now deemed a small
affair. We note the charter of a ship at NewYork of
1,030 tuns, to proceed to Savannah, (;a., and load
with cotton Iot Liverpool at ;d. This is a low figure.

It will thus be seen that shippers are paying in this
port over one hundred per cent. more than in New
Yolk. Our shippers are paying I 3.1- to li cents to
lavre. By the above it will be seen that the rate in
New York is only t cent. To Liverpool our shippers
pay -lh;d. by the entire cargo of 3,00t1 bales or more.
In New York a few straggling hundred bales can be
shipped at 4 and 3-11;d. Sbipowfners may complain
of charge- and low freights, but there is no port in
the United States, nor in any other country, where
they are better compensated (one year with another)
than ill this olten abted port of New OrlaouLs. There
is no extortion perctied here a la Q()!uarantine. New
York. Ve-eis canu obtain a cask of water without
paying tn Mrs fr it.

The levee and landiens are fully occupied, and
there is no l eging on the street--i. fact. there will
be iheatvy rec-ipts of produce thi week.

M2essrs. Eds.-Having a little leisure, I thought

a short letter from an old friend might prove of some
interest to you. The only excitement which pre-
vailed hereabouts, during the past summer, was at-tributable to the passage of a quarantine law by the
police jury of the pariah. Its provisions were man-
fully sustained and supported by Its advocates, and
all was done that could be done, under the idream-
atances, to faithfully and impartiallyexecuto its man-
dates. It is the intention of thepolicejury, welearn,
to make, in due time, more extensive and ample ar-
rangements in regard to this matter for the coming
summer. Buildings of fall dimensions are to be
erected at the different stations, which will greatly
add to the comfort and convenience of those who.may
be qoarantined.

Every citizen in this section of country feels a just
pride in the advancement and prosperity of your me-
tropolis, and anything which may conduce to the
health and happiness of its citizens ; but so long as
that fell destroyer, the yellow fever, continues to pre.
vail in your midst during the summer months, it will
destroy, for the time being, all intercourse. We sym-
pathize as much as possible with you, and deeply re-
gret that some plan cannot be suggested and adopted
by which our great Southern emporium might rid
herself of such a scourge. So long as the epidemic
pays Its annual visit to your city, the people of this
region will be compelled to adopt stringent quaran.
tine regulations for the protection of their homes and
firesides.

We have now permanently established in Franklin
the "St. Mary Mutual Insurance Company." It is in
active operation at this time, and promises-judg-
ing from the commencement they have made-to he
one among the most prosperous companies in the
State. Two hundred and twenty thousand dollars
worth of stock, to this date, has been taken, princi-
pally by the planters of St. Marywith the probability
of increasing the amount to five hundred thousand
dollars. The stockholders, in the selection of a Board
of Direction and of Trustees, have displayed consid-
erable foresight, as they are all gentlemen of busi-
ness habits and large property owners. The Presi-
dent of the Board brings to his position energy and
ample dapacity. The Secretary, who has been clerk
of our District Court for twelveyears, although a new
field of action has been opened to him, goes on ac-
tively, efficiently and promptly in the discharge of the
duties of his present vocation, which is one of great
responsibility.
The recent cold weather has entirely killed the bud

of the sugar cane. Our planters are all actively en-
gaged taking off their crops, and the yield, so far,
has been very good. We have a gentleman among
us, from the Lafourche, (Mr. Francis Lombas) who
has imparted a secret to many of our planters, which,
whoen used in boiling, greatly improves the quality
of the article ; andt on some plantations where, for
years past, a very inferior article of sugar has been
made, they now turn out a very superior article.
The recent freeze has been more prejudicial above
us (for instance, in the parish of St. Martin) than
here. If nothing should occur to thle cane to in-
jire it, before the grinding season ends, there will be
at least 30,00 hbhds. of sugar made in this parish.
The crop above this will, however, be short,

It is truly cheering, after the dullness of the sum-
mer months, to witness the return of business and ac-
tivity. There are several boats now running in the
Teche for the transportation of freight and passen
gets. besides several others that are in the lightering
business, towing schooners as far as Barry-Stake,
laden with sugar and mola.ses for Northern and West-
ern ports.

We have had Mr. Charles Wilson among us forsev-
eral months, taking the likenesses of all the beaux
and belles of our parish. Hte, as a cenotypist, is a
perfect master of the art, and has done a "store-
house" business here.
The Crescent is still os popular as ever in this re-

gion. You are certainly aware that the Opelousas
Iuilroad cars maake daily trips now ?
