ment. At an early hour in the day the arrival at New
YoTrk of the screw steamer City of Baltimore was an-
nounced, with dates fromrn Liverpool up to the 10th.
The cotton market is eprepresented as being active for
the three business days following the weekly reports
o' the .th, though some letters quote a slight de-
cline in extreme low grades of cotton-Middling
.Orleans being quoted at 6 15-16, would indicate an

advance on that quality of a sixteenth. For once in
five or six weeks the telegraph advises that accounts
from Manchester are more favorable, with a better
demand for goodo. The price of consols are quoted at
9- for money, howing an advane ; which, of course,
materially aided our cotton mtrket yesterday--about
as much as the course of tile wind to-day. Breadstulti
and provisions are reported dull, as will Ie seen on
reference to the dispatch under the usual head. The
talk is, that some operators in the West who went
into the grain and flour market last July and August
will suffer serious loo-es. Those farmers who held
over their stocks from ltst year will now have dull
markets under two crops, except solme little quanti-
ties said here and there to meet ordinary exllpendi-
tures. They will undoruhtedly have to submit to lower
prices than have ruled for years. Consumers will, of
course, be benefited, and cheap bread and cheap
money will go hand in hand, so far as the great
Southwest is Enacerned, where work and labor of
every kind is ahundant. There is some talk of the
combinations between steamboat hands and levee
laborers not to work under a stipulated price, and to
prevent those who will not join in the crusade from
obtaiinig worrk, even at two to two dollars and a half
per day. There is a law which reaches these combi-
nators, and a few examplet will remedy the evil
under which employees have suafered. Steamboat
captains and owners are tile greatest sufferers, and
shipowners have been obliged to saibmit to extraordi-
nary aexactions. The talk ia, that thouaonds who
ihave rer eive the aid and charity of our charitahle
acstciatica, the past season, horn no inconsiderable
part of the persons alluded to.

of a banqunette on the levee at the foot of Caustom-
house street; it recommended opening of water plag
on Vllerestreet, oppositeTreme market. Thereport,
with acc,,mpanying resolutions, wan adopted.

Im-atine i man about 55 yearaof age, of medium heieht,
slihltly ihclited tlttmbotfirtl, oi paole tcomplexitn,bluish grey eyes, and brown hair slightly spr nkled
with grey. a promrnent forelhad and termples. overwchh ran blue veint and crow's feet wrinklei. a heavyulettr jaw, and thick under lip, makes lis lace one
that would seereely pass unnoticed. His eye had butlittle animation. Its fire seemr to have burned out,but hit wit is brilliant as ever. He evidently prideshIimself much on this power. When he was naking his
observatinn of a patient, his eyers started firom his head
and rolled around; but seemed to fix themselves on
no object, and his remiarks on a case were Irequently
interspersed with exclamations and short samyins,calculated to irowduee a laugi. tie is a great actor.anid his vast knowledge in ail departments of science
would have made him conspirotits in any professiol.
Although he is a native of Aimnael ng bore in
America, it is said be seldom or Inever nentiono the
ausieot. Ricord, we believe, is a nativeof Caltimore.
