REPORT
To the Council. of the City of Note Orleans on the

Coditreon of the New Orleans, Jackson and
Gream Northern Railroad Company, by the Diree
tor rerseseting the City in the Board of Direct'
orn of that Company.

r l the erlonrable Coouell of the City of New Oranns :
' Gentlemen: - The undersigned, appointed by

'yoar bonoetble body to represent the interest of the

ci ty of New Orleansin the Board of Directors of the
New Orleans, Jackson and Great Northern tailroad
Company, feeling it to be their duty to advise the
SCouncilof its present condition, prospects and policyrepectftlly submit the following report:

On the first of April, 1858, a trial trip was suce
cesmfully performed from this city to Canton, Misst
A few days afterwards, a daily train was restablished
from New Orleans to Canton. In reaching this
point, the Company achieved a great and decisive
soccen. The imporlance of the enterprise, nas rigi
nally conceived, was no longer problematical. Rela
tions were at once established with other routes that
secured the certainty of travel and freigtlt, whose
value exceeded expectation. By the Mississippi
Central Road,a speedy steam communication was
made with Cairo and all the western lines, while by
the Memphis and Charleston route eastwardly, a
union was effected with the Tennessee, Georgia and
East Virginia improvements. Nearer the city, on
the East, the Sothern road promised aeces to Ala-
bama and the South Atla;ntic coasts; and on the
West, established connections with the Mississippi
rivher, and with the Vicksburg and Shreveport line,
which stretches out ultimately to blend with the
Southern Pacific, across the continent. It thus be-
came the great trunk road of the country, gathering
in contributions of travel and traffic from innumera-
ble quarters.

But the first step in these results, the most difficult
one to accomplish, was not made without creating
serious emharrassments, and seeming to jeopard the
future progress of the great enterprise. B hen we
entered upon the discharge of our new duties, the
uffairs of the Company were in a critical condition.
The stock. was offered at a discount of upwards of
eighty per cent. Its creditors clamored for payment,
while the Company was without credit, and could no0
use its actual resources without serious loss. No dis-
position existed among the people of Louisiana to
contribute means for further constructlon, and neither
the city nor the State could he called upon, with any
hope of success, for additional aid. At that period,
the debt of the Company, not including the bonded
debt, was $1,333,731 29.

Scarcely had the new direction had time to survey
the prospect before them, when suit was commenced
by Messrs. George Peabody & Co., for the sum due
them, in addition to which, suits had been previously
instituted by Messrs. Dent, Hudson & Co., T. C.
Bates & Co., and others, for sums amounting, in the
aggregate, to upwards of two hundred thousand dol
tars. The diffitculties which harrassed the Board,
were thus increased, and the task of restoring credit,
and advantageounsly sing its resources, was made
still more difficult. The predictions of failure ut-
tered at the excited election for dircctors, by those
who, in view of the embarrassments of the Company,
had become convinced the road must finally stop at
Canton, seemed to the public apprehension about to
be verified.

Assuming so responsible a trust, under such cir-
cOmstances, the first duty that pressed upon the
Board was the speedy arrangement, on the most ad-
vantageous terms possible, of the debt that threat-
ened the very existence of the Company. Had not
the new Board from the beginning, determined in
accordance with the views of the stockholders,
whose opinions they more especially represented, to
disembarrass the Company of its pressing debt, and
restore if possible its lost vitality, its financial condi-
tion here faintly described, would have suggested
this as the only prudent, nay the only practicable
policy of safety and of progress. An agent, the Hoe.
J. K. Elgee, was therefore sent to London to attempt
to arrange its foreign debt. He succeeded in paying
the full amount due to Messrs. Peabody & Co., and to
Messrs. John Henry Schroder & Co., with accumula-
tions of interest, protests and costs. The settlement
made is perfect and final. The obligations of the
Company which they held have bees caeelled by
the absolute sale to them of firhet mourtgage bonds of
the Company, at seventy five cents in the dollar,
principal and interest payable in New York instead
of London, saving for the Company some ten per
cent. that would have been lost by exdcange, etc., it
they had been made payable in London.

Pending our agent's negotiations in London, the
claim of T. C. Bates & Co. was settled in full by com-
promise, and, after the settlement, the Circuit Court
of tihe United States gave a judgment in favor of tie
corporation in the suit of Dent, lHudson & Co., and
the Board was relieved from the odium of being cited
before the courts of the country as delinquent in
meeting obligations, claims, etc. In regard to tile
floating debt, the directors determined at all early day
to adopt a new policy. The practice had irevailed to
obtain loans to suit the necessitles of the occasion,
pledging bonds as collateral security. The iprctical
effect of this course was to compiound interert upon
tihe loans, which, in the large operations necessary to
meet pressing demands, proved a serious drain and a
constant loss. The new policy has been to makee i
final sale of the bonds instead of attempting to nego-
tiate short loans ; and with the proceeds of these
sales to take up the floating debt as rapidly as practi-
cable. The undersigned bave reason to congratulate
tihe Council and ithe friends 'of the road Ullon tile
success which has attended the efforts of the Board.
Little difficulty has been experienced iu finding pur-
chasers of the bonds at favorable prices. .Most of
those sold have passed into tile hands of our orwe citi-
zens, showing a degree of conlidese in the succe.sos
of our great enterprise, and of the policy edopted by
the Board, thlat is truly gratifying, When thle lnder-
signed entered upon tihe discharge of their duties,

The undersigted cannllot but Iae here to contrItt
the finoacial condition of the Company at the present
time with that of April last. 'Thlo it woo, snder
protest, sued fro lalgu alnouuots, and witllhout credit.
Now Its matured debts are all estingui-hed,l all
claims against it are paid on demand, and it is tibl
to effect loans, if needed, on tie most favorable terms.
Then the conidence of the public was destroyed, aod
even somle of its friends feared tlhat th! road would
be seized and sold. Now it begins to be regalded as
a succesfuil enterplrise. and to promise the filliltellt
of the hopes entertained by the or'igilll projeetoLs.
Thle busiess of tie road has increacd in a most ftlat-
tering manner.

The estimated receipts for the preset year, tfrom all
sources, are $1,000,000. Until the M1ississippi Ceni-
tral road Is conmpleted it is estimated that the grlos
income will not fall shirt of this annual sum. That
consummation will bring sources of income higher
and better than the read has yet enjoyed. After tlhe
connection is completed by rail over this route to Ten-
osseae, the receipts cannot fall short of $2,000,000
annually. The amount already received during the
months when business ts nece,.arily light, and the
rapid increase of the freehbts and travel since the 1st
of October, render this estimate a safe one. We have
just began to understand tie capacity of the country
already penetrated. The cotton alooe, to be received,
will form a very important item of th. amount autidi.

nted. An eemwoe freight of 1200 bales is Ibrought it
eaitinffd, it will be months before the entire i-cI fed
its way to market. An important way traflicisrapld
ly springing up along the whole route.

Real estate hat
increased from 500 to 1000 per cent. along the entire
line of the road, and this mostcreate, ere long, a way
business which of itself will be an important item il
the Company's receipts. The extraordinary increase
of travel and freights, as well as the acquisition ol
the contract for the transmission of the mails, made
it necessary, early in the seeason, to prepare for an ad'
ditioial daily train from each terminos of the road
The epidemic in New Orleans, arresting all busti
ness operations and making it dangerous for those
not fully acclimated to enter within its limits, retard.
ed the company in making the necessary addition to
the facilities demanded by the publie. New locome-
tives and additional engineers were, however, se. ured.
so as to seize the first opportunity of successfully
meeting its expectations and enlarging our means of
business. Daily, two pasnenger trains now start from
each end of the road-one in the morning and one in
the evening, in addition to the freight and other
trains, and the passengers seem scarcely less on each
than just before on one train. Such a result more
than meets the most sanguine expectations in regard
to the estimated receipts for the current year.

The policy of the present Board has been to extend the
road beyond Craton, as contemplated by its original
projectors, and demanded by the express terms of the
charter, and ly the strongest pledges of the Ciompany
given to Missiesippi, wheni accepting from her mate-
rial aid to accomplish what has been achieved of this
great enterprise. But it was never coutemplated by
the most ardent friends of this policy, heedlessly to en-
cumber the road with a fatal burden of debt. Exten-
sion as rapidly as possible-extension as the ultimate
point of all labor; but not in such a manner as to de-
stroy the very end wuich it was their highest ambi-
tion to accomplish.

A misapprehension, not of the views, bet of the
means by which the new Board designed to redeem
their pledges to the stockholders and the poblic, has
prevailed to a considerable extent, which we take
this opportunity of officially correcting.

The issue presented previous to the election of the
present Board, as understood, at least. around the
council-table of the Company, was this: Shall the
work terminate at Canton, and the contemplated
road through north east Mississippi, to sonme point
where it would cut the boundary of Tennessee or
Alabama, be fiually suspended or not ? The friends
of the present Board favored extension. It seemed
impossible to adopt any other course without injustice
and hbad faith to ill parties-the State of Louisiana,
the City of New Orleans, the private stockholders in
the State of Louisiana, the State of hlirsissiplpi, and
the private etockholders in that State. Sound policy,
and a desire to make the road coutribute to the im-
provement of the business, and add to the com-
mercial superiority of New Orleans, also urged, with
irresistible force, the same conclusion.

The original subscriptions, made by individual
citizens of Louisiana, by the city of New Orleans, and
by the State itself, were made to a road that was to
connect with the Tenneesee river, and not to one
terminating at the village of Canton. It is so
described in the charter. The first projectors of the
great enterprise had large and expanded views, and
it was not their object to build a merely local road,
but one that should be the trunk line of cmlnnurica-
tion between New Orleans and New York, running
as nearly as practicable on an air line, after reaching
a specific point in tile aidjoining State.

The progress of the wlork dvelo[ped new and un-
exoected advantages of the entire route originally
conteiplated. It veritied the soundness of the viewsi
of those who, with the map before them, and the ca.
pacities of the country to be penetrated, well under-
stood, planned the great work which is in connection
with kindred enterprises, we believe, destined ilti.
mately to change tile commercial center ol this Re.
lpulblic. Other States took up the links of the great
chain that was to bind together the Northeast Atlan.
tiu and the Gulf States ; and when this new issue
was presented to the public, this great Iighway of
internal commerce and passenger transit was in pro-
gress along the whole line to be traverstd be-
yond the limit. of Mlissiosippi. Could those whio re-
presented the New Orleans, Jackson anrd Great
Northern Railroad yield to thie lirst serious olistacle
in tile waiy of i'oerrsO , the pcculiarcadvantages ot tite
whole route, by adoptlihg, insted iof the original line,
a road that caused a detour nearly to the neighlbor-
hood of Memphist to accomplish the eonnection with

sippi, would all have been furieited bty a final aban-
donment or the policy o' thie ctensioun. upon the
cdnditiutn that the road shall be icompleted in ielt
years to a point where Missisilppi and 'Tennessee or
Alhtb.tma intersects, all the right. of tile Comipany in
Missir.siippi depend.
