Some days ago, speaking of the bold and manly
course of the Mobile IRegister towards Judge John A.
Campbell, Associate Justice of the Supreme Court of
the United States, we said we should not be surprised
if the editor of that paper had " been incarcerated in
a prison, and heavily lined, for daring to express his
honest opinions in his own journal :-opinions which
we commended in tle strongest language we chose to
bring to bear at the moment.

lReferring to these remarks, our Mobile cotemporary
on Wednesday morning last says :

So far as regards this peril which our New Orleans
.otemlporary aplrehends for us, we k-now not, nor do
we care, in how far we may stand in it. We have
heard hints and surmises here that we were incurring
that danger ; but no such considerations can disturb
our equanimity, or swerve ss with one feather's
weight from the line which duty and riolism pre.
s:erilbe. We cannot he frightened lrom'rlr propriety
by the terrslt of attempted tyranny in this tree land
of law, while " trulth is powerful and public joustice
certain." As little can we be alarmed by the ele-
phant of King Pyrrhus as corrupted by his gold.

What is said above is right. It is true. Aye, more
than that-it is brave and American-like. It speaks
a language we all understand. The press of this
country is responsible in law for the errors it may
commit, but its editors cannot be incarcerated in dun-
geons because an arbitrary Judge so decrees. There
is an appeal-an appeal to the people-to the people
of intelligent heads, honest hearts, and brawny arms.
The time has not yet quite arrived for the rule of
Judge Jeffries on that portion of the North American
continent known and designated on the maps as the
United States.

Talk otl '('hange..

The great activity in business, the large crowds
and gatherings of citizens and strangers, the im-
mense quantities of produce arriving at our landings-
which have been the theme of remark every day of
this week--seemed to increase yesterday. Canal
street was a perfect jam from an early hour in the
day till towards night. Our great Boulevard will at
this time vie with any street in America. Wall street
and Broadway, New York, do not show the activity
and liveliness which pervades our chief avenues, nor
do the wharves of the East and North river (with
steamers and vessels from every part of the world)
exhibit the trade in amount which is now going for-
ward in this city. The weather furnishes much for
comment in the way of casual remark. Visitors and
non-re,:dents exclaim, " do you call this your winter ?"
Yea, we do call it our winter, and possibly, with some
occasional culd snaps, we may have similar weather
for three or four months to come. ttere we are, not
twentyllive days from the termnination of a severe
epidemic. and it is not out of the way to assert that
our population has increased forty thousand persons,
and more adding to it daily. We may well talk of
our wonderful city, its cast and varied allurements
and indlueements, exnlt in its natural position and
advantages for commerce. its unrivalled credit and
snolveny, its commercial and financial standing with-
out a blemish or a stigma. The talk among visitors
of observation and intelligence is. that we are a
wonderful add astonishing community. Our charita-
ble and bileevolent astociations and institutions, the
thou-aol acts of aild and assistance to thie destitute
and needy, are talked of in the most comrmendable
minner, and in future it will be slficrient for a resi-
dent to say, " I aml a citizen of New Orleans," to
command e-teetn and admlratlion wherever e may
happen to go.
In tile bnry hounts of business, incidents and

events of the late epidemic are brought forward. In
the constant din and turmoil of daily trade, nor re-
turning merchants cannot but he renlinded of many
they lcit behind full of hope, confidence and energy,
now numbered with tile departed. The G(od of Mlam-
mano does, not yet rule supren e in the daily talk.

It was active rand lively on Carondolet street, and
Camp street can conme inl fr a share of the general
brinknes. The t.lk is, that all that is wanted for
Camp n treet to maintain its supremacy, is the taking
lp the cobblie sone lpavement and relay it with
r~plosre b!owks of stone. The citly authorities, under
the last esta:tute- reguPatirng the pavemnent of streets,
cannort at without the alpplic tion and action of the
property hlo!drs. Should the project tbr laying a
railiway through the street be carried out, the repair-
ing of tile street should be a chief point in the im-
provement.

C Trrndelet street wilt undoubtedly Ire repaired ere
long-the cotton trade can bear the expense, though

ters of an officer of the Powhatan to the Philadelphia
Ledger, written during the recent visit of that vessel
to Japan. Mr. Harris, it will be remembered, is our
resident Consul there :

The manner in which Mr. Harris and his secretary
went to Jeddo is interesting. The Emperor sent him
a body goard of 120 men, and had comfortable honnes
pot p along the road for him to pa the night in.
:e also sent him largesedan chair, carried by 12
bearers, and so roomy that he put a matres into it
and reclined at fall length when he was tired of sit-
ting. It is only about 70 miles from this place to Jed-
do; but the country isn so rgged, add the rods so
had lth first part of the way, tat they were seen
days in accomplibhing the disntse. Every night
they stopped at one of the coslfotalie bhoren, which
had been prepared expressly cn li aeeemand after
an early breakfast, reasmed their road. Upon arriv-
ing at Jeddo, they were lodged in the moat commo.
dions quarters, treated with the greatest respect and
attention, and granted interviews with the Emperor.

The reader is or conree aware that every one, for-
eigner or Japanese, who has heretofore approaehed
the Emperor, has been required to do so uepon his
knees. This custom they were determined to adhere
to in the present case; bat, somehow or other, it had
never before been no difficult to"bell the cat." "Wi
was tospeaer to Mr. H- about it? " that was the
question. Finally a Japanese Doogles stepped for-
ward and offered to brace his huge shonlders to the
task.

Speaking of Commodore Perry, I asked him how
the Japanese had treated the expensive presents
which that officer had presented them on the part of
the Government, three or four years back.
" ell, I know I'm going to surprise you, now," he

replied. 'You know that Commodore Perry gave
them, among other things, a circnlar railroad, an en-
gine and tender, and a brass boat-howitzer-one of
the Dahlgren guns. They have a large house built
for the salekeeping of this railroad, and every now
and then take it out, lay the track, get up steam,and
then away go a dozen or more high officers upon a
circular pleasure trip. Japaney e engineers have
charge of eeerything, and are never at a loass in the
discharge of their duty. 1 suppose that they will
soon have a track laid from Kaonagawa to Jeddo, bht
I doubt if the railroad will pay in any other part of
Japan ; the country is too broken. As for the 'boat-
howitzer,' they have had one thousand cast exactly
like it, and mounted them in the forte of their differ-
ent ports. And now here is something else that will
surprise you. Upon both fourths of Julythat I have
passed here, and once upon Washington's birth-day,
they fired a salute of twenty-one guns with these how-
itzers. Mr. Heuskius and myself attended, with the
American flag flying, and the people exhibited the
greatest good feeling and enthusiasm. One might
have almost imagined them Americans."
" What have they done with the electric telegraph

that was presented them ?' I asked.
" Little or nothing, I think. But I am not certain.

They are making astonishing headway, however,
in the groundwork for future intercourse with the
world.'
Mr. Harris speaks most interestingly of the feats of

the jugglers, and of the theaters of Jeddo, as well as
of the extensive stores. He says that the Prince of
Cinano, (Cinano-no-Kani) to whose particular care
it seems the Emperor confided his comfort and
amusement, lfancyiog that he was having a dull time
in the immense house that had been appropriated to
him, called ap some of his jugglers to perform before
him and help him pass it. One of them was the
" Anderson '" of Japan. His feats were so wonderful
that I am almost afraid to write them. I wish it dis-
tinctly understood therefore that I am only repeating
what Mr. Harris told os. and what we conseqosently
believe. Here are some of his feats :

No. 1. He took an ordinary hoy's top, span it in
the air, caught it on his hand, and then placed it
(till spinnogi) upon the edge of a sword near the
hilt. Then he dropped the sword point a little and
the top moved slowly toward it. Arrived at the very
end, the hilt was lowered in turn and the top brought
back. As usual, the sword was dangerously sharp.

No. 2 was also performed with the top. He spun
it in the air, and then threw the end of the string
back toward it with such accuracy that it was caught
op and wround itself already for a second east. By
tir time it had done this it had reached hin hand and
was ready for another spin.
No. 3 was still performed with the top. There was

an upright pole, upon the top of which was perched
a little house with a very large front door. The top
was spun, made to climb the pole, knock open the
said Iront door, and disappear. As well as I remem-
ber tie hand end of the string was fastened near the
door, so that this was almost a repetition of the self-
winding feat.
But feat No. 4 was something even more astonish-

ing than all this. He took two paper butterflies,
armed himself with the usual paper fan, threw them
into the air, and fanning gently, kept them flying
ahout him as if they had been alive.
" He can make them alight whenever you wish !

Try him !"' remarked the kami (prince) through the
interpreter.

Mr. H-- requested that one might alight upon
each ear of the juggler. No sooner expressed than
complied with. Gentle mundolations af the fan waved
them slowly to the required points, and there left
them comfortably seated. Now, whether this com-
mand over pieces of paper was obtained simply by
currents of air, or by the power of a concealed mag-
net, Mr. II---- could not tell or ascertain. One thing
however was certain-the power waos there.
