Sabbath Hour.

Ihave the prlvilee--and that is a great privilege
I am perpetually being reminded-of residing in the
most respectable city of the most respectable nation
in theuniverse. " How will it look?" and " Whnat
will they say?" are the questions which it is so con-
tinually propoundig to itself, that it has forontten,
in many of its internal regulations, to consider" How
will it do?"
The indomitable virtue of its edicts, theirefore, con-

t•uttig thermselves occasionally with the weak ues of
our mortal natme, has obtained for it, from some, the
designation of the City of Whited Sepulchres. I need
not say, however, that such persons (who are rather
numerous, nevertheless,) are by no means taken any
account of by our cltizens, bnt are spoken of by them
with a pity that is not very much akin to love, as The
Godless. Our ity washes her hands of them-a moral
ablution at once so inexpensive and satisfactory that
it performs it on the slightest provocation--aud is
pure. It was but lately proposed by one of our
rulers, that no vessel shall bh permitted to start upon
the Sabbath from oar city's port, and when some
unregeneorte member of the council suggested that
that would not prevent the ship arrivi•g upon the
Sabbath day at the ports of others, he was met with
the characteristic obhsrvation of "that is their own
lookout."

We do not indeed altogether object, I think, to see
the wicked misbehaving themselves; it atlhrde es i
pleasant comparison, imparts a certain sense of 5-
enrity and provides inflammable material for the
fiery eloquence of otr favorite preachers. To look
upon one-half ofoar respectable city--thot moiety
which comes prinipgally under the observation of
strangers--you wold imagine it, and rightly,to con-
tain nothing but well-to-do responsible inhabitants,
who have each their sitting in this or that select
conventicle, admisoion to which is commonly only to
be obtained by ticket, and where the doctrines enun-
ciated would suggest a somcwhat tsng arrangement
in future. The poor, the dirtythe ill-lodgesl-•al the
miserable sinners, in short-are kept in the other
haltof our respectable city to themselvee, and out of
eight. To cross from one to the other on the Sab-
hath day, is to behold a very remarkable social con-
traslt In the wicked half, the low shops of the gen-
eral dealers--so low indeed, that in some eates their
whole neighborhood appears udergbrousd-drive a
roaring trade in the other-the righteous muoiey in
which I have the great privilege of residing-the
very blinds in the private houses are drawn down.

On the second Saturday of my arrival with my
wife and family at these present lodgings, my land-
lady, an elderly maIden lady of extreme views, whose
stern asceticism of course precludes the scoiiciou of
dram-drinking, which certain features of her personal
appearance might suggest, requested to say a tiw
words to me before the Sabbath should dawa, as any
reference to earthly matters on such a day must be
pat out of the qruestion.
"I beg your pardon, sir, but I d1u hope that you

will givee directions to have your nursery blinds
drawn down to-morrowrr. The neighluors have com-
plained to me of their having been op last Sunday."
" Of whose having been up," I asked in complete

S:wilderment,
"The blinds, sir," replied the lady, folding her

arms.
t Is it wrong, then, to let my chilreon have the

light and air on Sunday, which they get in the waerk-
day, madam ?"
" I know nothing about wrong, sire' remarked tihe

my ascetic friend, with a pious sliver ; "me and youe
are as different as light and darkness, happily ; out
iels not the costom in this ciny to have the blinds
drawn up on the Sabbath day, and it shall not be
done in my house, 1 assure yon."

With my usual desire to uonciliate, I protesoted that,
rtther than hurt the religious feelings of tile neigh.
borhood, myself and family were ready to pass our
Sundays in the coal cellar.
" By the obe,' I added, by way of turning the con-

verstion out of its personal channel, " how ca 1,
obtain my letters to-morrow mornig, MrIs. Y acstarch-
skin." "

" To-morrow morning, sir, is the Sablbath.'
I did not wish to entol into the lists of argument

with this female theologian, who, in the oatter of
quotation, was, I knew, a text-revolver or thile mot
tremendous nature ; so I merely repeated my quoe-
tion.

"Prom ton to eleven. I believe," she raid, reser-
vedly, "the general post-office is open for the delivery
of letters upon the Sabbath, to such na derse -'c-
" Thank you," said I, interrupting her, "thalt will

do, my good woman. I did not chloose to tell her
that the child, which we hlad left behind us in the
country, was so unwell that a bolletin was sent t, its
daily ;and if I had done so, it would probably not
have affected lifss Macstarclhskin's views.O

The aspect of the principal streect in our city, at 10
o'clock upon a Sunday murniolg, is that of a ,lacei
which the plague has rocently depopulattod, aind
whlere tie It houses have gone into mournlllig oi thleir
late iuhabitanis. The train itsel:' hbits hulorried sway,
as i' ashaomed of an Erastisn railway-the onoly sone
which permits its wheels to revolve on thle Si-,balth
day-at earliest dawno, by way oif ions., dark tunnels,
bearing all the wicked people that could hie collectso
into the onsauctifled fields. The very steulo e o the
grim old Duke looks apologetic and deprcratoerv, io
eonsequence of being seen mounted loon horseha( k
in our city lpon such a day. 'he pavement has
scarcely a living creature upon its seourface esxe-pt the
cats, who are misled by the stiilness to imagineo tlhat
it is quite early yet, and see no oleason for pyttiig u
stop to their flirtatiors, Blut., inside the portico of
the General l'ost-Offire,tlhere is at this timne occulrring
a scene which befits the pit doloor of a mir ti llheaterlc
upon a Saturday nighlt, nmuch more thlno a loltlio 0,t-
lico upon a Sunday. The time (one-half iloour) al
lowed for giving out letters is co short tlhat eve ii'
tihe godless were so few as oior city delights to repore-
sent them, they would scarcely be all served withini
it. Moreover, althouglh the righteous d•, ot come
themselves for their letters, and plentifully anathe-
matize those who are bold enoaugh to do so. they send
their servants upon that errand in considerable noum-
bers.

Opposite to those grated windows-to the bars of
which those who have obtained a good position, at
first, hold on with a wise tenacity--is an expectant
crowd of enormous size, and of all conditions. The
stone staircase in the rear is filled to such a height.-
that upon the upper part you can see oitllthing but
legs, which it is the peculiar custom of out city to es
hihit in a primitive state.
In the outer hall, beyond, there is even a still more

numerous throng, who are only prevented freom por
ing in and compressing us into a jelly, by the etilrt
of several gigautie policelen, whose sluperior eleva-
tion is occrsioed ity their beiog raised by the unceas-
ing presuure off their feet.

The Black and White Beans,
OR THll. LOTTERY toF tIiF AND tDE.LTil.

From a chapter in the Austin (Texas) Rambler, of

the forthcoming History of the Atier Expedition, by

Judge F. I. Gilson, we copy the following :
The lottery, as the infernal schemne for the select-

Ing of human victims was termed, was arranged- in
tile following manner: A hundred and seventy-six
beans, seventeen black and the balatnce white. were
deposited in a crock, so covered with a uilk hantdker-
chief as to conceal the beans. This vessel, so prepl'lilt
with the issues oflifeand death, stood on a low wall,
about breast high, which sep•arated the oriso•ncrs
from the tMexican officers, and behind which the lat
ter were assembled to witness and direct the progress
of the most imlportant rtfle that morteal eres ever be-
held. The black bean, to the uufortunuurtc dra'c-r,
foreboded "the sleep that knows not wakin.:" tihe
white, exception from sach fate. For trie purpo.ot,
however, of sacrifiing as m lly oel the ellnit ,reas
possible, the latter were placed at tihe bttlm of the
crock or urn, while tile fonler, the black ieens, were
permitted to remain on top until the oftlicers had
drawn, when the vessel was shaken and it- cntl s
equally mingled. This mean trick au•frds a lively
aud by no means uncomntnon example of Alexican
notions of fairness and honesty.
