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The Washington correspondent of the New York
Times professes to know all abolt the views of the
Administration regarding the proposed emigration
scheme of General Walker. Under date of the 21st
be writes:

It appears that Messrs. J. Hessr & Co., of Mobile,
made application to the Collector of that port for a
clearance of the bark Alice Painter, with provisions
and pare, gers for Greytown. The cargo consisted
of flour, pork, beef, sugar, etc., and agricuntorai oand
mechanical irmplements, with a few articies of hrai,-
hold goods. Ietween three and four hunndred men,
calling themselves emigrants, were ready to embark,
with ,a view, it was stated, of brecoming resident cati-
zeisn of Nicaragua. The Coll, ctar learned from a
quarter not liable to be misunder-to•d, that the per-
sons who proposed to emigrate by tile vest.el were
fllrrnished with paoports from Senor Yrisarri, Envoy
Lxtraordinary and Minister or Nicaragua.

The notice of the clearance of the vessel was given
by General Walker. ]'rm what can he gathered
up on the subject, the Treasury Department has no
doubt that tile persons who have set on foot the pres-
ent enterprine, whatever it may be, are in part, if not
entirely, the same as those who were concerned in the
equipment, loading and cleailance of the Fanhion, in
tihe year 157, (Novemter) at the port of Mobile.

What sub-equent!y transpired was wholly incon-
sistent with the truta of the representations at that
time made to tile Collector. As armr anti ammuni-
tions in large supplies were landed with the cargo in
Nicaragua, it clearly appears that false manifests
were uaed to procure the clearance of the Fashion ;
and it aio appears that fal-e papers, in relation to
the character of the cargo were produced, to lull sooe
picions as to the true character of the voyage. These
facts carry with them the irreietible eonclusion,liret,
that the expedition escaped by false and deceptive
proofs at the iaustom-houase ; and, econd,that it was
(inviolation of the laws) a military expedition, set
on loot in the United States, to be carried on from
their territory and jurisdiction.

The perons who were active in promoting ship-
ment, loadirng and clealance of the Fashion, are
prominent in superinteoding the eqlnuiment, loading
and clearance ol the Alice P'aiute. The pretences
which were made use of to irll'ienee the clearance of
the one, are the oame as those now presented to ob
Laina aclearance for the other.

It is a significant fact there has appeared in the
newnpapers a circular letter, and identical in its lan-
gnage with those of General Walker. Both of them
invite iemigrants to come to Mobile. They speak of
asociatiols liaving been firmed in this country to
colonize a foreign State, without any concurrence or
sant tion of the authorities io the State. or any com-
munication with them. When it is known under
what anuspices these associationa have been formed,
their de ign appeals more conspi:noous.

The 'tcretary of btate, it plpears, irnqired of
Senor Yri-sarri whether lie had given pa-sportsto the
emigrants, and founld thle flaits to be otherwise than
behoved by the collector ot the prt of Mobile. None-
!i. lt hitr- isen i•slued under his authority or within,
hlis inolmation. It' passocrts have been shown to
the ( ,ilecttr the fact fienisihes ansother eireinmtarce
to make him distrust the g~od faith of the applicants.
In lact, It cnlould be cr,ocilu-ive on hIli action, as with
oult proper passiports it is admitted that these persons
could nllt go to Nicaragua as peaceft'l emigrantr.. In
thase perons were plesentled with written passports
fr,,m tile Ninncaranean Minister, it would present an
entirelydilferent case, and one in which the Collector
would be justniied in granting a clearance.

For these reasons, fully set forth in the replyto tnhe
e',l!ector's letter, he is directed to wit)ahold the
clearance applied Ifr.

It is not intended by the in-tructions to interfere
with any inw,,nul trade between Mobile and tile port ~
San Juan de Nie.uiagna. or any nther foreign port, or
to pirevent peacefuli emigranlts from proceeding in
good iaitih to ~ettle ill Ni-anagua, or any other for
eign country. And should iany suchb cae rcur, free

Thb friends of Senator Douglas in Chicago and Illi-
nois celebrated their recent victory in that State by a
grand torch-light procession, on the night of the 17th
instant. It was a splendid affair, and, though it was
gotten up by Chicago, it was participated in by thons-
ands from the banner State west of the Alleghanies.
The trains over the several railroads centering In
Chicago brought from every quarter of Illinois not
term than eight thousand people tojoin in the celebra-
tion. All the hotels were full, and at least three
thousand came from other States. The procession
extended more than a mile and a half, and six men
deep-each man carrying a torch or a transparency.
The appearance was splendid and imposing, and was
cheered all along the line of march, and from the
windows and tops of buildings, which were thronged
with admiring thousands of men, women and child-
ren. And while the proceion was in motion the
discharge of cannon and the strains of music liter.
ally filled and shook the whole city.

When the procession halted on Lake street, oppo-
:ite the Tremont, the chief marshal,Dr, t, McVickar,
appeared on the south balcony, and addressed Sena-
tor Douglas in an appropriate and eloquent speech;
at the conclusion of which, Senator Douglas stepped
forward and spoke as follows:

iMly Friends and Fellow-Citizens : I return you
my heartfelt thanks for this magnificent demonatra-
tion. The Democracy of Illinois have achieved a no-
ble victory over the combined forces of Abolitionism
and its allies. [Cheers.J You have a right to he
proud of this glorious triumph. It is the triumph of
the constitution over faction; it is the triumph of the
glorious principles of the Union over fanaticism and
sectionalism ; [applause] it is the triumph of the
principle of self government over Congressional inter-
terence and Executive dictation. "[Immense ap-
plause.]

On the next day, Friday, the 19th int., police
officer E. H. Chalkley executed the warrant by tak-
ing into cnetody both parties named therein, when
they entered into reeognisance to appear yesterday,
the 22d inst., tbefore the Maryor.

Wise, in the Enquirer of Friday, gave the Mayor to
understand that no duel according to the authorized
"code' could proceed from the matter, hence lter.
Mayo decided to proceed,of hisown accord, against
the parties on a charge of" libeLn

Yest.erday O. J.Wise and Charles Irving, with their
respective counsel, nppeared in coo•t•, when the
Mayor reviewed the case and thought, on the an,
thority of an old English law on Iihel, that libel even
such as that published in the cards or uthe deendante,
was a misdemeanor, subject to indictment.

On the defendants' side it was nrged that a "libel,:'
to be so termed, most be false, defamatory and malt-
ciout and that a magistrate could not undertake to
decide or know, that the cards poublished constituted
a libel, as neither of the parties libelled had made a
complaint of the matter. Hence. in this case there
was anot a particle of proof addacible, upon which to
base a prosecation for libel in this country.

The Mayor maintained that doiting or doing any-
thing that would excite one man to send a challenge,
or cause an affray, was a misdemeanor. He merely
wanted to keep the peace of the Commonwealth, as
well as the peace and harmony of the city. He
wanted to ascertain if scenes of city excitements, or
street fighta with pistols, were to be allowed; or
causes tending to create such were to be tolerated ?
tie wanted to know, also, if the publication of alibel
would tot causs a person's recoglizance to keep the
peace, to be forfeited? Therefore, he would lay the
matter before the Grand Jury, and test the qoestion
of libel.

For the present, 0. Jenninga Wise was under bends
in the sum of 13.,000 to keep the peace. That was
osufficient. Charles Irving was under no bonds; so,
in consideration of the cards published by Irving, and
the attendant excitement, he would require security
from C. Irving in the saum of $2,000. to keep the
peace in this Commonwealth, during twelve months
trom date.

Na•al Intelligence.

A M YSTERIOC M~IteDERCLEARED UtI.-The Loisa-
ville Courier, of the 20th, has the following:

We understand that for several days past the most
intense excitement has prevailed in Larne connty, in
consequence of the confession of a startling tragedy.
John, a slave, the property of Berry Cundiff, who
was arrested about one year since, charged with the
murder of Miss Mury Shaler, has confessed his par-
tieipatiun in the crime, and implicates several other
persons.

This Miss Shaler was originally a resident of
Bardstown, but at the time of the murder was tem-
porarily yving in Larue county, with Mtrs. fMurphy.
The negro has been twice tried. but each time the
juries failed to agree. A few days since the negro
was induced to make a clean breast of the horrible
atlfir, being threatened with lynching-persons tell-
ing him that the Taylor county mob was coming to
bang him.
tie says that four other persons were connected

with himn in the aflir, he being a mere tool, and re-
ceiving two hundred dollars. The persons cbarged
arve .M1s. Mtlrphy, her daughter, aged nixteen o ars.
lamoes M.IGavoek, and Wio. Pl'ickrell. T•ee parties
were all immediately arrested. Great excitement
existed throuighout the conmlunity, and so exasper-
ated were the citizens that it was with much diffi-
cullty the oflicers could prevent the crowd from
lynching the accused. In fact, Picklrell was at one
time swung up.

The circumstances that lead to the murder are
said to be owing to the fact that Miss Shaler, was
supposed to have a considenoble sum of money. It is
generally believed, however, that the true cause was
thllat Pickr ll's brother was alout to marry the on-
folrtonate woman, concerning whose vietue there was
serious reports. Hisi brother and McGavock. a
brotherrin-aw, had her murdered to prevent tLe mar-
riage.

ATROCIOUS MeIURDER.-A letter of the 9th inst., from
D)ouglas, Mlissouri, says :

A lamentable affair took place this morning about
11 o'clock, on Third Fork of Platte river, on the east
line of Andrew county. A. Mi. Roseinbaum rented
some ground of one Amos G. Davies. Mr. R. this
moerning went to pick the corn, accompanied by a
broether-in-aw. by the name of Robinson. Davies
went into the'lield with gun in hand, and ahked RosIe-
iutaum why he did not put up the fence more sub
stantially. MIc. IR. replied that Mr. Robinson pet up
the fetee as well as he could, Davies says, you are a
d-d liar.
