Aic friends will have to remove all restrictions on their
rders, and allow their agents on this side to act free.The stock of cotton now on hand is larger than ever
efore known at this season of the year. Warehouses,
)tton preeses and sheds are filled, and i•surance
ofices are under large risks. However, they are
tronz and safe for all risks assumed. There is some
alk of the necessity of cotton presses and ware-
ouses on the opposite Hide of the river, either at

Algiers or Gretna. Algiers seems to he the favorite
location. Mlais n'importe, there is room for one at
bolth places. It is not unreasonable to expect that in
the course of a short timle (next year or after) we
enay have cotton on hand to the amount of 400,000
sales. Are there sufficient warehouses to accommo.
date so large a quantity ? Therefore, to be prepared
tor the increase, the erection of additional warehouses
and presses must be considered and kept before those
interested. It is not desiraole that the streets in the
vicinty of presses should be occupied for the storage
of cotton, and it cannot well be avoided with the in-
crease of cotton each succeeding year.

The repaving of Camp street with square block is
again to ble brought before the Council. SI property
holders on this street desire to maintain their own,
they mnlust move ill the matter, by coming forward at
once, ign the memorial to the authorities now prepar-
ed for signature. It would be desirablle that the con-
templated repaving be carried out at the same time
with the proposed railroad. The railroad seems to
have many supporters. But if people complain of
the Carrollton Railroad running through so broad a
street as Nayades. the talk is, how will they be recon-
ciled to a railroad through the narrow streetst? tuw-
ever, let Ls have Camp street repaved at all events, or
it will be impassable more than half the time ; so pro-
perty hulder, come ferward at once, and do not force
the increase or trade to seek locations on Baronne
street. The talk is that property owners on Mtaga-
zine street will have to be watching the course of
events more closely, or rents will decline thereon ere
iong. They, however, can save themselves by acting
at once, and erect a lirst-clea:s hotel on the square or
on the corner of Girod and Magazine streets. This
property has been begging for imprvcement for years.
