Porter's Spirit publishes the following letter from a
Washington correspondent:

Your remarks in your paper of the 13th int., as to
Sthe fastest time on record by an American horse,

'

must arrest the attention of the racing community.
That fact is very osggestive; bat, while it settles one
important qorestion, leaven some others in a very on-
settled condition. Until it can he ascertaned which
of the trarks of the two countries in the fastest, time
cea"sa to be a fair criterion by which to test the real
value of speed. there and here. But if, in that re-
spect, their equality should be amumed, when com-
paris•no are inatitoted between raceR made in the two
countries, Prioress has certainly ot-timed every horse
that hb ever " tramped the American turf.' There
can be no qnertion, in my mind, that the running of
Prioree at Newmarket Heath wan vastly superior to
that of Hegira at New Orleans. The inequalit, in a
short and speedy race, between " catch-weight and
107 Iba. is immense. Prioress, it mst be remembered,
preserved her speed at a greater distance-amy more
han a quarter of a mile-which is a large item when
estimating and contrasting the merits of two races of
their pecular character.

In yit opinion, then, yo have truly Raid that " the
fastest time ever made by an American-bred high
mettled race-horse was that which was recently made
by Prioressi. But I am inclined to think that, in
one respect, the merit of that performance is greater
even than that which 3~et have allowed. Yoe well
know thatthe English do not run their races in the
mainer tso often recommended by our old friend, W.
T. Porter, which was, " to go at full racing 'peed all
the way." Perhaps Hegira " tried it on" in that
manner. It is hardly to ie presumed, however, that
PrB'iees ran at the rateof 1:46 in her first mile and a

harter-petrhaps not faster than at the rate of 1:A0.l en what must have been the rapid rate at which
she tan her last mile? It must have been hard upon
1:40. I should like to have your views upon this
probability, as it may tend to settle a qoaetion which
has long been a very unsettled one in the public mind.
She was far belind some of the badly-beaten horses
at the commencement of the last mile, whic'h seems
to prove that she mu0t have been pulled back " some "
in the greater part of the distance. Had this been
her first race in England, it would have startled John
Bull, andl have placed Mr. Ten Broeck a mile high in
"the laud of the free and the home of the brave."
Now for another idea. That gentleman was the

Brat to beard the lion in his den, and has it in his
power to bring about an event which would excite
the e wle ri g world, and give such an impetue to
the turf as has never been witnessed. Let him give
a challenge to America to run one or more English
horses here ; he can well afford to do it. He can make
his selections from the thousands of na•a now in
England, and would, no doubt, be seconded by her
noble and generous sportsmen. The arrangements
for the meeting could be so made that neither party
could, in any event, lose much. Were the meetingto
take place at New York, fifty thousand tickets would
be readily sold. How much money that would
produce no one can tell better than yourself. How
much money it would put in the pockets of the peo-
ple of the city is more than you can tell; but the
amount would be enormous indeed. It would infule
a spirit among breeders here that would prove a per-
manent benefit to the country at large, and go far in
the way of making legitimate racing a permanent
and prosperous institution of the natioe.

Such an event is demanded by the spirit of the
age, and would te in keeping with the general pro-
grcssivenesi which we behold in all other depart-

F.ntl Uallrond Accident.

From the Loaniviile Journal of the 25th, we ex-tract the following :
From Capt. Sia. F. Miller, who came throngh from

Cairo on Tr.eday, weleear that a serious accidentoccrred on the train of the Ohtiand Mimnssiippt rail-
road, on which he was a pare•ger, on Tuesday after-
noon. between Vienna and Mtt~ell. The train was
running at a very high speed, being twelve minutes
behind time, which the engineer was trying to make
np. The acbedtle time requires the passenger trains
on this road to make seventeen miles per hour. There
were three passenger cars on this romd, the middle
car being appropriated for ladies, Capt Miller wa
in the last car. A flange in a wheel to the foremont
car broke, and it ran off the track. The eoupling
pin, by which it was attached to the nar before it,
came ont, and it ran into a bank, dragging the ladiea'
car along with it. The first car waa npet and broken
into pieces. The laot car, in which Capt. M. wn, re-
mained on the track. A brakeman was canougtlb
tween the two cars that were off the track, lad
killed. The locomotive having passed on some die
tance before the engineer was aware of the aecident.
The unfortunate man was held between thescamnome
fifteen minutes. The efforts of the passengers to re-
lieve him proved unavailing. When he was taken
oat life was extinct, and hi. body was black.

Ahout thirty passengers were more or less injured.
Among those hurt was Mr. Dean, of the house of
Nock, Wicks & Co., of this city. He was brought
home, but was in a serious condition yeatesrdy,
though hopes are entertained of his recovery. Mr.
Moore, of Columbus, Ky., was badly injred ; Mr.
Atkinwon, of the same place, received veveral severe
cuts and bruises; and Messr. Taylor and Mr. Fall,
alo of Columbush, escaped with slight injuries; Mr.
Haudly, of New Albany, waa slightly injured, and
Mr. Fraser had his shonlder blade dislocated.

A large train filled with hogs left Leanon on Mon-
day night for this city. The train being too heavyfor the cpacit of the engine, it came to a dead halt
very often, and did not reach Maldrongh'a Hill till
Tuesday night. Here three as were dropped and
lett on the track. The conductor was aware that
another hog train left Lebanon on Tnesday evening,
but took no measures to notify the engineer on 'that
train of the three cars left on the track. The eloc-
motive ran into the cars,hreaking them, killing about
fifty hogs, and the remainder escaped intothe wood.
The locomotive was the Marion, and it was considera-
bly damaged.

A correspondent of the New York Tribune peaka
in warm terms of the cruelty of throwing doves, cats,
rabbits and dogs to boa-constrictors in that city. The
correspondent says of the dove in the serpente cage:

The agony and horror of the helpless little victim
is evinced by the wild, bitter cry-the trembling and
quivering of every limb-the terror-struck, frantic
glance, as it flie from corner to corner to avoid its
ruthlens foe. In lss than an hour, with mortal agony
and terror, the tortured little victim has become white
oa snw!

RATHER Torlo.-In a recent lecture upon the
subject of his experience in Arctic life, Dr. Rae said:

On this journey I saw a very curious instance of
the sagacity of the Arctic fox. Conscious that I was
aiming at him, he tucked his tail under his legs,
cocked up his ears, and endeavored to make himself
look as much as possible like a hare. (which is an
animal comparatively worthless.) Another fact of
this kind occurs to me. Whilst being detained at a
particular place our favorite amusement was trapping
wild animals. Our mode ef doing this was by aspring-gun connected with a bait, which, when
tooched, produced the explosion.. One instance
howed us that a fox, either from observation of a

companion's fate or from hard-earned experience, bad
gone up to the gun, bit off the cord connected with
the bait, and, the danger being averted, went and eat
the meat in undisturbed comfort. And it is acommon
occurrence for the fox to make a trench up to the
bait, seize it, and calmly permit the charge to pasharmless over his head.
