TI1E P.RAIi l'A ETXPICIITIO%.
From Washington we learn that the Administration

and its triends entertan serions apprehensions a to the
r-eult of the Paraguay expedition. It i- thought that
if President Lopez should prove stubbtorn, and ac-

tively resist tle squadron sent against him, he will
Ie able to either beat it off altogether or prevent it

from doing him any material harm. Small as our
sympathy is for the present blundering and in some
respects imbecile Administration, arid little as we re-
gret its frequent humiliations, we cannot but feel
concerned and anxious when, as in the present cave,
the honor or the country is imperilled in its hand,.
So far as is known in this country of the hintory of
the original dilliluilty, our Government was fully jus.
tiied in fitting out an expedition against Paraguay,
and in exacting froma her the most ample redress and
eatisfaction. Our Coouni had been insulted, our citi-

eens maltreated and ejected from the corentry, and
one o oour vctsels, engaged in a peaceful mission,
had been fired into with fatal effect.

Any nation pretending to respect itself and to pro-

teet its citizens, could not pass over occurrences of I
this nature in silence, and so Congress appeared to
think when it placed in the hands of tile Preesdeut
the means to exact reparation from tile petty Para-

guayan t:Republic. Seldom has the note of prepara-
tion sounded so loudly and so long as in the
mo-tering of the forces which were to chastise the
insolence and presumpltiron of a contemptible despot,
who=e narrow domain in so remote from the centers
of the world-' commerce and intelligeure, that itsi
name is almost unknown, or was until this quarrel
brought it into notice. Versels were chartered,
armed, mntned and equipped, at, from all we can

leuarn, an almost fabulous outlay of m~ney. No mat-
ter, however, tr the expense. The American nation
is rich, and the Federal Givernmentcan always have :
plenty of money and men, to maiut.lo its righti and
vindicate its honor. If it will mike a proper use of

the toe ins at its command, its power will be felt and

r.-pected, and feared in every qlarter of the globe. i

But how has the Carte blanche granted the Presi-

dent in this atlair been applied' What nue has he
made of' thle unlimited power placed in hli hItnds to
brine P'arrme ay to terms, whether peaceably or by

The matter was flinallywoond up by a resolu-
tlon offered by Mr. Louher, and adopted, to the effect
that the subject be referred to the Committee on
School-Hoursn, with directions to report at the next
meeting of the Board.
