How to, takse atnl ave .o, ton.

The cottor, crops of some of the coonties of Ala-
bima having been nearly destryed by the boll worm
thki pat sea.on, and a good deal of excitement pre-
vn::iig on the oubject, many thinking it was uoalems
to plant crops only to be destroyed, an experienced
and ob erving planter wrote as follows to the editor of
tie Sonny (Ala.) South. It seems to un that there is
merit in the nggestionas made. Here they are:

in olr tresent condition we cannot do otherwise
than grow cotton. Hence a concert of action on the
part 'of the planters is indeapernsahly necessary to
thie end. That tome plan may be adoed, whereby
the boll-worm may be destroyed, is this article pre-
ne',ted to the pnblic, and the planter he again remu-
nerated for hi labors : for am bWlly peraunded that
in the abience of this worm our prairie land would
be a• certain to yield from ten to fiteen hundred
pounds of cottn--wet or dry-per acre, as bring
thirty or forty buishels of corn.

Want then mont be done ? I will givemy plan,and
if any one have a better let him present it, then it
none more planusble is introduced, try mine.

First, then, let us burn every corn and cotton stalk
that grows on the land-every old stomp, log, ebnnk
-in a word, all such. By so doing, I think many
insects will be de troyed. Examine the corn stalks
now, and yoe will find many worms making arrange-
mento for wintering.Se,:ond item. In bedding our land, run only four
furrows: then, after linishing this, follow and com-
piete the bed. In this way many worms and insects
will be destroyed by the bhrds and the weather, that
would ntherwtse be wrapped up in the bed, when we
,omplete the bed as we go, as is the custom in my
neigh orh-od.

The next. and the one to which I attach more im-
portince than any other, plant the corn after the
pianting of cotton. Thh may be objected to on ac-,t-mont or late corn being mirre ncertain than early.

i Admit thia, and yet it ,an make no great difference;
alnd to make op the defect-if there he any-plant
