That great and far-seeing statesman, John C. Cal-
houn, at the request of aCommittee of the citizensof
Charleston, South Carolina, on the 9th of March, 1847,
delivered a speech in that city. In alluding to the in-
stromentalittes used by the two great national parties
then in existence to secure the reins of Government,
such as the party press, etc., he spoke of one more
powerful than the others in the following terms:
I allude to what is called a Nattonal Convention, or

Canons for nominating candidates for the Presidency
and Vice-Presidency. Already the machinery hrs
heen put in motion, in order to coerce the oldest and
moqpopalots of the slaveholding States, and no
doat will, ,n due season, be pot in motion to elnbctthe same objectln all of them. Should it succeed--
shonld the party machinery for President making-
prove strong enough to force the Lveholding States
tojoin In a convention to nominate and supeorlt a
candidate who will be acceptable to the Abolition.
ists, they will have committed the most suicidal act
thata peopleerer perpetrated. I say acceptable; for
it is clear that the nonntlaveholdlng States will out-
number in Convention the slaveholding. and that noone who Is not acceptable to the Abolitionists can re-
ceive their votes, and of conroe, the votes of the State
where they hold the balaoce; and that no other willbe nominated, or If nominated be elected. And yet,
there are ot a few in the slaveholdiog States, men ofstanding andinlaence, so blinded by party feeling,or the prospect of personal gain or advancement by
the nuccess of their party, who advocate a tep which
must prove so total to their portion of the Union, un-der existing oircumstances. Can party folly, or
rather madness, go further?

As to myself, I have ever been opposed to such
Conventions, because they are irresponsible bodies
not known to the Constitution; and because they, ineffect, set aside the Constitution with Its cotmpro
mises in reference to so important a subject as theelection of the Chief Magistrateof the Uniot. Ihold it far safer, and every way preferable, to leavethe election where the Constitution has placed it : tothe Electoral College to chooset and if that fails to
make choice, to the House of Representatives, votingby States, to elect the President from the three can-.dldates having the highest votes. But, if I had noobjections to such Conventions, under ordinary cir
cumstanees, I would regard the objection as lfatal un-der the existing state of things, when all parties ofthe nomvla•holdlng States stand united against us,
on the ltt vital of all questiona,and when to go intoone would be, in effect, a surrender on our part. Asboth parties there have united to divest us of our just
and equal rights in the public domains, it is time that
both parties with us should unite in resistance to soreat an outrage. Let us show at least as much spirit
in defending our rights and honor, as they havre
evinced in assailing them. Let us, when our safretyis concerned, show at least us firm a determination,
and as much unanimity, as they do with no other in.terest on their part than the temporary one of soc-
ceeding in the Presidential contest. Henceforward
let all party distinction among us cease, so long as
this aggreesion on our rights and honor shall continue
en the part of the non-nlaveholdiog States. Let us
profit by the example of the Abolitiono party, who. as
small as they are, have acquired so moch ilftuence by
the coarse they hare pursued. As they make tihedestroction of our domestic institution the paramount
question; so let ous make on our part its safety the
paramonnt question, let us regard every man as of
our party who stands up In its defense; and every
one is against us, who does not, until aggrensioo
ceases It Is thus, and thus only. that we can defend
our rights, maintain our honor, ensure our safety, and
command respect. The opposite course, which
would merge them in the temporary and mercenary
party struggles of the day, would inevitably degrade
and ruin as.
Had Mr, Calhoun lived until this day he would have

seen his apprehensions more than realized. The strug.
gle for the Presidency is now in the nominating Con-
veotion, with which the masses hare little or nothing
directly to do. So also, in regard to otherhigh offices,
King Caucus determines everything, from the elec.
lion of a Constable up to the election of a Judge of
the Supreme Court; and even in matters of leglsla.
tion, in and oat of Congress, the majority meet in
aecret conclave, and determine what shall pass, and
what shall not pass. Most of our Legislatures are
nothing hat the registers of the edicts passed upon in
private canous. This is lamentable, but it is as true
as the truest preaching erer preached from the sacred I
desk. Would it were otherwise. Would that wecould return to the earlier, porer and better days of
the Repbllic. Bot we see no hope for reformation
