AN UNHAPPY MARRIED LADY took a voluntary
leave of earth, and of mother, husband and children,
on Saturday night. It was iMrs. Caroline Matilda
Owen, and she perpetrated the sad act by means of
laudanum. at her husband's residence on Franklin
street, between Clioand Calliope. The husband, late
at night, found lia unhappy wife seriously ill and,
finding what she had done, at once sent for a physi-
cian and for the neighbors, and meantime tried to re-
lieve her with emetics of mustard and water, etc.
Tihe doctor arriving, gave her different emetics, or
tried to do so, for she resisted both him and her bos.
band, saying the was determined to die, and what
little she swallowed had t.o be forced down her throat.
All these endeavors, however, were useless, and she
died. The Coroner investigated the case yesterday.
It appeared from the testimony tiat she had for some
time been dissatisfied with her condition in life, which
was much humbler than when her first husband lived,
and that some time ago she told her mother she
was tired of life and would die soon. She several
times previously attempted suicide. From other
sources we learn that her first husband was rich,
having spent over ;.10,000 upon her in the course of
one year. At his death he left her in poverty, and
her condition, it seems, was not bettered to her no-
tion in her second marriage, though the last husband
wasoan honest and industrious man. After taking the
poisonoshe called her children to her bed-side, and it
was whilst kissing themn and bidding them tender
farewells, that her husband discovered what she had
done. The neighbors who :ruhed in describe the
death of the poor woman as having been distressing
and heart-rending in the extreme. She was a native
of Tennessee, 32 years of ace, and leaves three chil-
dren-two hIy her dirst and deceased husband,and one
by her second husband.

LIVERPOOL, Nov. 27.-The large shore end of the
Atlantic cable has been successfully laid and spliced
to the deep sea portion, but communication is not
yet restored.

The Galway Steamship Company have completed
negotiations for the construction of three new steam-
ships, of the firstelass and of great speed,to be ready
to be placed on the line between Galway and New
York next summer.

The trial of Count Montalembert, for publihsing an
article ,,tlesive to the Emperor, has resulted as was
anticipated, in his conviction. The trial occupied only
half a day. The result has caused a slight depres-
sionin the Government funds at Pa i'.

It is reported, on what appears to be good authority,
that an Anglo-French fleet is being fitted out by
France and England, to be ready to sail some time in
December, for the Gulf Mexico.

It is reported that the French portion of the fleet
is to Ise provided with a battery s sartilery, with men
on board sufficient to man and work it on shore ifo-
casiuu reqsuires.The nobject of the expedition is to protect Central
America' from the invasion of filibusters from the
United States, and to oppose and drive out any who
may have obtained a footing in Nicaragua.

Dispatches from Madrid state that Gen. Otano has
been a: pointed Captain General of Cuba, in place
of COsaha. Gen. Concha, bowever, is to remain at
Havana until the Mexican drfliculties are settled.

The Bank of Frankfort has reduced its rate of dis-
count to four per cent.
