The Lecture otf ion. (George D. Prenltlne.

The impatiently anticipated lecture of Hon. George
D. Prentice upon " the Present Aspect and Tendency
of American Politics" was delivered at Lyceum Hall
last evening, the frerquent interruptions of the speaker
by demonstrations of applause indicating how heart-
ily the auditory were with him. lie begged his hear-
ers to consider that he came before them to discusss
his subject divested of the sentiments of the partisan, t
as he was, and asked that they, too, would assume a S
like pocition in listening to his remarks.
Quoting Burke, he said that men are fifty years he-

hind the current politics of their day, and he proposed
to overtake them if possible and endeavor to under-
stand now the tendencies which would be illustrated f
by their results in the future. He considered the as-
pects of these tempestuous political times most por-
tent of evil, endangering the stability of the Union
and threatening the country with the fire and sword
of ancarchy, and to explain the causes to which these c
troubles might be imputed he proposed to go back
to first principles, which were the three-fold condi-
tions of a permanent political system, viz: The na- I
ture of the education of the youth of a country; the
intensity of the sentiment of loyalty, and the pervad
ing strength of the governing influence of nationality.
Under the first head the insubordinate, reckless and

re.-tress opirit in which youth were permitted to grow
up, the Young America spirit of defiance of social
laws and proprieties, were commented upon as those
defects of education which unfit the matured man for a
being an order loving, consrvative citizen. They
were not taugiht the nobility of sacrificing anything
personal to national or social welfare; the tendency
of their rearing up was to put self before patriotism,
and render them wofully poor in public spirit and
wooully rich in private.
Under the second head the lecturer spoke of the c

defihency of the spirit of loyalty and allegiance to
government. Those jealous of existing magistrates
were likely soon to become jealous of the magistracys.
A majority of the people were already the avowed
enemies of the Constitotion. Pulpit and Press, with
all their powersof influence, assailed the G;overnment.
During the late Presidential canvass the spirit of fac
tion grew asolutely wild, and the very atmosphere
was black with curses of the Union itself : this feel-
ing had not since subsided, and condemnation of the
Union had passed into a fixed element of American
politics, an enmity which assailed the fundamental
principles of government, and caused it to totter at
its Ice.

Thirdly, the speaker referred to the lack of a
strong, active feeling of nationality. One section of
the country was arrayscd against another as if they
were hostile powers, and even the halls of Congress
were the august arena in which their representatives
met and battled. All the energies of the pulpit, the
law and the press were devoted to creating ill-feeling
between di F-reut portions, and weakening the bind-
ing power of the feeling of nationality. We were not
a people, but jarring congener: of people. The ele-
mentas if union are vitiated or suborned by parties. -
Chcri tian its was prostituted to faction; the temple
of D li;hi did more to preserve union among the
States of Greece than do a thousand pulpits for its
encouragement in America. The lecturer denou ced
di union factionists unsparingly, showing favor neither i
to the-eater nor freesoiier.I
It the people woruld reform these anarchical abuses

at all, they must reflorm themselves, and the only way
that is to be achieved i,. by ascertaining the causes of
disoni~in-n and then tremedying tihem. They were
chicfly tie fruit of the itdegeneray of the degy e public men
who lead the mascses, raieing thle outcries hlech they
chorus, and the popular id-la of national invincibility
cauned by the encrmcouus phy-ical successes which
hav attended the growth of the nation. Great pros-
perity is apt to beget pride and arrogance, and to
stimiulalte a re-tless ambition in iudividuals of which
nations are aggregates and liable to like infiluences.
Our gleatness had become almost as formidable to
omsaelves as to others; our position was perilous and
subl,me; we were in danger of falling apart from the
sheer weight of our own magnii-cent thrift. The I
corrupting infleaces of pro-perity were at work sap-
ping our stability.

The grand res:ccre against nationtl corrulption is
statesnltn-hip, but of slatesmen we ave none--tihe
bare strength of our institutions is all that is left to
hind as together. The race of giants of statesman-
lhip) is extinct--Clay. Webster, nnd Jaokson are ill
tlleir graves. The lecturer here paid a beautiful
tribute t te greatness the -reallass ol the statesmlen of the early
days of tile Republic. There were no statesmen now;:
their places were suppllied by able and accomplished
p:liticin;: min who would either sacrifice public
goo,i to per-conal interest, or ey feeble oplosition were
only less dangerous than their opponents. Three-
louelths of the " statemen " werereeckless dema.
aogulle. and tile renainder were amateur politicians,
nuld between them they were re.poinible for the con.
di ion of toe couitr'.
.\tr~clus sclti-anesa or lack of moral courage were

their characteriatics ; their idea of cin-l liberty, tile
Spower of attaiinng public ofiice ; to the attainment
of place they would sacrilice cv.ry thing, not only the
siimall item of their self respect, but their country,

i all the lpathetic extravagance of weeping and
Sdepairing platriotism. There was not enough moral
cocurage in the whole body of politicians to stitlfn an
oirdinary upper lip. They displayed their apprecia-
tion of the republican principle of tile will of the
Smaj l-rit by bcei on thie strung side in every public
outcry : their mllsion was not to televate and instruct
the ianses, but to wheedle oluil caijle. In discours-
ing of the politician statesmen ofr the day,theipeaker
pouled ocut the vial. of all th-it stinging satire, cut-
ting sarlcasl, ieen wit and polished invective, for
whicah he is unoted heind all living men, in a wither-
-ing phlilippiC which utterly annihilated its objects in
the •stimation of his hearers, and which w- e regret
we cunout place befure our readers in all its natch
le's iu-hli- ofl sparliing rhetoI ic.
The only ihope of the nation was in thie re-aring of

a generation of men of fle lh and uncerIuptied patri-
otmi, frum whiclh tate-Icn-e nu iglut sprling who wou!d

emlulatlle those who hae h laive ne befolre IIs. This nmlut le
the w crali social dlu c ecduc tin. l l inlthellies, or the

result n these would be that sentiments of pure pa.
triotinl and moral nerve would be accquired by iildi
vndua' cnvictiln. Ict was time, idcled, that the na-
tici shoulId l e-organ te te fiearful inmport oif the tiimes,
nld place its interest, ill more itting hands.

AFRICAN EXCITEMENT IN SAVANNAH.

Attemnpt to Seize the Schooner Wanderer.

Sova.noAn,Dec. 13.-The Savannah Republican P
of this morning reaffirms most positively that the o
schooner Wanderer has landed a cargo of Africans on b
the coast near Brunawick, Georgia, as reported on I
Saturday.

The District Attorney, Joseph Giraahl, han been
on the alert, and arrested three menons atrday who
are believed to be implicated in the sifair. The namen
of the men arrested are Juan Ble Rajesta, N. .A.
Brown, and Miguel Aguirvi, alias Pajres Harling,
from New Orlerns.

The District Attorney refused ball for them, as
snder he law it is a case of piracy, and the prisoners
were commirtled to jail to await their trial.

Mr. Granabl and the District Marshal are using
every exertion to elicit information in regard to the
charges made against them, and have sent to Bruns-
wick to obtain evidence as to their complicity in the
matter.

The examination will probably talke place on
Thursday.

The District Marshal senta steam-tug to Brunswick
to seize and tow the Wanderer to Savannah, but the
ohipmaster in command of her reltsed to give her up.
It is reported that the Collector o the Port at Da-

drien stated that the Wanderer had no appearance of
having had slaves on board.

The Republican says it is rumored that the Afri-
cans were landed on Jrekyl Iland, and that a steamer
which left Saannaoah on Friday took off one hundred
and fifty negroes from that island, and conveyed them
op the river, pact Savannah, to a river plantation,
from whence they were scattered through the
country.

The Vandrerer hails from St. Helena. She is with-
out regular papers, as the United States have no Con-
sul there: but she has informal papers from the
native officers of St. Hlle na, without their seal.
The carso of the Wanderer i- supposed to have

consisted of three hundred and fifty negroes.

A MANIA FOR SICIDm seems to have broken
loose. Within two days we have reported a case and
an attempt, and today we have to report another
case and another attempt; the particulars whereof
are given elsewhere.

ArTrscrnED SICIDe-n-A railornamed James Mc-
Gibhin, attempted to quit living, on Sonday after-
noon, on board the ship Princem, lying at the foot of
Closet street. He tried to cat his throat with a knife;
but owing either to his own awkwardness or to the
dullness of his knife, did not succeed. We did not
hear to what extent he hurt himself. He was taken
to Charity Hospital. The atkidat attempt was all
owing to the effects of hard drinking.

CoaRain's lqI'EST-A-Another 8tuiidei--'TheeCo
ner yesterday held an inquest on the body of ltehlet
Chevalier Waszocovski, a Pole, 46 years of age, at
his residence on St. Peter street, between Bourbon
and Dauphine. He went into his back yard on San-
day night and killed himself by discharging a pistol
in his mouth. He died instantly after perpetrating
the desperate act. About a fortnight previously he
had attempted suicide by means of morphine, but
was saved by medical aid. A verdict was rendered
in accordance with the facts. Temporary insanity
was supposed to have induced the act. The deceased
was a tailor, and leaves a wife and several children.

Fatal Accident.-An inquest was held at Charity
Hospital on the body of Martin Behrmann, a German
sailor, who fell from the yard of the ship Uhland, on
Sunday, and died yesterday morning from the inj-.
ries received. Verdict accordingly.

FIRST DISTRICT CocRT.--Judge Hunt.--Louis
Wolform was yesterday sworn in as a Deputy Sheriff.
J. C. Peter was dismissed from a charge of larceny.
The trial of Peter Smith, for murder, and that of
John Marshall, charged with murder, both fixed for
this day, were continued, owing to counsel not being
prepared.

St•in DISTRICT Corr.--Judge Hoell.--That
part of the German Evangelical Church difficulty, in
whFich the Rev. Mr. Presler, Mr. Zinser, and Lieut.
Newland, were charged with a.contempt of the au-
thority of this Court, was decided yesterday. As we
have already related, the charge of contempt was
based upon the action of the accosed, in disregarding
the injuinction issued by this Court, to restrain Mr.
Presler from preaching in the church whenever such
preaching might be a disturbance of the peace of
Peter Kaiser and the other opposition trustees, and
which disregard was shown by Newland at the insti-
gation of Pre-ler and Zinser, arresting Kaiser, taking
thle church eys from him, opening the church in vio-
lation ot the will of the trustees, etc. Judge Howell,
tholigh reluctant to interfere in any question involv-
ing the peace and respectability of a religious con-
gregaton, fouud it necessary, after full examination
and due deliberatiun, to adjodge Lieut. Newland and
Rev. Mr. Presler guilty of contempt : for which he
sentenced them to two hours' confinement in the
parish prison. Both the gentlemen were accordingly
attached yesterday, and incarcerated for the time
named. We saw the Lieutenant on his way to prison,
in charge of Mr. Deputy Sheriff' Fitzgerald, and he
seemed to regard it 'o a good joke; but Mr. Presler,
we imaginei could hardly take it as a joke. The
Judge's decision explained his ground fully, and we
regret that we cannot publish it in full : for it is no
common thing to send a preacher to prison for a con-
tempt of court.
