against Mr. idell,to pay the latter off for his alleged
interference against Mr. Douglas in the late Illinois
election, It will be remembered that Souls has sus"
tained Doogls throughout, in his recent contest. If
Mr. Douglas, operating with other friends of Mr. S.,
should take advantage of the excitement likely to
occur in Louisiana in consequence of the attempt to
interrupt or epbharrs the Walker expedition, he
might be able to break up Mr. Slidell's arrangements
for the reelection of Mr. Benjamin.

These Washington correspondents of Northern pa-
pers are a tremendous set of fellows. The Father of
Lies is almost as reliable as they are. They can
write lettet on something ornothing, just as the case
may be. If they have anything to go upon it is a
drawbach k pon their peculiar genius, for they geneo
rally prefer to manufacture their lucubratiots exclu
siely from their own vivid imaginations. Facts arc
a bore to them-truth a nuisance-and authenticity
a humbug. They have as little to do with these
elements of writing as possible.

Now, the Washington correspondent of the New
York Times had, in our humble belief, no facts upon
which to base his writing. But that interposed no
obstacle in the pathway of his genius. He had to
write, and so he wrote-filled up an allotted amount
ot space, without regard to probability, possibility or
truth. He knew, probably, about as much of the mo-
tires which impelled Judge Douglas to visit the South
this winter as the fr.famed " man in the moon."

The idea of Senator Douglas attempting "a de-
monstration against Mr. Slidell" in this city and
State is rich, rasre and notuous. The Illinoisan, if
we are not much mistaken, has too much practical
sense for that. He is toowell posted in the elements
of human character to he engaged in any such ab-
surdity. We have no doubt Mr. Slidell tried to de-
feat him in Illinois. He failed, His failure carried
with it a lesson not soon to be forgotten. Those who
go ouatide their own bailiwicks to crush real or fan-
cied rivals for great prizes usually find themselves
wofully disappointed.
