That it will be largely observed there is no doubt. 1

It is a peculiarly American custom thus to devote one t
day out of the three hindred and sixty-five to the
speciael purpose of acknowledging to the Most High I
the debt that is due for the progress, prosperity and
happiness which bless the people as a mass. What-
ever mi-fir unes or calamitie. may befal individuals
or coimmunities, in the course of the year,are always
more than counterbalanced by the blesoings which fall
upon the mas--the gleat blessings of " life, liberty,"
and an unaoleeted "puo•uit of happiness;' and so,
remembering how severely our city has been visited
during the pant year, we can still look around and
perceive that the permanent good overbalances, a
thousand Iold, the temporary affliction.

In the older States, where Thanksgiving is a cus-
tom ol ancient date, the day is observed by the people
of all cleases as an anniversary scarcely less worthy
of honor than Christmaa itself. Business is suspend-
ed; the churches are thrown open for the special re-
ligious devotions of the day ; and after that, good
cheer and refined conviviality abound ; the relaxation
from litfea rude cares, and the outburst and exercise
of the genial feeling which dwells in every heart,
dormant or otherwise, being an expression of thanks
to the Great (liver little if any less proper than the
solemn acknowledgment on bended knee, offered up
in His holy temples. It is only by such expansion as
this, that we may fully realize the blessings we en-
joy, and feel what we owe to the Father of us all. In
Louisiana, though the custom is not of many years
standing, it is nevertheless revered, and its each suc-
cessive recurrence is marked by a more universal
observance than previon ly.
Thanksgiving Day is not what is called in law a

dirt non; though it is virtually such. The State and
municipal offlces, the city courts, and most of the
banking -houses, will be closed to-day, the same as on
a legal lloliday; but it will be only an optional com-
pliance with the Governor's recommendation. The
Distirict Courts will deobtless do the same: and that
the merchants and buosiues men of the population
will likewise j-rin in the observance, to a large extent,
we are quite sue from what we have seen heretofore.
