Tan FUoneRaL OFP M. PA~uELE.- The great
*eatire of Thanksgiving Day was the funeral of
PFrederick F. Parmele,whose body arrived from Louis-
Ville rn the steamer R. J. Ward. The honors con-
stemplated for the occasion, were performed in the
btandeaestiand most imposing manner, by both the
Msanos and the Firemen.
Minute guns were fired on the levee, by the Wash-

iagton Artillery, prior to the funeral ; and at three
o'clock, the body was taken from the steamer by
Marion Lpdge F. and A. M., and Mississippi Fire

o;impany No. 2, to both of whioh the deceased be-
longed. Then, the Grand Lodge of the Masons and
the Firemen at large, fell into procession with the
lodge and the compasy above named, and formed one
of the largest and most beautiful funeral corteges ever
seen in this city. The Masons led the procession ;
-ten followed the hearse, richly draped; and after
-the hearse, more firemen than we ever before saw at
a funeral All the companies were represented, and

some.of them largely. The procession was very long,
the firemen alone numbering abost eight hundred.
The relatives and nearer friends of the deceased occu-
pieda proper place in the line, in carriages. With
slow and solemn movement, the long line threaded
its way through the principal streets included in the
route from the steamboat landing to the poiat which
ends marbhing, when burial is to take place on the
Ridge; that is, the intersection of Bienville and
Claiborne streetst From that point, a multitude of
vehicles, there in waiting, conveyed the procession to
CypresasGrove Cemetery ; where the last and solemn
honor of sepulture was performed, with the rites of
the Masonic Order, the Rev. Mr. Hedges officiating.

The great length and the aspect of the procession
as it wound through the city, was the admiration of
all and the wonder of many. But there was one
feature of the procession, which struck all. That
was, the absence of a real hearse in it. In place of
the usual sombre carriage which holds the dead, was

• ad.had been so arranged as to bear, with becoming
grace, the body of hlmtowhom, of a few, it owed its
triumphant existence.

Senators Sldnnel ut d DougS as.

The Chicago Times, referring to the efforts made

by the Hon. John Slidell to defeat Douglas in his late
contest in Illinois, says :

They really did not amount to anything. As a dis-
penser of patronage, and a candidate for the Presi-
dency, the office-holders and expectants treated him
as a man of some consequence, but the Democracy
regarded him as an ally of the Black Republicans,
and as an officious intermeddler, and his "eminent
distinction " only made his political movements here
more contemptible in the eyes of the people.

Our Chicago cotemporary is unnecessarily severe.
There was no occasion, that we have been able to
discover, for any such savage denunciation as the
foregoing. Senator Slidell is a far-seeing, shrewd,
able and accomplished political tactician. As aman-
ager, we doubt whether the United States can pro-
dace his eqsal. He has been eminently successful in
the past, and the future looms up prosperously before
him. His chances for the nomination to the Presi-
dency are by no means desperate. We shall not be
profoundly astonished, indeed, if he is nominated by
the Charleston Convention, although we have not the
smallest idea that any Southern man can be elected
in the year of our Lord, 1850.

The statement of the Chicago Times that the
"Democrasc" of Illinois regarded Senator Slidell
"as an ally of the Black Republicans" is really rich
-so rich, in sooth, as not to admit of immoderate
merriment. It is a matter to be enjoyed quietly and
judiciously. Any undue manifestations would spoil
all. It is true that whatever opposition Mr. Slidell
may have brought to bear against Judge Douglas,
enured directly or indirectly to the advantage of the
abominable Abolitionist and relentless enemy of the
South-Abraham Lincoln-but, probably, Mr. Slidell
thought, as many Southern Democratic journals pro-
fess to think, that Douglas had done and could do the
Democracy more harm than a dozen Lincolus. Be-
sides, if this opposition made him "an ally of the
Black Republicans," the President, Cabinet and
Washington Union, etc., were all in alliance with the
aforesaid" Black Republicans."

We have never agreed with Senator Slidell or the
Administration in their opposition to Senator Douglas.
We hoped he would triumph over Abolition Lincoln
from the beginning, and are rejoiced that he has so
triumphed. Further than this we have never gone.
Douglas is a brave, determined, great man, and will
do the South as much justice as safety at home will
permit him to do. Lincoln, on the contrary, is a ma-
lignant, fanatical, remorseless Abolitionist, and had
he been elected would have omitted no opportunity,
in season and out of season, to persecute and injure
as. Under these circumstances, who can say that we
were not right in hoping that the laurels of victory
would crown the brows of Douglas ?

The U. S. Senatorship.

A late number of the Vernon (Jackson Paribb)
Times lets off the following :

The editor of the Mouroe Register calculates that
" east of the Ouachita river alone" can furnish the
U. S. Senator. We suppos he has reference to
himself, in which event he is strictly correct in his
conclusions. Adams, of the Crescent, will bear in
mind.

We are willing to help our cotemporaries along as
much as possible. It is in our nature to be obliging-
we would a thousand fold sooner do a hind action
than an unkind one. Hence we are free to say that
the dominant party may " go farther and fare worse,"
than if they fixed upon our late cotemporary of the
Monroe Register, or our cotemporary of the Vernon
Times. Both are sprightly, able, clever fellows, and
would, we are persuaded, if occasion arose, stand up
to their section without flinching or turning. Besides,
we are inclined to think that the press of this State
has made a sufficient number of great men out or
confoundedly scant materials to entitle it to a repre-
sentation among the " Conscript Fathers."

Still, there are objections to anoy editor's going to
Washington in an official capacity. The moral at-
mosphere there is death on principle, integrity and
uprigltness. People generally suppose that the death
of the hero-statesman, Joou A. QUITM.AN, was caused
by the National Hotel poison. This is a mistake.
The old warrior was all truth, patriotism and honor.
He could not abide vulgarity, dishonesty or deola-
goguism, in any shape. Hence, surrounded as he
was by public and private corruption in every form,
he sickened, wasted away, and finally died, shortly
after reaching home. The fact is, an honest man has
no more business to be a Congressman than thie Devil
has to a seat in the regions of everlasting bliss. A
few years' incumbency will either kill, or make a
rascal of him.

For our part, we positively assure our friend of the
Vernon Times, that we will not, under any circum-
stances, consent to go to Washington in a public
capacity. We are willing to make any reasonable
sacrifice for our dearly-beloved State and country, but
that is asking altogether too much. We believe we
are as honest, patriotic and well meaning, as the best
in the commonwealth, and on that belief our sell-
respect and selfbreliance mainly rest. We cannot
afford to risk either of those highly-prized character-
istics, although we are well aware the people, in this
eulightened age, look for neither honesty or patriot-
ism atthe hands of their national law-makers. There-
fore, we will not go to Washington ! Don't ask us!
It is folly to try to persuade us! When it comes to
the Senatorship we are marble. Let us alone. Clear
out !
