FURTHER BY THE STEAMSHIP ARABIA.

NEW YOHK, Dee. 17.- We have some further items
of interest by the Arabia.

There was much anxiety felt at Liverpool for the
safety of the troops on board the transport ship Bom-
Jay. She was bound for Cork for the purpose of tak-
ing on board additional troops, with three hundred
soldiers already on hoard.

She was dismasted in a furious storm and lost some
of her crew. one of whom was picked up. She was
afterwards seen making headway against the storm
under a jury mast and bound for Plymouth, but has
not since been heard of.

The Lord Lieutenant of Ireland had issued a proc-
lamation against the Ribibonism and other secret socie-
ties which have been discovered by the Government
in Ireland.

Tihe shares of the Atlantic Telegraph Company are
qroted at two hundred and fifty pounds. There is
little confidence in being able to restore the cable.

The negotiations with Switzerland four the purchase
of Valedee Deppes are still pending.

Some objections, however, have been urged against
it in Austria as well as in Switzerland.

The nomination of Gen. SPhague as Captain Gene-
ral of Madrid, is considered as indicating that a mili-
tary dictatorship has been decided on by the Govern-
ment, in case the cortes prove to be unfavorable.

Orders have been given by the Prussian Govern-
ment to make Dantzir and Swinemande posts of war.

The London Times, referring to the attempt of
Russia to purchase Monaco, says that the principality
was once ceded to the United States, but the treaty
was never rtified because some of the European
:iovernmen ts protested against it.

The popular excitement and agitation in Candia
was again increasing on account of the oppression of
Lhe Government. The inhabitants were buying arms
and ammunition.

The Pacha fearing a general uprising had asked for
a reinforcement to enable him to meet the emergency.

and breast, as he lay in his bunk on his back, whilst
Joel Tom was holding him Iby the legs and also heat-
ing him with a belaying-pin, and two hnrseatterward
le sow iurwell lying dead on the spars, on the port
side of the chip. There are two other witnesses to
correbnrete this declaration or Daniel Smith; so the
tiing lohs had for the accused. The hody of Bur-wrell afterward disappeared. WVhat became of it Smith
cold nout tell, thoeugl he believed it was heaved over-
beardi by the murderers before morning. The exam.
ieation irnto thle murder is to take place to-day.
