An association of medical savants, philanthropists
and dignitaries of New York, among them Mayor
Tiemann, have been holding a series of meetings at
the Cooper JIstitute-for the discussion of matters of
Sanitary snd Morel Improvement. In the conrse of
these they have demonstrated, to their own satisfac-
tion, that -between nine and ten thousand persons
have died ansageesarily In New York annually for
the last seven years.

B4 readinga few paragraphs con-
vinced as that we had not misapprehended this de-
lectably thrilling title, but that the story was a sober,
serioas novelette of length, and all about " the swim-
mers of the bloody foam," with plenty of "love,
blood and mystery" in it, done up in the most ap-
proved "yaller-kivered

editopial columns of that paper display much ability
and critical.acomen, and how its conductors can
stomach the partnership of their effusions with the
staff above referred to is something hard to under.
stand. We presume that it is the plan of the proprie-
tore to make the paper a literary variety shop in
which everything is offered the public, from that
which we will compare to a pair of brass-knuckles
to what may be supposed to bear an immaterial anal.

Tih Coolie slaves of Cuba.

The workings of English philanthropy as manifested
in that power fostering and abetting the Coolie trade
are illustrated by the condition of such of these un-
fortunate creature. as survive a transportation with
which the " ho

rro rs 
of the middle poesage" may not

be compared. They" have nothing like the capacity
of the negro for labor and endurance, and yet the
same tasks are imposed upon them. A Virginia gen.
tleman who recently visited the island, says that
suiclde is common among them, sometimes ten or a
dozen hanging themselves at a time to escape the in-
supportable burden of their misery. No provision is
made for their return to their native land from which
they have been beguiled, and their masters having no
interest in them, except to get the greatest amountof
work possible out of them during their period of sp
prentieeship, heap upon them labors which soon break
them.down, and often hurry them tothegrave. "How
terrible is the pictore," says a sensible New York
paper, "and how truthful and suggestive the one
single sentence-.'Their masters having no interest
in them !' And yet this trade is encouraged by the
English as one dictated by humanity and tending to
Sabate the horrors of the African slave trade."

Lanm Pmtanrs.-A small schooner, about thirty
tuns barthen, has been recently seized at Detroit,
Mich., and several persons alleged to be connected
with the vessel have been arrested on susplcion of
being engaged in a general system of piracy along

GEOGRAPHY AND DTHE UNITED STATES
SENATORSHIP.

The above may appear a rather strange juxtaposi-
tion, but it is, nevertheless, perfectly correct and
appropriate. The geographical localityof an aspirant
is to have a greater bearing upon his success than his
services, talents and patriotism. At all events, this
is the doctrine that is being now enunciated by the
North Louisiana press, and we shall not be profoundly
surprised if our eloquent and distinguished Senator,
J. P. Benjamin, goes down before it onthe fourth
Monday of Janury next, although we duly appreciate
the efficiency of the matchless managers engaged on
his side.

The North Loisianians cannot be blamed for
desiring an equal division of Senatorial honors. And,
totheir credit be it said, they name very good and
able men as candidates. But, while not blaming
them for asserting their alleged rights in the premises,
we cannot subscribe to the dogma that geographical
divisions should have anything to do with the election
of a United States Senator. A Senator is the repre-
sentative of the whole State, and will conduct himself
accordingly, if he is fit for the position. And if be is
not fit for the position, it would be spoor compliment
to the intelligence and patriotism of our people, to
say that the doctrine of geographical distinctions
elected an unSt man to misrepresent the State on the
floor of the Federal Senate.
But we did not start out to write an article on this

topic, and will, therefore, close, by directing the
attention of the people to the following strongly.
written effusion, taken from the Monroe (Ouachita
Parish) Register of the 9th instant:

UNeren STaTRS SnNaTOR.-A successor to Mr.
Benjamin, as United States Senator, will be elected
at the ensuing meeting of the Legislature, and it
becomes a question of grave importance, upon whom
the mantle of this distinguished statesman shall fall
-a question affecting not merely the representation
of the State in the national councils, but the strength
and ascendancy of the Democratic party, as the
great and only important party of the State. Conse
nueatly the pablic interests, and the weal of the
eemocratic organization, as the custodian of those

interests, should be the sole consideration governing
members in theiroSfcial action on this subject. Could
we allow ourselves, in matters of party policy, to be
swayed in our opinions by our admiration for exalted
talent and genius, fervid eloquence and profound
knowledge of public measures, as well as for the
punctilions integrity and faithfulness with which he
has left the impress of these great qualities upon all
questions discussed, we should say, that no more
able, indefatigable and gifted representative could be
found than the Hin. J. P. Benjamin himself. It will
not be the policy of the Register to make war upon
men. We scorn detraction of the merits and worth
of individuals.
But in our opinions of the availability of particu-

lar persons, we acknowledge duty to the abiding in-
terests of our party as paramount to all other consid-
erations in the detense and diffusion of Dlemocratic
doctrines. "Not that we love Cousar less, but we
love Rome more." The spirit and practice of our in-
stitutions announce the principle, that all interesto
slhall eo flly and faithfully represented in our politi-
cal councils, and none can be so tt representatives
of those interests as those who, by residence, associa-
tion, and property, are personally identilied with
them. Hence Representatives in Congress are re-
stricted in residence to the geographical limits of
iheir districts, and Senators to the boundaries of their
respective States, that they may become intimately
acquainted with the various interests which they reo-
resent, and in this manner become the more coomplete
exponents of the sentiments and opiuions of their con-
stituencies, the same principle justly governs the ac-
tion of political parties in States. Giving in our ad-.
hesion to this principle, as a matter of equitlable con-
cession to the claims of different sections of the
State, we say ounreservedly and uneqopivocally, that
North-Western Loouisiana should have ane Representa-
tive in the "United Sotates Senate,;' nd that the
members of the Lfegilatoure lrom the northern and
western sections of the State, should act as a unit in
demanding the ercognition of their claims in this par-
tition of enatlorall honors.

The present denatore, representing ns with so much
ability and eloquence at Washington, are both resi-
dents of the city of New Orleans. For a series of
years that city had one Senator, and should Mr. Ben.
jamin be returned, this unequal representation will be
continued for years to come. Their acquaintance-
their business and social relations-their clterests are
located in the city, and, while these associations there
fit them admirably for rrpresenting the commercial
and political interests of that great city, it is equally
undeniable, that their isolation from the agrinullural
portions of the State, and their necessarily restricted
aequaintance and intercourse with the citizens, ren-
der them less efficient representatives of their pecu-
liatiunterests, than one whose residence in tihe North-
ern and Western part of the State idenitilies his inter-
eats with those of the people of the country pariishei.
Our objection, then, imures not against the eharacter
or integrity of Mr. BIenjamint but against the geo-
graphical position, as taking it measourabl out of
his power, (since he is not ubiquitous,) to Ittend to
the interests of Northern and Wertcrn Loui.•ilna. as
those growing interests dernrid. It may be said, that
the Senator in llia Senatoreal irvestiture loses his loral
character and becomes at once thie representative ofa
the'whole State, as his constituency. But it may Ire
answered, that this is the case only in tihe sense, that
the successful candidate, alter election, is necessarily
tire representrtive of the oprposig minority, and the
argument cannot avail against the selection of one
Senator fraom the icoutry, since in that case one
could have watched and prnm tedi the ilterests of his
conastituency as efficiently as two. Should the couua
try parishes attempt against the city i Newr Orleans
what the city is undoubtedly attempting against
them, and she by these means find iheielf wilhrut
representation ill the Senate, the" otresinete Qacrrn "
would deem ilerself mortally aggrieved. lBut co-
scious power blinds her to the flagrant injustice which
tthe country may, at some time, be tempted to retort
upon herself.
