lhe Paelre Railroad Convention.

THRD DAY.

Cui r onvention met prasunant to adjournment, and
. ess called to order by Col. Govin, who introduced
,COol. Morton, President of the Convention, and vacated
the chair to him.

On taking the chair, Col. Morton explained why he
had been delayed in reaching the city. He was de
layed in distant cities by business of the Company.
n iaddressing the Convention, he remarked that he was

not sure that it would not enure to the ultimate ben-
efit of this great enterprise that it should encounter
the present difficulties in its initiation, as they would
teach stockholders vigilance, and directors caution
how they acted so as to again risk an embroilment of
the affairs of the Company, and their embarrassment
by the various troubles which now beset it, but
through the darkness of which the light of promise
ao future and approaching prosperity nevertheless

shine. Of these troubles he spoke lightly, and
to•t•ght that their importance had been much over-

-taimated ; denied the existence of fraudulent stock,
:. d remarked that every dollar's worth of stock
which he held was bona fide and was paid for with
money.

Speaking of the grandeur of the enterprise,Col. M.
a•id that the completion of the road, a successful re-
sait of which be did notentertain the slightest doubt,
would make Texas a State as distinguished for wealth
nashe now was for extent of territory. But this bril-
Ilant piropect would be destroyed onless something
was promptly done, and the questioun was now this:
whether all should be given up and lost by the stock-
holders, or whether they would save themselves by
making a loan of fifty cents,per share, or by giving
top olne half their stock, which would render the re-
niainder a thousand fold more valuable. tHe was
ready to make the payment on the stock'he held and
represented, and that in doing so he would contribute
$1,900, conscious while he was making the sacrifice
that he secured a fortune for a dozen men if the en-
terprise aeeedded. He concluded with an exhorta-

•• eht was eloquent in manner, eloquent in diction,
and well received.

The Piesident stated that Dr. Fowlkes, who was
spep•" reted to continue his address of the previous
evening, was confined to his bed with sickness.
The Committee on Stock reported that-
STher only rule, in their opinion, which could be

: applicable tothe issuance of the stock is the one
,-pointed out by the law. If stock be issued by com-

petent authority in due form, for valuable conoidera-
tion, itisvalid and must be bona fide. It matters
not whether the consideration be money, chattels,
real estate or services ; whatever may have been ac-
cepted by competent authority, as a good and sofi
Clent consideration, must be considered as valuable in
law.

The transfer of stock must be in accordance with
S s o the yolawaof theCompany. If there should be any
SCertificates that were issued fraudulently, the stock
reprenented by such would be null and void in the
anderof the first holder; but if such certificates
h .hold be transferred, for good consideration, to third

parties, who had no knowledge of such fraud, as be-
,tween such third parties and the Company, or oil
otherstokhbolders, such stock must be held to be
mvalid, as also in the hands of any other innocent
holder."

aThe report was adopted.
Ceol. orin here read a note from Mtr. Cueler, pro.

pelter of the Commercial Reading Rooms, informing,
the members of the Convention that complimentary
-tickete were at their service if they wished to visit his

, Col. Archer mode an address, stating his tmusanact
tion with the Company, showing that he had never
speonlated in its stocks; all that he had, he had
bought and paid for in cnah-$-S a shore for the
Saitotf it. He stated that he verily believed that
mnuch stock had been thrown upon the market in a
manner for whlchhe could not account-much which
She verily believed was not valid. But be accused no
one. He was desirousthat every man who held stock
should come forward and state how he come by it
He would favor no plan or scheme to suppress inves.
tlgatlon, but wished that it would be made so folly
that every man could see into all the afloirs of the
Company.

Col. Gorin took the floor, and speaking of the re-
port of fraudulent stock being out, attacked the reso-
Iltion of J. M. Chilton, Esq., which created such a
'hubbub in the camp the previous evening. He com
plained of'the ungenerous manner in which the gen-
tlemea of the Convention from abroad had been
received in New Orleans-villified, and denounced as
swindlers, sharpers and thimble-riggers by one of the
newspapers. He spoke at length, and very warmly
and energetically, forcibly explaining the objects of
the stranger stockholders ia coming here, which was
to persuade the New Orleans stockbolders to save
themselves by redeeming the enterprise from the de-
atioction which menaced it.

Whether the New Orleans stockholders assisted to
raise the money or not it would be raised ; the
stockholders abroad'would raise it themselves and
give those of New Orleans the benefit of what they
were unwilling to assist in doing. They could not
be forced to do anything; there was no compulsion
to enforce the pro rata loan necessary ; it was only
asskedof men who should be willing to save their own
property. He stated that he was authorized to pledge

.t*bt, If they loaned their 50 cents on stock and their
Sew was not restored to them, their money would

ete returned. He pledged himself, and there were
persons in the room who knew him, who knew that
he had never dishonored himself lie came from a
State that never repudiated, and he pledged his word
asa Kentuckian.

Col. Archer rejoined in a very heated manner, stat-
ing that Col. Gorin's remarking that he came from a
Statewhiehb had never repudiated, was designed as a
reflectlon upon him, as his State (Mississippi) had
repudiated.

Col. Gorin disclaimed any such intention.
Col, Archer said that Col. Gorin had termed him a

firebrand in the Convention.
CoL Gorin denied having said so.
Col. Archer then said if Col. Gorin had not called

him so, he had entitled Mr. Chilton a tirebrand, and
he denied that. The house was in great commotion
forsome time, and when order Was restored Col. Archer
went on in a calmer mood. lie stated that he believed
all the fraud, if fraud there had been, emanated from
and originated in New York.

When he had concluded, Col. Post arose to make
some explanation of his altercation with Mr. Chilton
on the previous evening, which was in its tone concil-
latory. He proceeded to verify the statements of Dr.
Fowlkee as to the manner in which that gentleman
became possessed of the large amount of stock he
holds-by giving in exchange for it at par, money I
claime held by him against the Company, as reported
by s yesterday. Taking up the matter of reported
fraudulent atock,he went back to the initiation of tihe
Company. Mr. Walker was the first President, and
his successor, Col. Diamond, discovered no fraud ;
Mr. Horatio Allen, with Col. Post. the speaker, as
Vice-President and manager under him, succeeded
Gov. Diamond, and discovered no fraud; Mr. (lGeore
S.Yerger succeeded Mr. Allen, and discovered no
fraud. If there had been fraud it must have been
discovered,and to conceal it, all these Presidents,men
of high standing, must have connived at it. Tile re
ports of frauds were base, malicious lies.

Col. Archer arose to ask Col. Post if he did not
state that when he entered the Company be followed
the usage of his predecessors, officers of the Comn
pany, and did not change affairs at all.

Col. Post replied that be felt himself bound, when
becoming an executive of the Company, to carry out
the contracts those preceding him had made, even if
they were indiscreet. Much confusion followed this
ross-questionlng, and it was ruled out of order bythe Chair.
G. C. Lawrason took the floor to refute charges

which had been made against him. He spoke ably
and with moderation, but a degree of just indigua.tion.

The Chair said that he believed he was not a stock.
holder, and had no right to speak.

Mr.L awrason replied that he was a stockholder, for
he held a hundred shares of stock, for which he paid
$500. He denied that Mr. Yerger made the deed of
trust; it was made by the Board of Directors, Mr. Y.
acting as President and himself as Secretary. Mr. A.

. f Holbrook, he believed, controlling the proxies of

the Board. He believed that that deed of trust saved

the charter.
Col. Post here Interrupted the speaker, and at-

tempted to put an end to his remarks, but the loud
calls of "go on !" " go on !" induced him to give up
the point, and Mr. Lnwrason proceeded. He explained
how the $15,000 debt (Anderson debt) occurred ; it
was for money advanced to the Company on the per.
sonal bond of Mr. Verger, and raised on that gentle-
man's individual security. Mr. Verger was assailed as
the father of the deed of trust
He (Mr. Verger) was not the Board of Directors

but a single one of them. He went into the history
of the Company's affairs j ust previous to the deed of
trust, and since, in detail, explaining everything
plainly and explicitly and with telling effect. As to
tihe letters lie was reported to have written he said
that these were two in numbler and confidential and
in reply to questions which were propounded to him,
asking his opinion, which lie thus gave conscien-
tiously and in effect as the gentlemen of the Conven-
lion had heard. Parson Brownlw' schargehe showed
to be a very trilling matter indeed, and he sat down
amid loud applause after asking if any one had firther
questions to propound.
Col. Post arose and began again upon the reports

that he lad issued fraudulent stock, but consented to
yield the floor.

Mr. Chilton rose to offer resolutions, but gave way
for Mr. Lawrason, who brought up some matters
which he omitted to notice previously. His further
statemenut strenghtened the favorable feeling towards
the thoroughly abused officers of the Company, Ml-
Verger, himselt and others.

iMr. Chilton took the floor, and in a most humor-
ously sarcastic strain referred to the stormy scenes of
the Convention, his remarks being very q-iet lbut in-
ensely keen and cutting, as the parties at whom
they were directed doubtless felt. tie said, slluding
to that gentlem.ln's detailed account of his sacrifices
of health and money, that he thought that Presi-
dent Jeptha Fowlkes had done and sufibred enough
for his country, and he was willing to vote for any-
body else but Hon. Jeptha Fowlkes for President of
the Company. He closed by olbering the rillowing
resolutions, which were referred to the G(eneralr Com-
mittee.
Resolved, That a publication of tile at of compro-

mise lately made between the President of tile soulth-
ern I'acrif Railroad Colmpan ndr tile ipurchasers of
said road under tile deed of trust, at Marshalil,'l'exa,
ought now to he made, and that the Hon..le rthr
Fowlkes is hereby requested to frnishir a bill and cur
rect copy thereof, to be read and printed for the use
of this 'onsertion and of its strlkhohldrs gelr eerae.lly.
Resolved. That thie Peisident of thie lead. Jeptha;

Fowlkew . Esq., be requested to manlke knowr to thin
Convention what amllount of stock has been surrenrl-
ered and the amount of money colnributed for the
redemption of said road, aond r the act of comprnomise
since the conventions held at Louisville, St. Louis and
MIemphis.
Ges. Richardson, as one of the Committee having

in consideration certain affairs of the Company, made
a statement of no particular interest save in one item.
and that was that the $327,000 asked to clear tihe
Company would not ie sufficient, as lawsuits and
claims were pending which would emnbarrass if after
that amount had been disbursed. That a further son,
naking the gross amount $500,000, would ie requlil ed
to clear tie Company, and entirely free it of all erm-

hareassmernt.
The meeting adjourned until thiso eesning at ol

o'clock.
