Friend Reparter : We are now near Vcksburg ;
will arrive there about 5 P. M.; have had fog every
night--lot a greater portion of last night by fog ;
clt the Natchez it Natchez, and passed the Rt. .
Ward at Fairchild Island this morning. We have
cpas•ed fifteen boat, underway since we left New Or-
leans, and are now ahead of all that left the same
day, having made all our usual landings, pot ilt a
sugar-mill and took on xard sugar and molasnes at
(;ay'' pilatation.

Judging from the Lacey' running this trip, amount
of cargo on board, etc., she will make quick time on
ia trial trip. We have ran against a heavy rise thus
far; drift in the river very heavy.

The steamer R. W. Ictiae reports the Ouachita

falling slightly at Monroe and Trenton, and heavy rise
obove.

The Cityof Memphis Reporter, of the 21st, says :
Sinking of the Peter 'fellon.-Yesterday morning,

between 1 and 2 o'clock, the above steamer, while
running in the fog, above Greenville, opposite PointChicot, ran into the bank with such force as to spring
her seams and butts, as she immediately commenced
sinking. When we came alongside of her the Cora
Anderson was there, saving freight, and we left her
there. We took off the Peter Tellon over two han-
dred coops of chickens, turkeys, geese and docks.
She was very deeply laden, and had among her
freight a great many mules and horses, all of which
were taken on shore. No lives lost. She is a total
wreck. The boat was owned principally at New Al
hany, Ind.

We glean the following from our exchanges:
Red River.-The Shreveport Southwestern of the

15th inst. says :
The river is again rising, and we anticipate good

navigation during the remainder of the winter. At
last accounts the river had risen fifteen feet at Ful-
ton, and the whole country has been favored with
heavy rains.

MEMPIrs, Dec. 19.--The weather was exceedingly
warmn and pleasant yesterday. The river is still
rising very rapidly at this point, probably at the rate
of three feet in twenty-four boars. So rapid a ri•e
has not been known in a long time. Business was
brisk on the levee yesterday, and quite a large ship-
meat of cotton was made.

SINCINNATI, Dec. 10.-The weather has been wet
and disagreeable since the last issue of the Commer-cial. Rain has poured down hard and ateaddy during
the pat twenty-nour hours. Our dispatches report
rain in all quarters--all along the line of the Ohio.
Both bliamis have risen several feet, and were pour-
ing out strong all d.y. Our dispatches show thestate of the river above. Here, it came to a stand in
the morning, but had risen two feet up to 8 P. M.,
and was still rising rapidly. We may reasonably an-d ticipate another general rise from Pittsnburg to the
mouthl, and plenty of water on the falls for tile larg
eat cla.s of steamers. The last arrivals report all the
side streams running out plenteously, both above and
below. The fillowing los rates still prevail :

New Orleans-Whisky and OII, 45-.; Flour, 30c.;
Polk, 40c.: Bacon, 18t. per 100; and Butter, Cheese,
etc., 20c. per 10o0; Hires, $10 per head; Keg Lard,
12c.; Empty Barrels, 20c.

In addition to the pair of coal boats belonging to
Watson, shnk on the falls, two others, belonging to
Ralker & Wood, were swamped below the falls,hav-
ing struck going over. IMr. Nat. Smith iniormsa us
that the Wabash was bank full at Vincennes yes-
terday.

At Pittsbnrg, Wheeling, Parkersburg, Cincinnati,
and Louisville, the river has swollen within the past
thirty-six hours at the rate of six to ten inches per
hour. The side-streams are all bank full, and much1 of the country contiguous, especially that situated
low, is inundated, doing considerable damage to pri-
vate property. At this point the river has advanced
flly sixte•i n feet, up to 12 o'clock last night, and is
within three and a half feet plumb waterof the curb-
stone at the foot of Main street. When we left the
levee, at midnight, the river was rising slowly at the
rate of two inches per hour. The Ohio No. 2, arriving
yestcrday afternoon, reports powerlul rains trom Ma-
rietti down, and csiyandotte, Big Sandy, Scliotol, aund
Little Miami pouring out heavily.
