800-Charles of France was crowned Emperor of
the West; at Rome, and took the name of Charle-
magne. This was the commencement of a new era
in Roman history.

46--Clovis, first Christian King of France, was
crowned at Rheims, amid the most tumultuous rejoic-
ings and displays.

400-Gainas the Goth, whose forces were defeated
two days before at the battle of the Hellespont, was
on this day killed by his captors.

283-The Roman Emperor, Marcus Aurelius Carus,
was killed by lightning.

98-Christ's mass, or Christmas, was first observed
as a festival.

The birth of Christ is dated four years prior to the
year 1 of the Christian era.

EVENTS OF DEC. 26.
1851-Great fire at Hong-Kong, destroying 500

buildings, including all the public buildings and print.
ing offices, and destroying many human lives. Same
day, the British destroyed the town of Lagos, killing
thirty of the inhabitants, on the coast of Africa, be-
cause the native chief refused to sign a treaty for the
effectual suppression of the slave trade.

1831-Death of the renowned Philadelphia banker
and millionaire, Stephen Girard. He was a native of
France, and originally a poor cabin-boy on a ship.
His life will long exist as a pattern for money.makers.
He left a fortune of $10,000,000, all to chalita-
ble purposes. The Girard College at Philadelphia,
founded upon his chief bequest, is the most massive
and splendid specimen of Grecian architecture in the
United States.

1820-Death of Joseph Fouche, Duke of Otranto;
who was one of the most violent of the Freneh revo-
lutionists, and afterwards saved his head by changing
his opinions.

1812-Death of Joel Barlow, the American poet
and statesman, in Poland, whilst there on an em-
bassey from the United States to Bonaparte. His
greatest work is the Columbiad.

1811-The Richmond (Va.) theater was destroyed
by fire, under the most appalling circumstances ; 123
lives were lost by burning, leaping from the windows,
trampling, etc.; many of them being ladies, and one
the Governor of the State. A negro man who saved
the lives of a number of ladies, by his own unaided
courage and activity, still lives in Richmond, and is
still remembered and honored for his good action.

1806- A bloody day in Europe, signalized by four
desperate battles. The battle of Pultusk, in Poland,
in which the Russians under Benningoen defeated tile
French under Lannes, losing 5000 and killing 8000.
The battle of Soldas, in which the French under Ney
defeated the Prussians under Lesocq. The battle of
Alawa, in which the Fleach under Marchand achieved
a brilliant victory over the Prussians. And the battle
of Golymin, in which the French under Murat and
Davoust defeated the Russians, killing 12,000 and
taking 80 cannon and all their baggage.

i797-Death of John Wilkes, the famous English
scholar and politician. He was Lord Mayor of London
at one time.

1797-Battle of Trenton ; the affair in which Wash.
ington cressed the ice clogged Delaware in the night,
and surprised the Hlessians, killing 20 and taking 1000
prisoners, and losing only two men killed and two
frozen to death.

1732-Death of Wm. Leland,in Ireland, aged 139;
remarkable for his stature as well as his age.

'532-Charles V raised the seige of Metz, after
losig :10,000 men.

1530=-Death of Zthir Eddin Mohammed Baber,
founder of the Tartar empire in Ulindostan; a great
warrior and a great monarch.

1300-Edward I of England forbade the circula-
tion, as sterling, of foreign coins of similar value, and
had a new sterling currency coined. The word sterl-
ing comes from the name of the Easterlings, who
were the first to coin such line money in England.

1292-John Baliol rendered homage to Edward at
Newcastle.

1135-On this, St. Stephen's day, Stephen was
crowned king of England.

795-Death of Pope Adrian I; a humane and
benellicent pontiff.

Ls.TR Rtont Soren Assgtuca.-From Rio Janeiro
we have tiles to October 7oIth. There is no news of
interest. A special legation had been dispatchelld to
Montevideo and Parana, to rc-arramge the terms of
some old treaties. The United States Minister to the
Argentine Confederation was at Rio, with his family,
en route to the seat of his duties. Much sensation in
fashionnble circles has been created by a ball given
by the Flag-Officer of the American squadron, on
board the St. Lawrence. Tile elite of the Brazilian
Court were present. Fronm Paraguay we have infor-
mation of new concessions to Brazilian trade made
by Lopez. Preparations were makitng to celebrate
the Dictator's birthday, but none apparently to meet
the coming expedition from the United States.

THE IEDERAL SENATOIRSHIP.

Who shall be United States Senator in place of Mr.

Benjamin ? is a question that excites very general at-

tention outside of New Orleans. In this city the sub'

ject appears to be almost entirely ignored by the press,

always saving and excepting the Crescent ; and while

the Crescent sedulously endeavors to keep its metro-

politan readers thoroughly posted wit' regard to pub-
lic opinion in the interior, as expressed through the

medium of numerous presses of intelligence, worth

and patriotism, it has no ulterior purposes to subserve,

and only discharges a plain duty devolving upon the

conductors of a well-managed newspaper-a news.

paper which is, as it ought to be, a mirror reflecting
truthfully the drift, depth and breadth of the current

of popular sentiment throughout the commonwealth.
The fact that we are in the minority, and that the

city is in the minority, does not change our views in
the least, and shall not affect the course of our journal.

The selection ofa proper man to represent the State
in the Federal Senate for the six years commencing
on the 4th of March next, by the Legislature, is no
unijportant duty,and it is one, besides, in which the
whole people, irrespective of party distinctions, have
a deep, if not an all-absorbing interest. There are
troublous times ahead-times of distraction, perhaps
of imminent danger-in which a man, who would do
well enough for peaceable periods, would not answer
at all. A common sailor can navigate a vessel in
safety over a smooth and smiling sea, but when the
thunders roll, the lightnings flash, and the billows
leap mountain high, a skillul commander must be on
the watch, or the chances are a hundred to one that
the craft will go to the bottom. The Legislature
should, and we hope will, make it a cardinal point to
choose a man for Senator who will suffice tor the
stormiest political weather ever known to the history
of our country. If the members thereof fait in this
pa. tiultl, they will alos rail in the fealty they owe to
their immediate constituents. The times demand any-
thing but fair weather Senators.

In North Louisiana the public mind is exercised
quite vigorously on this topic. The following from the
Monroe (Ouachita Pariah) Register of the 16th inst.
confirms a view of the subject we have given form to
previously :

UNITED STNEtS SENOR.--Onur little " news bird,"
just home from a tedious tour, informs ous that he is
not altogether satisfied or pleased with the present
appearance of the political waters, concerning the U.
S. Senatorship. To our great surprise and consterna-
tion he informs us of a trade now on foot, by which
North Louisiana is to be sold out, " lock, stock and
barrel ! !" As far as we are concerned the trade most
go on. But before dismissing the subject, we will say
that a day ofjost retribution will follow in the wake
of the election, when said dealers will be rewarded ac-
conding to the deeds done mi the body. We read in
the good " book" of a certain man (we believe hin
name was Judas) who traded off his best friend !!
It will be remembered that this distinguished person-
age, on taking the second sober thought, wenutout and
hanged himself. We are well posted as to what is
going on, ansd we anticipate a comfortable little hang-
ng match just after the election of a U. S. Seuator by
the present Legislature. This paragraph will require
no explanation except to the ignorant.

Some weeks ago we took occasion to enunciate our
belief that somebody was going to be cheated, and
that neither Mr. Benjamin nor his friends were likely
to be found in that humiliating category. Time has
only served to strengthen the opinion then enter-
tained, and we are more firmly fixed in the conviction
now than ever, although at one period, we are free to
confess, the loud talking and apparent determination
of our North Louisiana friends rather staggered as.
That will all be gotten over, however. The loudest
declaimers seldom bear the prize away. While they
are vociferating at a terrible rate, thinking they are
attracting all the attention to themselves, the quiet
and managing demurely step in and appropriate all
the valuable loaves and fishes-all tile valuable honr
ors and emoluments. The Chief Engineer of this
State--the accomplished and astute lion. John Sli-
dell-never makes any fuss, rarely takes part in any
public demon-trations, and seldom speaks in the Sen.
ate, yet he has things all his own way in Louisiana,
and controls the Executive Department of the Federal
Government jnst as he pleases! The Chief, albeit
some over confident ones bold to the contrary, is un-
derstood to be in favor of ifr. Benjamin, and when
be puts his shoulders to the wheel he gives it a power
ful impetus ahead. To the North Louisianians we
would say, look out-" still waters run deep."

We should'nt be astonished if matters were 'or
ranged" somewhat in this way, supposing Benjamin
re-elected to the Senate: Saudidge, although a good
man, is a mere stick intellectually, and can do no
damage if he is thrown overbocad. Gray will be
promised the succession in the Fourth Congressional
District, (Sandidge's) which will probably solace him
for the disappointment, and render him exceedingly
amiable and tractlble. Pugh will be satisfied with
the next Governorship, or, if that cannot be made to
work, will be promised Miles Ta•ylor's seat in Con-
gress. As old Davidson is pretty well "played out,"
the succession to his place will be tendered as apeace
offtiring to some troublesome aspirant in the Third
District, and tile remainder of the disaffected will be
pensioned off in one way or another by tile General
Governmenlt

This, we take it, is substantially the programme
which is to eventuate in the re election of the elo-
quent Benj.amin to the position he now holds. We
may not have mentioned all the details, but believe
we have hit the main, material pointu, plump on the
head.
